Fire».—Our firemen were kept almost con«tantiy on the 
ruu during Saturday night. The first alarm, whi hooenrred 
abont half past nine o'clock, proved to be false, but at a little 
past 11 o'clock the lie If» again sounded, and a honae on Con­
stance street. between Melicerte and Estelle, was found to be 
on fire. The fire WM fiat, discovered in the kitchen, and it 
wa* evidently the work of an incendiary, as the building was 
unoccupied. Weaseeorry to a id that a disturbance occurred 
between fire companies Nos. 'J and 14, which at one time 
threatened to terminate aeriou- ly. As it was. the foreman of 
No. 14 was, as we learn, very severely beaten. One or two 
other penoris were more or less injured. 

Another fire occurred at about 5 o'clock in the morning, 
which resulted in the destruction of five fram ; r-^ideooea near 
ihe corner of Race and Religious streets. This fire was 
scarcely subdued before another a'arm was sounded, and the 
engines were swiftly conveyed in the direction of Ben'on anil 
Melpomene streets, where the devouring element wa* com­
mencing tj make sad havoc with tome wooden buildings. 
The wind, at the time was tolerably high and bore tlie 
liâmes whither they linted in their inad career. Seven build­
ings, all of wood with one exception, were destroyed by this 
fire. *
