slave law, and refusing to entertain an amendment 
declaring the law unconstitutional.

Arrival of the Asia* 

The steamship Asia, which sailed from Liver­
pool 011 the 12th inst., arrived at New York at half 
past ten o'clock on the morning of the 23d. 

The Asia made her run out in ten day H and se­
ven hours, and the Pacific iu teu days and twenty 
hours. 

The Schleswig Holsteiners attempted to take 
Frederickstadt on the 5th instant, but were re­
pulsed by the Danes after bombarding part of the 
town, producing much destruction and a consider­
able loss of life on both sides. The attack was to 
have been renewed the next day, when a desperate 
conflict was expected. The Holsteiners were out 
of funds, and had appealed to United Germany for 
assistance. 

Affairs in Germany were in an excited and 
alarming condition. Austria and Prussia seem on 
the eve of an open rupture. The possession of 
Hesse-Cassel and oilier Germanic States rendered 
the relations of Germany very precarious. 

England, France, Russia, Ireland, and the other 
European powers remain in a state of quietness. 

A tremendous storm had visited the coast of 
England which caused much damage to the ship­
ping. Smith O'Brien coiaplains of bad treatment. 

It is positively stated that a decision favorable to 
Denmark, regarding the Holstein question, had 
been agreed ujK>n by England, France and Aus­
tria. The Duchies will be required to suspend 
hostilities. 

Spain intends to modify lier tariff. Gen. Ron-
cali was to depart from Cadiz on the 5th instant for 
Cuba. 

An opening of an Assembly of States was to take 
place at the Hague on the 17th inst.

1 he Syuod took the subject into considera­
tion, and unanimously resolved to set off from the 
presbytery of New York the following ministers : 
Rev. Joseph Harvey, D.D., Rev. R a. Thomp­
son, Rev. Jurats Lly, and the Rev. Gerrish Har­
ret, and the churches ofThompsonville and Tariff-
ville. R'.d constitute tUera into a Presbytery, to be 
railed the Presbytery of Connecticut," and di­
rected thein to meet at Thompson ville. October 29 
1850, at 11 o'clock, A. M , and be opened with a 
sermon by the Rev. Dr. Harvey, or in his abaenee 
by the oldest minister present. [N. \ . Commer­
cial.

The exports of the Slave States exceed that of 

the Free States by one-half; while the imports of 
tha North exceed those of the South in the propor­
tion of $133,000,000 to $14,000,000. 

Why should a state of affairs so unnatural exist ? 
Why should not New Orleans and Mobile, Savan­
nah and Charleston, enjoy the advantages from 
the foreign goods received in exchange for the pro-
ducts of the Southern plantations ? Is there any 
principle of political economy which militates 
against the commerce of these cities ? Large 
»hips carry away from our levee full cargoes of 
unmanufactured cotton, of rice, and tobacco, why 
should they not return loaded with that same cot­
ton manufactured. New Orleans, and the othei 
Southern cities, carry on a direct export trade with 
all parts of the world ; what prevents an import 
trade equally extensive ? That it is not done is the 
best answer. New York and Boston must hav 
advantages to counterbalance those which appa­
rently are in favor of the South. The goods re-
reived in payment of Southern products, are cur 
•ied to New York, there they pay insurance, pilot-
»ge, tonnage, wharfage, drayage, rents, profits. 
They are reshipp?d, and again the different charges 
ire incurred. The freight, insurance, and charges 
from Liverpool or Havre to Charleston or New Or­
leans, are but little more than to New York, while 
the charges from New York to New Orleans 
ilmost the same as those direct from Europe to any 
if the American ports. In truth, during six months 
>f the year, the Southern ports are more accessi­
ble than either New York or Boston. The canals 
;tnd railroads which strike into the West, undoubt­
edly give those cities an advantage, but Charles­
ton and Savannah are rapidly approaching the 
Ohio with their railroads. The present unnatural 
course of trade can be, in some degree, attributed 
lo the ridiculous feeling cherished in the South 
hat mercantile pursuits were of a menial charac­

ter. The old families of Carolina would not allow 
their sons to enter a compting-house. In 1837, a 
Southern Convention, was held at Augusta, toen-
•uurag-j a direct trade with Europe, and an ad­
dress was published which gravely set forth that 
fommercial pursuits were not derogatory to the 
character of a gentleman ! 

Instead of wasting their time in the formation of 
Southern associations and committees of safety 

carry on a contemptible system cf espion-
age, they would far more efficiently promote the 

ausebf the South, by encouraging its feeble for-
ign commerce, and assisting to bring back the 
rade of the country to its legitimate channels. 

True Heroism, 

For fifty years John McDonogh toiled and 
hoarded, he denied himself the comforts, and even 
begrudged the barest necessaries tor the support ol 
life. He worked hard, fared hard, and patiently sub-

tted to the misconstruction, hate and contempt of 
the world. He was pointed at as the miser, who 
had no single trait of humanity in his composition, 
»nd whose only passion was a debasing and harden­
ing love of money. He died—not a single white 
man mourned his death, and even some exulted at 
the event, and standing as it were by his corpse, 
dared to perform that task which belongs alone to 
the Omniscient, to condemn the dead ! Such he 
appeared to the world—yet in that thin and wasted 
form, beneath that thread-bare suit, beat a noble 
and generous heart. For half a century ha had 
endured all hardship and labor, and worse to bear, 
lie had submitted to the contempt of the world— 
not to accumulate wealth for its own sake, but to 
achieve a great good, to relieve human Buffering on 
an extensive scale. Those who a few days since 
were loudest in their condemnation, now admit 
their error, and when too la:e, pay tardy justice to 
his character. Every day brings out acts of unos­
tentatious kindness performed by him, which he 
studiously concealed, and are now made known by 
those enjoined to secrecy. Never haB public opin­
ion experienced such a sudden revulsion—last week 
execrated, this week canonized ! 

