Alt Saint's Day.—The weather yesterday was 
most delightful, except it was a little too wann. 
Tbf Catholic grave-yards were thronged through 
the day. In the evening the crowd was uncom­
fortably dense. Many of the tombs were tastefully 

decorated ; here and there, however, one could be 
aeen which no kind hand had adorned. ' Others are 
dilapidated, and the mouldering remains lie exposed. 
There it no security in the graves of NewOrleans. 
Instead of being sunk in the earth, they are mere 
structures of brick, or marble, or granite, subject to 
be demolished either by time, accident or caprice. 
Some of the tombs are very costly and beautiful 
specimens of art. The monument of Xavier Mar­
tin, for thirty-one years a Judge of the Supreme 
Court of Louisiana, is a sienite obelisk of some 
twenty feet in height, resting on a broad pedestal 
of the same enduring material. Jean Paul wrote 
that " the grave is the cradle of Heaven. :r  

The New York Express alludes to the decreare 
of the populatiou of New Orleans within the last 
ten years. This is a mistake. The census of the 
Second Municipality, taken in midsummer, is over 
60,000. At any thing like the tame ratio in other 
sections, the population will greatly surpass that of 
1840. Lafayette, too, and the suburbs, ought to 
be taken yito the account. 

The new and extensive range of buildings on 
Carondelet street are now completed, and many 
already tenanted. Wright, Williams »Sc Co. have 
moved to No. 73. No street in town has changed 
so much for ti e better, during the past year, than 
Carondelet. The business of the city, which was 
formerly crowded into the front streets, is now 
gradually spreading into 'the streets in the rear. 
Carondelet is the fourth street from the levee, and 
the fifth from the river. 

Mr. Souleys Baton Rouge Speech.— According to 
p omise, we give the report of the Advocate.

Why, my dear fellow, you were never 
more mistaken. We are for all the great demo­
cratic measures : first, for the Union ; second, for 
the gift of a free homestead to every man willing 
to cultivate the soil ; third, for the improvement of 
rivers and harbors ; fourth, against a protective 
tariff, since the Pennsylvania election ; fifth, for an 
elective judiciary ; sixth, for a pructical school sys­
tem, which shall actually furnish education to all 
seventh, against all Banks in general, and the Im­
provement Bank of NewOrleans and the Natchez 
Railroad Bank in particular ; eighth, against the 
credit system, so far as newspapers are concerned. 
Now, if this is not a fair cargo of democratic no­
tions, we shall be happy to find room for a few 
more.

Formation of «lie State of California. 

The Delta attempts to revive the stale charge 
that the administration of General Taylor in­
terfered in the formation of a State govern­
ment in California. 1 he Delta is extremely anxious 
to have the matter put right, "as due to history." 
We concur heartily in this laudable sentiment, and 
will assist the Delta in arriving at the truth. It i« 
charged that Mr. T. Butler King was the agent of 
the Administration who bore the dispatches con­
taining those instructions to Gen. Riley. Now, the 
historian who shall write the annals of our times, 
will find,first, the card of the California delegation ; 
second, the report of Mr. King; third, the letters 
of tien. Riley and Cora. Jones, the military and 
naval officers in command at the time ; ami the 
letters i'f Mr. Dimmick and Or. VVozencraft, mem-
bet. of I lie Convention, as were also Dr. Gwin and 
Mr. Gilbert. These gentlemen all give a contra-

