Voluntary Inspection of Tobacco, 

We invite the attention of those engaged in the 
tobacco trade to the advertisement of Messrs. Ray-
burn & Staples, who have ta^e.n the Suzette street 
and fire-proof warehouses, w ith the view of storing 
and sampling tobacco for those factors and dealers 
who have determined to sell the article without 
inspection, under the late law. We have been as­
sured by several of the largest receivers of tobacco 
in this city, that they had determined to sell every 
hogshead they receive without inspection. Their 
plan is to have fair samples drawn from the sam-
number of breaks required by the inspection law, 
by honest and competent persons, with the number 
of the hogshead, gross weight and tare, and the 
dale of sampling, marked upon a card attached to 
them, and signed by the sampler. By these sam­
ples they will sell the tobacco, without any classi­
fication. It is believed that the buyers will be able 
to make their own classifications from the samples 
without any difficulty, and that the factors will be 
able to avoid, under this plan, the continual and 
almost universal complaints of the planters of loss 
iu weights. 

Majir Jolm K. Rayburn and S. G. Staples, Esq., 
gentlemen long and well known in this commu­
nity, have taken w arehouses for the purpose of ac­
commodating those who have determined on this 
course. They are both excellent judges of tobac­
co, and possess in a high degree all the requisite 
qualifications for the business they have under­
taken. Their charges, as will be seen by refer­
ence to their advertisement, will be, for sampling 
and Btoring for two months $2 per hogshead ; and 
on all tobacco that remains in store over sixty 
days, 25 cents per month. They have already 
commenced operations, and we understand that 
some tobacco sampled by them 1ms been sold at 
very high prices. 

In referring to this matter some weeks since, we 
gave it as our decided opinion that no private in­
spection could be established, and we published 
the law to prove that when tobacco is required to 
be inspected, it must be done by the lawfully up. 
pointed inspectors ; but that the factors and owners 
of it have a perfect right to sell it without inspec­
tion by a sample, without the marks required by 
law does not admit of a moment's doubt. Flour 
and other articles are sold by samples without 
«pection, and why may not tobacco be sold in the 
same way, when the law authorizes it in explicit 
terms ! We have advices from many portions of 
the tobacco growing region of the West that this 
plan meets with great favor among the planters. If 
it is to supersede the regular inspection, we know 
no two gentlemen belter qualified to carry it faith­
fully into effect than Messrs. Rayburn & Staples. 

Bank Note Fraud* 
We learn that there are now in circulation a 

hirge number of notes of all our city banks which 
have been, by a most ingenious contrivance, so 
arranged as to make six out of five of the same 
denomination. They are chiefly tens, but a num­
ber of fives and twenties have also been detected. 
I here is about one-eighth taken from each note, 
until enough is gained by allowing a small vacancy 
where the note seems to have been carelessly torn 
m two, and pasted together clumsily with a piece 
of old newspaper or something of the kind, to 
make an additional note. It will be seen on 
examination, that one-eighth of a note may be'torn 
from each end without injury to any material part 
of it. This is done, and the two ends of No. 1, for 
example, laid aside. Then about one-fourth of No. 
2, or any other, is torn off the left end, and the left 
end, or ornamental part of No. 1 coarsely and care­
lessly pasted in its place, leaving the bill about an 
eighth shorter than it should be. The third note 
is then torn, not cut, in the middle, and the fourth 
one about three-eighths off the right end and 
clumsily pasted to it, thus gaining another eighth, 
The fifth note is then torn so as to take off one-
fourth of it, and the right end, or ornamental part 
of No. 1 is pasted to it. By this process one good 
note and five bad ones are manufactured out of five 
genuine notes. The Banks can only protect them-
ae ves against this fraud by paying about eight-
tenths of what these notes purport to be. The

They called 
upon him, not to ascertain what he had done 
Congress. This they already knew ; but they de­
sired to know, whether, in consequence of the 
adoption of the Compromise measures by Con 
gress, in opposition to his views, he was in favor 

dissolution ot the Union and the formation of 
a Southern Confederacy, or for secession 
part of the State he represented. " There lies the 
rub." The people of this State desire to know 

Soulé's present views in regard to these im­
portant matters. They have not inquired what he 
thought of these measures of Compromise before 
they were passed and became laws 
point, as already stated, they had no doubt.

