For the Crescent. 
Messrs- Editors—Mach ink has been shed to convince 

the people of the benefit* which would accrue to the city by 
their remaining at home during summer, and the population 
becoming more stationary. This undoubtedly would be iht 
case, as you and others have aJreedy ciearly shown ; but tht 
mode of producing this stationary population has not beeii 
pointed out. Nor am I competent to do it; yet I may be 
p rmiited to point out some of the minor caus-e* ot this peri­
odical en igration, which mav be easily remedied. 

The most floating part of our population is the building 
mechanics—an important class in ev^ry city, 'they are h 
numerous class of themselves, and thousands of others, as re­
tailers, clothiers, ha'ters, etc., etc., etc., are dependent upor 
them. Their periodical absence affects every merchant, me 
chan'c, householder and dealer, more or less, for each is de 
dendent upou the other. Yet few of them can settle here fo 
the want of constant employment. The mode of contracting 
here for all buildings to be completed on the first of Novem 
ber, forces the employers to Fend to the North lor hand*, ant 
to give die highest wages for a few months in the year, an< 
that often to the most ordinary hands. Thai the work i: 
badly done at the highest cost. 

We will take the house painterB, for instance. About the 
last of August every body contracts for their old painting, 
be done by the 1st of November, just at die time the nc 
work is ready for tiie tame process. Employers have to hum 
np every body who can me a brush, many of them totally 
w or th less, and yet r> ceive the highest rates until the 10th oi 
16th of November, when nearly all contracts, new or old, 
finished nearly at once ; and hundreds are then thrown onto1 

employment together. Boues who now have twenty-five oi 
thirty hands at work, will, in a few weeks, have only two 
three, while smaller shops will fcarcely have work for 
man and boy. The re?t cannot get work at 50 cen's a da 
and no hopes until the following August, except for a ve 
few choice hands. The rest leave ; and the neit fall repea 
the scene. Most of the building classes are thus allected, and 
are but 1 i'tle better off. 

Now, if the owners would contract for most of their build, 
ingt to commence in the first of the year, they would toonbe 
able to build much cheaper, and the work would be bot te i 
done ; for it ia evident we have to pay the mechanics as much 
for five or six months work as the northern cities do for ten or 
eleven months, and the mechanics save less of it ; for any 
man will sptnd more money when idle than when employed. 
Yet those men would settle here at leas wages, if they could 
be sure of steady employment. 

Now, every man who remains makes more or le^s bnaines? 
for others. Thus, if some 2000 of these mechanics w<ra to 
remain, they would make business for merchants, dealer#, 
and other tradesmen, who now suspend operations durin* 
summer, or emigrate, and fill the very houses for which our 
landlords now have to get a year's rent for six or eight, month-
occupation. Thus, one remaining induces many others, and 
it affects all clashes, and thus serves to equalize business the 
year through. 

At present our building and repairing is nearly all forced 
Into a few mouths, and we have to send North for workmeu 
l'or a few months at high prices, while hands who remain are 
idle half the other portion of the year. HATCHWAY.

New Sub-Marine Propeller. — We have had 
the pleasure of examining a miniature sub-marine 
propeller, which can be seen at the corner of Conti 
street and Exchange Alley, it is the invention of 
Mr. Charles Fisher, who has secured a patent for 
it. We understand that the model of this pto-
peller has been examined and approved already by 
some of the most competent engineers and seien 
tificmen. It is constructed in such a manner as 
to operate on the bottom of a vessel. It can he 
ascertained, says the inventor in a card before us, 
that a vessel of any tonnage of proper construction, 
can be propelled at the rate of twenty miles per 
hour under ordinary circumstances, and if it is de­
sired that a vessel should be changed at sea to run 
uuder canvass, the propeller can be taken out at 
once, and raised out of water in two minutes, 
order that nothing may impede the speed of the 
vessel while sailing. The bottom of the vessel 
where the propellers have been working, can be 
closed instantly, aud any change from sailing to 
steaming, can be uiade without the least loss of 
time or inconvenience ; the propellers can he at­
tached or detached at pleasure and at any time 
while in port or under ueigh. The whole appa­
ratus, with engines and boilers, can be brought 
under the level of the water-line, and is therefore 
calculated to be employed in men-of-war and 
era with great advantage, and it requires no more 
room as with the steam-engines for paddle-wheels. 