Within the last half century, have many princely 
fellows "dressed in purple and fine linen and fared 
sumptuovsly every day"—extolled for their gene­
rosity which was profusion, admired for their spirit, 
which was of the wine cup, and ending their career 
iu the Bankrupt Court, involving their friends in 
the ruin, and losing their character as well as their 
imaginary fortune in the general wreck. They 
sneered at the miserly McDonogh. They have 
passed away, and fortunate for them if the memory 
of their evil lives is also forgotten ! 

Let us profit by these examples, not to trust too 
much to outside show—the leaden casket some­
times in the actual world, contains the treasure, 
while the golden one holds only vanity. May we 
not also learn to be more charitable in judging the 
motives and actions of others ? It is so easy to 
imagine the generous acts we would perform it wo 
only had some rich miser's wealth. Yet are we 
sure that with such means as we have, we do as 
much kindness and administer as much relief as 
we ought? All men imagine they would be phi­
lanthropists if they had a fortune—all, that they 
would be martyrs if occasion called for the sacri­
fice. But how often the heart freeses beneath the 
influences of wealth—how often principles melt 
before the tires of persecution. Old Fuller wrote 
in the time of Elizabeth, " Heart of oak hath some­
times warped a little in the scorching heat of per­
secution. Their want of true courage herein can­
not be excused, yet many censure them for surren­
dering up their forts after a long siege, who would | 
have yielded up their own at the first summons. O, 
there is more required to make one valiant than to 
call Cran mer and Jewell, coward ; as if the fire of 
Sinithfield had been no hotter than what is painted 
in the Book of Martyrs." 

The Daniel Wehster, a splendid packet ship of 
about 1200 tons, to form one of Messrs. Train Sc 
Co's popular hue of Liverpool packets, was launched 
from the ship yard of Mr. Donald McKay, East 
Boston, ou the 19th, in the presence of several 
thousand spectators, embracing many of the fairer 
sex. Among the distinguished individuals present 
were the Hon. Daniel Webster, Secretary of State, 
and Amin Bey, the Turkish Embassador. The 
ship beautifully glided down the ways, amid the 
cheering of the crowd, the booming of cannon, and 
the enlivening strains of music discoursed by 
Bond's Cornet Band. When about twice her 
length from the ways, and in the act of making 
her final bow, she grounded upon the flat«, where 
she remained until the next high tide. 

Just after the ship had left the ways, Mr. Web­
ster, accompanied by Fletcher Webster, Esq , T. 
B. Curtis, Esq., and other prominent citizens of 
Boston, entered the yard, aud was received with six 
hearty cheers. Here he was met by Col. Train 
and after being introduced to Captain Howard 

who is to command the ship, was escorteil to the 
moulding loft, tho band playing the national air. 

Upon reaching the entrance to the loft, Colonel 
Train appeared upon the platform, and said : 

"Friends and fellow-citizens-I amvery happy 
to introduce to you our highly *•»»"£ <«» ™ 
sen and distinguished American Statesman, the 
Hon Daniel Webster. (Great cheering.) 

The applause having subsided, Mr. Webster 

spoke as follows : 
very much obliged to you, and glad to see 

you, fellow-citizens. I came here to see my name­
sake take her departure for her proper element. I 
am an older friend of the citizens of Boston than 
she is, and I don't think 1 shall leave them quite 

suddenly. I give you joy of this fine morning, 
fellow-citizens. I hope you and your families are 
all well, and I rejoice to see so many evidences of 
general happiness and prosperity all around you." 

Mr. Webster then proceeded to the lower end of 
the loft, from the windows of which could be ob­
tained a fi-.ie sight of the noble vessel. An invita­
tion was extended to him to remain and partake of 
the collation provided on the occasion, but he de­
clined, and soon after retired. Amin Bey, who 
witnessed the launch from the windows of the loft, 
retired before Mr. Webster's entrance. We learn 
that he expressed himself highly pleased with the

come in six weeks after the first cold streak in Sep­
tember. Our friend was right in this instance, 
though it takes a great many swallows to make a 
summer. 

Since -writing the above, a friend informs us that, 
on Sunday morning last, he brushed the frost from 
some cotton bales at the station two miles this side 
of the Oconee. 

We think that the languid heads may now be­
gin to look up—the broken bunts to rejoice. This 
broken bone fever has already nearly worn itself 
out, but the last kick from Jack Frost has been 
necessary, we suppose, entirely to expel the busy 
demon from the city limits. [Augusta (Ga.) Con­
stitutionalist, 125 th. 

A gentleman who came down on the railroad 
last evening, informs us that on Saturday night 
there Wiis quite a sharp frost in the county ol Jeffer­
son, and that it was very cold. We had some rain 
here on Friday and Saturday, and on Saturday 
night the atmosphere was cool enough for frost, 
which was, however, prevented by the wind. Last 
night was more favorable to trost, as there was 
very little wind. We expect to hear of frost in our 
neighborhood to-day. [Savannah (Cra.) News, 21st,

since then the weather has been pleasantly cool 
and our city is now perfectly healthy. The break 
bone fever, which lias been so prevalent in this 
place, has entirely disappeared.