dict ion to the charge. 
But the Delta, relies on the statements made by 

Mr. Patrick Barry in conversation with the edi­
tors, and deems them of sufficient weigktto coun­
teract the published and official declarations of 
these e'ght gentlemen ! We have had the honor of 
an acquaintance with Mr. Barry for a dozen years 
or more. He is a gentleman of veracity, and would 
no' state intentionally what is not true ; but he is 
chivalrous—tht last man in the world who would be 
selected by those who know him to correct history. 
Mr. King, whom we have also known for a still 
longer period, is remarkable for his attention to de­
tails, and while he has been the great agent in the 
establishment of the steam marine of the country, 
ami has developed the most extensive plana of steam 
navigation, has also mastered the statistical and 
other details connected with these world-extending 
operations. To those who know the two men, the 
•dea of correcting the accuracy of T. Butler King 
by the loose talk of Pat Barry is simply laughable. 
But the wonderful facl which Mr. Barry tesiilies 
to, is merely that Mr. King touched at San Diego, 
tnd sent his despatches to Gen. Riley at Monterey 
by land, while he proceeded to San Francisco. 
But the Delta does not say on the authority of Mr. 
Barry that those despatches contained any orders, 
or instructions to take any step in the nutter. Mr. 
Barry saw the despatches of the President in the 
•amis of Gen. Riley before the proclamation v\as 
ssued. The silence of the Delta proves that the 
contents of those despatches were not such as it 
would represent. But the positive declaration of 
Gen. Riley corroborates the silence of Mr. Barry 
\nd the Delta :

•y a quotation from a speech made ill the Coriven-
ion. On the debate, as to the boundaries, Mr. 

Sernple stated that in conversation with Mr. King 
ie had asked iiiin what was the desire of the people 

•n Congress?" The reply of Mr. King was: 
' For God's Bake leave us no territory to legislate 
upon in Congress." Even this conversation does 
not at all afïèct the point. The two houses of Con­
gress were in opposition to lite Administration 
'Ir. Sem pie asks what Congress desires, not what 
re the wishes of the President and the Cabinet. 

Vir. King gives his opinion as a member of Con­
gress—not as the agent of the Administration. Mr. 
King was sent for a specific and important service— 
»acquire information in regard to thy newly ac-

I ni red territory. He did not receive any instruc-
ions to encourage the people in the formation of a 
State. When ili^ Convention had assembled, the 
ubject of boundaries was under discussion, 
ilr. King expresses what he thinks is the desire 
f Congress, and outof this the D-'lta builds up the 

iroof that the Taylor Cabinet sent an a^ent to en-
ou rage the people of California to form n Govern-
uent for themselves. This quite equals the story 
>f the ihr e black crows. The article closes with 
lie assertion that it had conclusively disproved the 

truth of two propositions, said to have been as-
umed by the Picayune. We have no desire to 
iterfere between those two papers, arid we write 
(iw, only from a sense of what is 44 due to histo­

ry." And WH say that, whether Gen. Riley re-
eived the despatches before lie issued his proi la-
.talion or not, id immaterial, as tbey contained no 
istrtn tions touching the formation of a Slate Gove­
rnment. And secondly, that there is no proof 
hat Mr. King attempted any interference in the 
urination of the Government and Constitution of 
'alifurnia. 

From the Democratic Advocate. 
Mi'i Soult 's Speech at (Sutou lloiige, 

Mr. Soulc stated that his presence here was 
• usual . that he had been requested to address the 
public, that he considered it his duty, and would 
comply by explaining his course in the late 
•led debates in Congress, and in the country ; that 
he had been much misunderstood—rather, n 
•^presented—by the public press, particularly 
this State, with very few honorable exceptions ; 
I hat for his justification, or at least for his apology, 
'te should rely upon the recital of public docu­
ments, which, if they did not show him to be 
blameless, would at least show him to have been 
misled by the highest authorities—and such as had 
misled others than him ; that the public messages 
of Governor Johnson, just going out of the Gov­
ernment, and of Governor Walker, just coming in, 
had been transmitted to him, together with respon­
sive resolutions of the Senate ; and these unani­
mous, with but one detraction : that the messages 
and the resolutions all spoke iu the same tone of 
deprecation of the projected policy of the General 
Government on the South, and of denunciation 
against the consummation of that policy ; that the 
impression thus vividly made on him. had their 
like effect on Mr. Downs, who had declared his en­
tire concurrence with the feeling, and their expres­
sion, spoken in the State documents ; that he had 
never any testimony reliable, either private or pub­
lic, that the State authorities had subsequently re­
nounced their principles, and lowered their tone ; 
and that the Governors and the Senate in Louisi­
ana had changed their politics, and that he did not 
yet believe they had, nor could he believe it con­
sistently with his personal respect for the high-
minded, grave personage, who impersonated those 
spirited and manly positions ; that at least, he 
should require better evidence of so incredible a 
tergiversation, than that atl'orded by a whole legion 
of printers' devils, who had got possession of the 
public press, throughout the State, with some 
sparse ins tances of exorcism : that however he 
might be deceived in others, he could not mistake 
himself—and that if all other reliances failed him, 
he felLback on his reserved rights and duty to de-
lend his constituents, even against themselves, de­
luded into a seeming acquiescence with the atro­
cious measures in the compendious Comprotni-e, 
or in the separate elements iu detail ; that he did 
not mean to make a vain and vague harangue, but 
would succinctly seize upon the least equivocal pre­
cisions ot the bill or bills. 