Califoiitia Correspondence. 

SAN FRANCISCO, Oct. 1, 1850. 
Dear Cre$cen<—This is indeed a land of pro­

gress, where time is annihilated and days made to 
perform the duty of years ! San Francisco, the 
hamlet of two years ago, is now the great city of 
the Pacific ! Its noble bay is shaded with a forest 
of masts, and the sandy beach on which the waves 
silently chased each oilier but twelve months since, 
is now covered with long piers, substantial ware­
houses and splendid saloons ! How different the 
picture from that represented to us at home ! Let 
ters cannot keep pace with the march of impn ve­
ulent, nor lithographs define the length and breadth 
of the broad avenues of trade which make up this 
vast city of the desert. T he mails convey to you 
in forty days the tidings, yet in that brief space 
still further stretches the long line of buildings, 
while hill after hill is crowned with the work ot 
man. To day San Francisco is a city of 50,000 
inhabitants ; what it will be per next steamer I 
leave to " Letter No. 2" to say. The first object 
if wonder is the immense number of ships in port, 

surpassing even the great emporium of the States, 
ind partly preparing the stranger for the stirring 
cene on fchore. The piers are built out to a great 
listance, and are lined on each side with large 
Trame buildings upon piles, store-ships and drinking 
houses. Immense piles of lumber e nd merchandise 

being constantly formed by the unloading of 
vessels, and disappear with the same celerity upon 
the drays, carts and wagons which, like the peo­
ple, keep up a perpetual motion in this hive of com­
merce. The streets are wide and well graded 
what is more—a fact which places the Crescent 
City to the blush—they are being rapidly planked ! 
The sidewalks are far too narrow for the concourse 
uf pedestJians, and the tmooth walk in the middle 
if the street is as crowded with men as the usual 
footpath. Where are the tents—the plank shan­
ties— the frail tenements manufactured in the 
States for El Dorado ? You may look for them in 
vain, they are " over the hills and far away!" 
passed to the occupancy of the "outer barba­
rians"— plated as distant outposts to the great 
army in the service of Mammon. Buildings which 
would grace Camp street are before you ; rows of 
stores, exhibiting the products of the world, dazzle 
you with the display of costly wares ; banking-
houses echo with the clink of coin, and soloons, 
surpassing in magnificence even European luxury, 
are met at every step. Can this be California ? 
exclaims the wealthy capitalist, as he gazes around 
and finds that his dollars seem like coals in New 
Castle. Can this be the place for a fortune ? sighs 
the merchant, as he dispairingly looks upon the 
sea of goods. Is this the Wilderness ? says the 
metamorphosed cit, who, after embarking from 
NewYork, considered a long beard and touched 
hat as all the mode, and too cften forgot on the 
«teamer that he was a gentleman at home. Well 
may the exclamations arise, for the state of 
affairs here cannot be depicted by pencil, nor por­
trayed by pen and ink. Of this, though, one is soon 
satisfied, that with a bill at the hotel progressing at 
the rate of $7 per day, this should be the land of 
gold, to enable oae to meet expenses. 

Every thing that money can purchase can be 
found in San Francisco, from Boston ice to Chinese 
sweetmeats. The looms of every clime have sent 
forth their manufactures—the fields of every coun­
try added their products to the markets of El Do­
rado. The voices of a dozen auctioneers daily dis­
pose of immense cargoes of merchandize. Silks 
and cheese, frame-houses and broad-cloth, pickles 
and lumber, boots and bricks, furniture and clothing, 
all are hurried through the proccss of 14 going, 
going, gone ! " sending forth an echo which speeds 
across the Atlantic and heralds the ruin of the ptor 
shippers. These same goods, in the hands of re­
tailers, acquire a value of three hundred to four 
hundred per cent, above cost, to enable them to pay 
the extraordinary rent demanded. Five hundred 
dollars per month will obtain but an ordinary sales 
room, while $2000 is paid by many of the heavy 
houses. How this can be sustained, Time will 
show ; and I leave the developeinents to that hoary-
headed gentleman. 