This invention seetns to us altogether practic­
able. It is certainly very remarkable, and gives 
evidence of great ingenuity and mechanical skill. 
An examination of it will be found highly inter- I 
•sting to the scientific and all who take an interest I 
in ocean navigation. 

Amount and Cost of the Royal Naval Steam 
Power of England.—The total number of steam 
vessels of all classes and sizes, propelled by paddle-
wheels and screws, belonging to the royal navy of 
England, is 164, and the total amount of horse­
power of litis formidable fleet of steamers is above 
44,500, of which nearly 40,500 is actually iitted, or 
being fitted, to the vessels. The total cost of the 
machinery alone may fairly be estimated at three 
millions and a half sterling. [United «Service 
Gazette. _

Collector's Office, Customhouse. 

We continue our remarks on the Collector's of­
fice. The Book-keeper has a very important and 
-esponeible situation. In the Customhouse at New 
York, they have an Auditor, Assistant Auditor, 
Sook-keepsr, Examiner of Accounts and Account-

In this city all the bu?ine«s of the Book­
keeper's department is performed by one officer. 
We do not pretend to say, that the business of our 
Collector's office is as large as the NewYork office, 
but at a glance, must be seen the difference be-
ween the employment of one and five. The duty 
»f the Book-keeper is to keep all the accounts of 
.he Collector and Disbursing AgenN All the ac­
counts presented for settlement have to be exam * 
ned and audited by him ; the abstracts of receipts 
md expenditures under the different and appropri-
ite heads, have to be kept separate, viz : the Hos­
pital, Light-houses, Revenue Cutters, Inspector's 
Jepartraent, Naval officers, Appraisers, Store-keep 
*.rs, etc., etc. The Collector acting in a double 
apacity of a receiving and disbursing agent, fur 
lishes double the labor to the Book-keeper ; and 
is our fathers at Washington have no idea that 
he business of New Orleans has increased any 
within the last twenty year-», they do not feel dis-
xned to give the Collector any extra clerKs. 

The Commercial Abstract Clerk performs a vast 
!eal of heavy labor—fo him is assigned the duty of 
urnishing monthly, a correct statement of the 
juantity and value of goods, wares and merchan 
lise imported in the district, and alt-o the value of 
•errain exports of goods, wares, etc. This infor-
uation is collected from the different invoices and 
mtries made at the Customhouse. For valuable 
tatisiical information, this desk is one of the most 
mportant in the Collector's office. 
The first Registering Clerk has charge of the com-

nercial statistics of the country ; he has to compile 
from the different manifests an immense 
valuable information, comprising the values, quan-
uies, weights, etc., of the exports of each ar 
•very article exported hence coastwise, as also f 
foreign ports, separately, for American and for for-
ign vessels; the amount of foreign products per 

American and by foreign vessels, from warehouse, 
ind entitled to drawback ; as aiso all free goods 
n order to ascertain tlie amount of foreign good 
ntered and consumed. 
From the information collected by the clerks of 

he two last named desks in the different Custom-
louses, the Secretary of the Treasury makes tip his 
mnual statements. The public can therefore well 
mderatand the great importance attached to them, 
tnd can easily conceive the vast labor attending a 
>reper performance of the duties. 