Beginning with the fugitive bill, he dismissed it 
contemptuously, with the compendious remark, 
'hat it had met with apologists nowhere, North or 
South Then taking up the District of Columb ti 
clause, he slated that he had opposed it iu every 
form; lor it asserted the power of Congress, for 
whatever offenceCongress niiyhi impute and ( reale, 
to confiscate the property of the master, and to 
emancipate the slave, as not merely asserted, but 
now legislated ; that for the offence of the master, 
who should violate a municipal regulation of the 
District of Columbia, his slaves should be confis-
cated from the master, and emancipated for hint-
self; that thus driven out with ignominy from the 
District of Columbia, he had fle«l to the frontiers, 
iu the hope, if not of compensation, at least of an 
asylum for the South, in the golden regions of Ca­
lifornia; but no!—the South was denied acres»«—. 
and that thus disconsolate under the relentless in­
terdiction of the general government in the terri­
tories; he had appealed to the sympathies of the 
sister States,but iu vain ! Tex»is*was subddiz-.-d 
by the general government by a forced puiehu*e of 
an immense portion of her undisputed territory, j 
for the purpose of sequestering it from the resort ol' | 
the South, under circumstances of peculiar iguo- | 
miny, for the South wa» out of all account un-* 
equally taxed to pay the subsidy, and to buy itself 
out of the country—like the silly fellow who sawed 
himself on with the projection of the beam; that 
defeated and abashed in his ineffectual efforts for 
the defence of the South generally, he had return­
ed to Louisiana to condole with his fellow-citizens, 
and to have the sympathies, at least, of his fellow-
sufferers. But the 41 unkindest cut of all"—hi* 
course and his person were denounced and calum­
niated by a torrent of indiscriminate abuse in the 
newspapers, whig and democratic, and calling 
themselves the press—that he appealed from such 
self-constituted organs—from the p*eudo press to 
the popular forum, and congratulated himself 
upon the present ample opportunity afforded by 

this overflowing meeting, t*» talk to his fellow-
citizens, face to face. Among other things, he 
spoke with much—I thought too much respect, of 
some of his opponents—for instance, Clay ai d 
Webster. Of his colleague he spoke respectfully, 
an.I said truly—that howsoever they seemingly 
differed on the Omnibus, they concurred in their 
intimai opposition to the bills, when iu sulkies. 
With but one exception—not even that—lor Mr. 
Downs' indisposition only disappointed his concur­
rent vote. 

Cotton Crop. 
During the week just closing, the accounts of the 

growing Cotton crop from the country have been 
pretty much of the same character as those pre­
viously noticed in our articles under this head. 
The frosts of 10th and 20th October have done 
some injury in Tennessee, North Mississippi, and 
in the low lauds of Alabama. 

On the 25th October there was a hail storm at 
Natchez, which was succeeded by freezing weather, 
represented to have effectually destroyed the late 
planted Cotton. 

In connection with the Cotton interests, we 
present to oui readers the circular of Mr. H. B. 
Gwathmey, which has been sent from Liverpool 
by a highly respectable house of that place to their 
correspondent of this city, with the remark : 44 Look 
at the enclosed circular of Mr. Gwathmey from 
NewYork. Of course, I place no kind of reliance I 
in so ridiculous an estimate as he makes, but then 
the trade are ready and willing to swallow any 
hing that would tend to produce lower prices in 

our staple." 
Mr. Gwathmey had just returned to NewYork, 

having left Liverpool on the 11th September, und 
yet with so little time and such limited opportuni­
ties, puts forth such an excessive and silly state­
ment. 