The most striking portion of this far-famed city 
the side of the Plaza, or what is now termed 

Portsmouth Square. This is a row of saloons, fur­
nished in magnificent style, and appropriated to 
gaming. Bands of music breathe the most inviting 
strains, and even women are found presiding at the 
tables and dispensing the golden showers of For­
tune. 1 hey are all crowded from dawn until mid­
night, but at that witching hour, according to 
Municipal laws, the games are closed, and the 
banquet halls deserted. The Sabbath, too, is 
strictly regarded, and the sound of the church-
going bell alone breaks upon the stillness of this 
day of rest. 

The rapid emigration to California of the softer 
sex is exercising a salutary influence. Society 
already Invites the well disposed to the pleasure, 
of the social circle, and the saloons are no longer 
the only places of resort to while away an evening 
or divert one from melancholy musings upon " Home' 
Sweet Home." With this change, others come 
apace.

Me­
chanics receive from $3 to $12 per day,and the vast 
improvements progressing give constant employ­
ment to thousands. Furniture is sohl low ; every 
style can be purchased from the plainest chair to 
divans of silk and satin. That great pionet. 
civilization, the Yankee clock, is set in motion at 
$4, while the elaborately gilt time-piece graa 
the mantel at a less price than Hyde Goodric 
could afford. There seems to be no avocation < 
trade, article of use or trinket lor display, known 
in the States, but finds its counterpart here ; and 
in city improvements, San Francisco stands w 
out a rival for the astonishing rapidity with which 
hills are leveled, streets graded and bad thorough­
fares paved. 

A very neat little theatre is open nightly to good 
audiences.

The Cherokee would remain for the arrival of the 
Sarah Sands at Panama, which was hourly ex-
expected, with a large number of passengers. 
There were upward of 2000 people on the Isthmus 
homeward bound. The Ohio brings the mails, 500 
passengers, and half a million of gold dust in the 
hands of the passengers. She left NewYork with 
300 passengers, 250 of whom were for NewOr-
leans, and the remainder for Havana and Chagres. 
She took on board at Havana 250 from Chagres. 

The steamship California, from San Francisco 
October 1, had arrived at Panama ; also the steam­
ship NewOrleans, Capt.Wood, from San Francisco 
October 5, arrived at Panama with 250 passengers. 

Our files of papers are up to the 1st of October. 
We select from the San Francisco Herald the fol­
lowing general remarks : 

" The intelligence from the mines is of a mixed 
description. Wherever the streamy have been 
dammed, a plentiful yield of gold lias been the re­
sult ; but several of the dams have recently given 
way. in consequence of the rising of the waters 
and the labor of months has thus been rendered 
fruitless. Gold-bearing quartz continues to be dis­
covered, and this in the end will form the great 
resource ot miners, when surface gold fails. 

44 1 he news of the engrossment of the California 
bill in the Senate, produced, on its receipt in this 
cily, the liveliest emotions of joy, and the hopes of 
the people are raised high in the expectation of 
hearing, by the next steamer, of the admission of 
this State into the Union. Should we receive tili» 
joyful intelligence, there is no doubt that business 
would forthwith revive, and an immediate improve­
ment would take place in the condition of the coun­
try. At present, a want of confidence causes every 
thing to remain in confusion, and the embarrass­
ments of our business men are attributable in no 
small degree to the perplexing suspense caused by 
the delay of Congress to admit the State into the 
Union. Our greatest trouble would vanish at our 
admission, and it is generally hoped that Congress 
will not adjourn without doing us justice. It would 
be a terrible disappointment if the next news should 
prove unfavorable. 

44 The coming elections, to be held on the 7th of 
October, excite much greater interest than was an­
ticipated. The candidates for the various offices 
are almost innumerable. Indeed the all-absorbing 
question of the admission of California is lost sight 
of for the time being, and every body is anxious as 
to the result of the election. 