The Permit Clerks (two) perform the duty of ex-
imining the different entries with the manifests of 
he ship; if found on the inanilest, and the marks 
ind numbers correspond,»hey c'aeck it,after the pay-
nent or deposit fur duty, they then isuue the permit 
o the Inspector on board the ship, to deliver the 
inicies entered. They also have the examination 
t' the crew-lists and protections, previous to the 

•learing of a ship for foreign ports. The attention 
of the Permit Clerks at their desks constantly, is 
^ery important, as no permit can issue until ths 
manifest is examined. There is sufficient duty ai 
his detk during the busy season for four clerks, 
)Ut the regulations only allow two—in NewYork 
hey have thirteen. 
The Corresponding Clerk attends to the general 

correspondence of the office, a duty of considerable 
labor during the active season of the year. All the 
business of the different Surveyor's offices on the 
river, St. Louis, Nashville, Wheeling, and other 
joints, paäses through this office, causing a great 
tmount of correspondence, besides the business 
with the different heads of Departments at Wash­
ington. 

Attached to the office are four assistant clerks 
who perform such duties as aro assigned to them 
iy the Chief Clerk of either of the desks. Their 
Juty is, at limes, arduous, according to the press 
>f business. One is attached to the Registering 
Jierk, who attends to the Hospital department, an-
»liier to the Warehouse department, one to the 
Passenger list, furnishing an abstract of the names 
>f all arrivals from foreign ports, and one to the 
Commercial Abstract Clerk. 

We have now furnished a brief account of the 
Jiffèrent officers and clerks of the Collector's office, 
tnd will conclude this branch of the Customhouse 
>y stating that in the Collector's office at New 
Vork, there are employod 102 clerks, at salaries 
Amounting to $96,000 a year ; and in the office 
here only 23, at salaries amounting to $28,700. 
The salaries in NewYork will average at least 

30 per cent, more than here, while at the same lime 
the labor performed is much greater (for the num­
ber employed) and the expense of living 50 per cent, 
higher. We understmd that repeated applications 
have been made to the Secretary of the Treasury, 
for thn last ten years, to place the clerks on an t qual 
fooling with those in NewYork, Philadelphia and 
Boston, but as yet no CMlector has ever met with 
. favorable response. 31 r. Peters urged liie matter 
ery Etrongly on the Department ; but he met with 
io better success than his predecessors, it is to be 

hoped that as we now have a gentleman attached 
to the Treasury Department from our own city, 
who knows the wants of the Revenue service in 
NewOrleans, that things will change for the better, 
rhe Secretary of the Treasury has the power in 
his own hands, and we hope that he will at least 
look into it, and do justice to the gentlemen em­
ployed in protecting Uncle Sam's pockets. 

We shall endeavor to furnish an item on the 
other branches of the Customhouse, in their regu­
lar order.

Jenny and Barnura. 

lier first concert in Boston produced a tçreaier 
amount of money than any she ever ça\e any­
where. The average receipt« of the seven c oncerts 
is §16,000 each. If this average should continue 
"or one hundred and twenty concerts, it will pro-
luce the enormous sum of $2/100,000. Deducting 

expenses, the ne it result would be more than a 
million ami a half of dollars. Barnum's proportion 
would be $778,750. But at a lower calculation, 
î'iero is little doubt that the one hundred and fifty 
concerts will yield §1,000,000, and that Barnum 
will clear half a million of dollars by this " specu­
lation" in one year. 

Nicaragua and the United States.—An intelli-
gev.t correspondent of La Cronica, published in 
New York, writing from Granada de Nicaragua, 
under date of September 21, alludes to the preva­
lent feeling in that country, as follows : 

Relative to political affairs, I copy a portion of a 
letter which 1 have received from a friend in Leon 
the ltith init. He says : 