Our Cotton planting friends have had their trou­
bles in being obliged to suffer years of depressed 
prices, (Middling Cotton being as Iowas four cent3,) 
and we really think when there is almost a cer­
tainty of a very short crop, and a favorable year as 
to prices occurs, their interests should not be 
assailed as has been done by Mr. Gwathmey, who. 
it appears, has been industriously aiding the Eng­
lish spinners, in his crusade against our agricultu­
ral friends, the planters. 

We are happy to remark that our latest dates 
from the North are more favorable to our domestic 
goods, and that with an advance in prices, there are 
more firmness and activity. 

The large consumption in this country, including 
the California and Pacific marts, must soon so 
reduce the stocks of American gooes, as to cause 
a general activity with the Northern mills. 

As regards the prospects and condition oi the 
growing crop, we feel more and more convinced of 
the correctness of our opinions heretofore expressed, 
and that the yield will not vary much from 
2,050,000 hales.

LATE FllOM CAL IFOltN 1A. 
Another Great Conflagration* 

The steamship Alabama, Captain Foster, from 
Chagres the 23d ult., to C. J. Meeker & Co., ar­
rived yesterday morning, at two o'clock, bringing 
two hundred and seven passengers. She lett the 
Cherokee and Empire City waiting the arrival ot 
passengers from Panama ; also the British steamer 
Med way. The brig O eta via, from this port, bad 
arrived, after a passage of fifty-three days. The 
brig Bella del Mar was at anchor in Chagres roads. 
Passed the schooner America thirty miles north ot 
Chagres, also the steamship Georgia fifty miles 
north, bound in. The Alabama encountered heavy 
north gales during her passage from Chagres to 
this port. 

By this arrival we have San Francisco papers of 
September the 17th, being two days later than, pre­
viously received. 

There had been another great fire in San Fran­
cisco, destroying one hundred and fifty houses, and 
property to the amount of $500,000. 

We extract the following account from the Her­
ald Extra: 

The fire originated in a house on Jackson street, 
called the Philadelphia House, between Kearny 
and Dupont streets. When the Jire companies 
came on the ground several houses were already in 
a blaze, and the fire was spreading rapidly. It ex-

| tended up towards Dupont street, and at the same 
time in a lateral direction towards Portsmouth 
Square. In the whole space between Jackson 
street and the Plaza, there was no brick building 

stay its progress, and all the efforts to arrest it 
;re unavailing. Water was wholly wanting, and 

the firemen were consequently powerless. 
The conflagration now made rapid ntrides to­

wards the corner of Portsmouth Square and KeariVy 
street, taking the whole hJock in its way. There a 
stand was made, but was not successful in con-
lining it to the west side of Kearny street. The 
large brick building on the corner kept it for some 
time at bay, but it circled round and made rapid 
progress towards Montgomery street. The tire 
companies remained in Kearny street, between the 
two tires, as long as possible, but at length they 
directed all their energies to cut off its further ad-

towards Montgomery street. This was 
handsomely effected, after great exertion, mostly 
by the Howard Hook and Ladder Company and 
the Howard Engine Company. The fire was cut 
oil', and the most valuable part of the city was 
saved. 

Meantime, the conflagration had extended up to 
Pacific street, and eastward to Dupont street. A 
creat number of buildings were torn down at this 
point, and ali along the line of Pacific street, from 
Dupont, halfway down the block between Kearny 
and Montgomery streets. The City Hall was iti 
imminent danger, as its scorched and blackened 
walls attest. 

It would certainly have caught but for the de­
voted promptness of Recorder John A. McGlynn 
and Alderman James Cirant., who tore down the 
building opposite in which the records were depo-
siied. The building was owned by these gentle-

, and could have been saved but for the la­
mentable inefficiency of citizens, not firemen, who 
would not lend assistance. We saw too much of 
this spirit exhibited during the fire. Messrs. Grant 
and McGlynn, however, did not hesitate to tear 
down their building to protect the City Hall. 