The improvements in this city are progressing 
with much spirit, and it is hoped that by the com­
mencement of the rainy season the streets will be 
substantially planked. Several of the thorougfi-
fa-es are already laid with plank, and sewers have 
been constructed, running from the hills to the bay, 
so as to carry off the water.

• a paper from the mining districts but what the 
eye is pained and the heart made sick with account 
ot robberies and brutal muders, committed, it would 
seem, with almost entire impunity. We hear of 
no one being punished for these awful crimes. The 
perpetrators either escape detection, or, if appre­
hended, find some means of justifying their con- • 
duct, or escaping conviction and punishment by 
some other appliances—in many cases, we fear, of 
a more objectionable character. 

The papers all give the most painful accounts of 
the sufferings of the over-land immigrants. The 
following is from the Alta California of the 1st 
October : 

The Suffering Immigration.—For the la-t two 
days we have chronicled in our columns evidences 
of the great suffering existing among the overland 
immigration, sufficient to excite even the most 
lukewarm. We have known already what distress 
has occurred upon the plains for several years, 
even under the ordinary hardships ot land travel! 
but we are now apprised that uncommon destitu­
tion prevaib, and that a terrible disorder has broken 
out which, even existing in the midst of civiliza­
tion, where all the comforts of life are abundant 
has spread broadcast death and desolation. The 
heart swells at the knowledge of what has already 
occurred—it sickens in the contemplation of what 
may occur. We can behold from this land of 
plenty, famine sweeping off our brethren and sis­
ters, wearied and enhungered as they are, for the 
sketch is not one of fancy, but dreadful, stern, 
undeniable reality. We have already known of 
much suffering, and with a praiseworthy liberality, 
our citizens have come forward and bestowed 
funds to the extent of their means towards the 
alleviation ot their distressed countrymen. They 
have cast their bread upon the waters, and after 
many days it shall be returned unto them. But 
this has not been sufficient ; the funds have been 
expended, the supplies exhausted, and yet the suf­
fering continues. It is beyond peradventnre that

There were three hundred buildings destroyed 
by the fire of the 17th September. The loss is es­
timated at $100,000. With the indomitable energy 
characteristic of the citizens of San Francisco, the 
burnt district is being rapidly built up. 

W e shall not undertake to give in detail the news 
from the Mines. The accounts given in the papers, 
which are generally too flatterimr, perhaps, are by' 
no means of a discouraging character. 

The property known as Howison's Wharf, is put 
up at lottery. It is valued at $200,000. The tick­
ets are sold at $100 each. 

Politics are creating quite a stir, in view of the 
State election to be held there this month. The 
democratic, whig and independent parties have 
each nominated their respective candidates. 

The last arrival from San Francisco brought the 
melancholy intelligence of the death, by drowning, 
of young Mr. Durable, the grand-son of Henry 
Clay. His body wan found and decently interred. 
Some articles belonging to him have been ssnt to 
his grandfather, as mementoes of his favorite grand­
child. Among these articles is a journal, which 
he had kept ever since his arrival in the country. 
The pencil with which he wrote iu his diary, was 
inclosed in the book on the page where he had 
written his last words, a few hours, perhaps, be­
fore he was drowned. His purpose was to write a 
work on California. A gold finger-ring and the 
keys of his trunk are a part of the articles found 
on his person. 

Oregon* 
The steamship Panama, Capt. David G. Bailey, 

arrived at San Francisco on the evening of the 29th 
of September, sixty-four hours from Astoria, which 
place she left on the morning of the 27th. She 
brought a large mail for the States. 

Immigrants.—The news from the immigrants 
on Snake River is of rather a melancholy nature. 
Some packers, who arrived at Oregon City about 
the 12th of September, report about one thousand 
wagons destined for Oregon Territory—that they 
had passed this number of wagons between Fort 
Hall and the Dalles ; the rear part of the California 
emigration having changed their course to Oregon. 
They report also a great deal of suffering and dis­
tress among them. They have been so long on 
the road that they have generally exhausted their 
supplies of provisions ; many of them have scarcely 
been able to keep body and soul together. The 
Government, from the Dalles post, has been quite 
active in furnishing supplies. The early portion of 
the immigration fared much better, although they 
w'ere not inet on their way, yet they could obtain 
plenty upon their arrival at the post. 