"The meanness with which they (i. e. the canal 
compaiiy) have commenced the great enterpr; 
canalization, is here a subject of remark, aud people 
begin to suspect another thing, which is more im­
portant, viz.: that the policy of the United States, 
tn respect to Nicaragua, is at a stand-still. This 
has obliged the government to send to Washington 
by this steamer—requiring to know, in a distinct 
and explicit manner, and in on" word, if Nicaragua 
is, or is not, under an American guarantee ; be­
cause, although it is stipulated in the Clayton and 
Bulwer treaty, that no part of the territory ol this 
State, or of Central America, shall be occupied, 
fortified, blockaded, etc., etc. ; yet, the points occu­
pied by the English have not been returned. On 
the contrary, the British have renewed their vigil­
ance, and stationed two additional vessels of war 
at San Juan, which are subjecting the commerce 
of the country and of all nations to vexations and 
exactions of every kind. They ask if Nicaragua is 
or is not protected by this treaty; if she is, why 
San Juan is not returned, and made free of all 
foreign forces; if not, the government intimates 
that it will make the best terms it can with Eng­
land, aud abandon the policy it has maintained to­
wards the United States. * * * * 
A very polite note has been received by the gov­
ernment from Mr. Chatfield, suggesting many 
favorable things, and inviting it to enter into 
friendly relations. The government replied in the 
same manner, expressing its willingness to enter 
into the best relations with the British government, 
byt that it can only do so when Mr. Chatfield 
conies with powers and express orders to restore 
the post of San Juan to its legitimate 

The reports of the Visiting Committees were received and 
adopt» d. All the Schools are represented to be in au excel­
lent condition. 

The Superintendent submitted an interesting report con 
cemiug all the Schools. Many of Uiem are too mach 
crowded. 

Mr. Shields, Chairman of the Special Committee to in­
quire into the circumstances -onnect-d with the cloiiug of 
the tioys' High School, made a verbal report to die ellect 
that he, (the Chairman,) aud his fiiend, Mr. Carter, had 
made a great blunder in regard to the matter, and he m 
make an apology. The fact was, the gentlemen got into the 
wrong School-room, and reported to the Hoard that the 
Boys' High School was defunct. The matter was dropped 

Mr. Carter, chairman of the Special Committee, to which 
was submitted a letter from Bichard D. Barry, complaining 
that his daughter had been punished severely for absenting 
herself from School while the Bible was being read, read a 
voluminous report on the subject. Mr. Barry is a Catholic, 
and his daughter, a girl thirteen years of age, absented her­
self from the School twice while the Jible was bt ing read, 
consequence of conscientious scruples, which she explained to 
the teacher, Mrs Olmstead. The report submitted by Mr. 
Carter intimates that the punishment inflicted was uncalled 
for and cruel. It deprecates the intrusion of religious con. 
tioversies into secular affairs, and dwells at length upon 
the evils which inevitably arise from such controversies. 
It views the complaint of Mr. Barry as well founded 
und just, and recommends the abrogation of the 20th rule of 
the Schools, relative to the form of prayer and reading tiie 
Bible. Mr. Carter took the ground that Mr. Barry had the 
constitutional right to demand that his child receive the bene­
fits ol the Public Schools which he «ssists in supporting, and 
that conscientious scruples must be respected. The punidi-
ment of the girl, who is in delicate health, consisted in com­
pelling her to stand ou a stool for three hours at a time, during 
the hottest weather in summer. The report stated that die 
committee had suspended Mrs. Olmstead, and it was ac .o.n-
panied by a resolution to dismiss her from the SchcolB. An­
other resolution abrogated the objecdonable rule. After 
some remarks by Mr. Carter, Dr. Coxe, of the committee, 
read a miuority report. 

This report recommended that no change be made in the 
rules at present, and that Mrs. Olmstead be retailed as a 
teacher, she being very popular, and Mr. Barry himself hav­
ing joined in the general wish that the should be retained. 
The report refers to the will of he late John McDonogn, and 
his liberal beque«ts for public education, and his mention of 
thd use of the Bible iu the schools. The report takes the 
ground that no change in the rules should be made while the 
subject of revising them is in the hands of a special commit­
tee. Accompanying the report was a resolution, gran ing 
leave to Mr. Barry to withdraw Ins communication, and re­
calling Mrs. Olmstead to the school from which she had been