The two points at which the fire, was most effect­
ually checked were in Washington street, betueen 
Kearny ami Montgomery, and at the corner of Du­
pont and Pacific. The operations were beautifully 
performed at both places. 

But truth compels us to declare that this destruc­
tion of property might have been prevented ifthere 
had been but a chief engineer to direct operations. 
The strength of the fire department was wasted 
during the first portion of the conflagration, by not 
being properly and authoritatively directed. By 
blowing up a few buildings in the immediate vicin­
ity of where it first originated, its ravages might 
have been confined within very narrow limits. 
The scarcity of water was a great, want, and 
another was the want of public spirit iu private 
citizens, in not assisting the fire companies. There 
was a most strange indifference in tins respect. 

Tiie fire originated in the bar-room of the Phil­
adelphia House, and is said to have been the work 
of an incendiary. Several persons have been ar­
rested on suspicion.

Probably a 
better illustration of the uncertainty of the riches 
and the fickleness of fortune was never presented. 
While it seems tobe true that a day's well-directed 
labor will generally'pay a fair recompense at the 
mines, yet success like that of the party at Sicard's 
liar must not be expected, and men must gradually 
allow their h pes and anticipations to assume a 
level more consonant with the true state of the 
case. Contented with fair returns, they will not 
be so easily discouraged, nor so ready to abuse 
dame fortune, because she has not enriched them 
at once with her gifts. The trouble i», with most 
men, that they come out here with too extravagant 
ideas as to the amount of the fortune they are to 
accumulate, and the ease and rapidity with which 
it is to be collected. 

Disappointment must ensue from the contrast 
between the visions of their imaginations and the 
reality ; and the acquisition ol a much larger sum 
than is usually obtained in other countries in the 
same time, sinks into insignificence when compared 
with the extent of their anticipations. 

This disappointment will cause numbt rs to turn 
their attention to agricultural and other pursuits, 
and the State will be ultimately benefited thereby. 
Still we do not think that the press should state 
only the bright side of the picture, and print only 
the accounts of the " large lumps, as this as a 
tendency to keep the gold fever too high, and will 
do more harm than good, not only to those who 
came out to be disappointed, but to the State. We 
want now, men who come out prepared, not to dig 
gold aud go home in the fall, but to become per­
manent citizens, and to carry on the different trades 
and avocations which are necessary in every com­
munity. We must bring things down te a level, 
give the mines their due importance and no more, 
and there is no fear that the boundless resources 
of our State will prove a sufficient inducement to 
emigration. Our population is too open to the 
charge of being merely " floating," and the sooner 
we get rid ol this character abroad, the more 
strongly and firmly will the foundation of our State 
be laid, and the more speedily will an imposing 
superstructure be erected thereon. Time will, of 
course, make the matters all right, but meanwhile 
the press can 'do much to accelerate or retard its 
progress. ^^

Cotton Crop.—Letters of a recent date from 
Memphis state that the top Cotton has been de­
stroyed by the severe frost. In consequence of the 
extremely dry weather during the entire picking 
season, so far, the bales are some seventy pounds 
short weight, as it is impossible to compress cotton 
as much when dry as when damp. This cause 
must operate through the entire cotton region, and 
much allowance must be made on all the bales. 

Jfail Storm in Adams County, Mi.—We learn 
there was a severe hail storm last week, followed 
by a severe frost, killing the Cotton plant. Tlie 
late Cotton on the overflowed lauds of Louisiana 
und Mississippi is all cut otf. 

Late Heavy Frosts.—Tlie late heavy frosts in this 
vicinity have, we are informed by planters from the 
country, created serious apprehensions fur the safe­
ty of the cane crop. The leaves have been killed, 
tlitis depriving the body of a great protection, and 
rendering it more liable to injury. The continu­
ance of cnld weather—or the appearance of anoth­
er heavy frost, would, w»? are assured, do immense 
injury, if not ruin the eniire crop. A Urge majori­
ty of the planters have not commenced taking off 
i heir crop.