The I mpqua River.—We have received (says 
the Oregon Spectator of Sept. 10) cheering intelli­
gence from the country lying along our southern 
border, and particularly from the valley of the 
U mpqua. We have no doubt but that the way is 
now opened for the speedy settlement of that por­
tion ot our territory. The question so long agi­
tated, as to the practicability of entering the Umpqua 
from the ocean, has been satisfactorily answered. 
On the fourth day of August, the schooner Samuel 
tvoberts passed the bar, ai d anchored in a very 
beautiful and secure harbor. The Umpqua is re­
presented as two miles wide at its mouth, and as 
gradually narrowing for a distance of thirty miles, 
wher«, at the head of navigation, it is some four 
hundred yards wide. The Samuel Roberts sailed 
up to the head of nav:gation in six hours. This 
portion of the river rests quietly in a deep canon, 
being enclosed on both sides by high and precipi­
tous ledges ot rocks. From the mouth of the river 
to the head of navigation the country is valuable 
principally tor its fisheries, for i'.s facilities for the 
lumbering business, and for the sand stone which 
abounds in that region, and is said to be excellent 
l ,jding purposes. At the head of navigation, 

the valley commences to spread out, and widens 
gradually until it is extended to those beautiful 
plains so much admired as an agricultural and 
grazing country. We doubt not that the Samuel 
Roberts will soon be follower! by other vessels and 
other immigrants, and our southern border will 
soon abound with a prosperous and happy popula­
tion.

The Sandwich Islands. 
The Polynesian of the 24th of August contains 

some very interesting news, of which we pive the 
following : 

Charles Bunker, Esq., Consul of the United 
States for Labaiha, and specially empowered by 
the President to exchange the ratification of the 
Treaty, with the United States,of the 20th of De­
cember, 1810, had an audience of the King, before 
proceeding to his destination. 

Mr. Allen, the U. S. Consul, with Mr. Bunker 
and his son, arrived at the palace at 12, noon, and 
were presented by the Minister of Foreign Rela­
yons. Mr. Bunker, being introduced to the King 
by Mr. Allen, made a very handsome address, as­
suring the King of the. desire of the President to 
cultivate perpetually the amicable relations now-
existing between the two countries. The King 
replied in handsome terms, expressing much pleas­
ure in giving his ow n ratification to a Treaty which, 
he hoped, will work for the good of both nations, 
and strengthen those relations of friendship and 
commerce which have long subsisted between the 
Americans and Hawaiian«. 
^ The Premier, the King's Ministers and the High 

Chiefs, members of the King's Privy Council,were 
preeent, to all of whom Mr. Bunker was intro­
duced in the Privy Council Chamber. 

A great deal of business has been done during 
the session of the Legislature, which adjourned on 
the 20th of A ugust. Among other acts, a criminal 
code v\as drafted and passed. 

On the 22d of September, the Lodge of Odd Fel­
lows of Honolulu was received by the King, at 
noon, to present to His Majesty a splendid German 
gold-mounted pipe, said to have cost in London 
upwards of Beventy guineas, in token of their 
respect.

At the date of our last papers 
from Boston, no arrest had been made. The Bos­
ton Traveler says: "It is understood that, on 
inquiry of the Marshal, Judge Sprague has intima-
ted that the process for the arrest of a fugitive slave 
is in the nature of civil process— that, in serving it 
an otlicer will not be justified in breaking open the 
outer door of any dwelling house—that every 
dwelling house is the castle of its occupants. This 
application of a familiar principle of the common 
law promises to give security to a certain extent to 
the unfortunate class of fugitives, claimed as slaves. 
It must be borne in mind, however, that this pro­
tection is confined to the dwelling house, or a 
house where a person sleeps, and not his place of 
business. It is also confined to the outer door. If 
this is left open, or it the Marshal is admitted within 
it, he inay break open an inner floor.
