"What was meant by these demands of the 
slaveholding States ? Equality or secession ? Shall 
we close our eyes to the fact that the South has no 
power in the union to maintain her rights ? Does 
any man pretend that she has any alternative, oc 
can offer any, but secession to federal aggression, 
spoliation, or degradation ?" 

How many of the things " wanted " is it possible 

for Congress to do ? One or two, perhaps ; and 

they the least important. It is not in the power of 

Congress to remand California to the condition in 

which she was before the acceptance of her Consti­

tution. She is now, irrevocably, a sovereign State 

of the Union—possessing, in all respects, equal 

rights with Louisiana, Georgia, Ohio, or any other 

member of the Confederacy ; and Congress, with 

the Executive., has no more power to thrust her out 

of the Union than any other State in it; nor, for 

the same reason, has Congress, with the Executive» 

the power to run the line of 36 deg. 30 min. across 

California, and say that slavery shall exist South of 

it and shall not exist North of it, any more than it 

has to run a line of latitude across Louisiana at 

Baton Rouge, and to say that slavery shall exist 

South of it and shall not exist North of it. And 

should Texas accept the proposition of Congress— 

as we have no doubt she has done by an over­

whelming majority—the contract will be fully con­

summated, and Congress will thereafter have no 

power over the territory of Texas, either to enlarge 

or diminish it, or in any manner to change the 
terms of the contract proposed and accepted.

Stockman was a native of Pennsylvania, but has 

resided in Natchez for the last sixteen years.

Dinner to Amin Bry--Patriotic Speech 
from Mr. Webster. 

In the Boston Courier of the 5th we find an in­

teresting account of a dinner given, on the previous 

evening, at the Revere House, by the Merchants 

of Boston, in honor of the distinguished Turkish 

Envoy, Ainin Bey. Thomas B. Curtis presided, 

and Benjamin Seaver was vice-president. On the 

the right of the President sat Amin Bey, with his 

interpreter, J. p. Brown, and Mr. Gales of the 

National Intelligencer ; on the left, Secretary Web­

ster, Senator Winthrop, and Commodore Downes. 

On Mr. Seaver's right were seated Edward Ever­

ett, W illiain Appleton, and Mr. Price, and on his 

left, Samuel A. Eliot. William Sturgis, Fletcher 

Webster, and Rev. Robt. S. Chew, of Washington. 

Justice having been done to the bountiful repast, 

Mr. Curtis read the invitation of the Committee of 

Merchants to Amin Bey ; and then addressed the 

Turkish Envoy in some appropriate words of wel­

come, as the servant "of a truly wise, hospitable, 
and beneficent sovereign." 

Amin Bey, in reply, thanked the President for 

his mention of his much honored sovereign, and 

expressed his gratitude for the generous reception 

which he had met with in this country. He said, 

in conclusion : " In the name of the Sultan— 

whom you have this evening been pleased to honor 

—of his government, and on my own humble part— 

I beg leave to join you all in the best wishes to 
the health and happines 
of the United States." 

Mr. Sturgis, after a few prefatory remarks, gave 

as a toast : "The powerful and fearless defender 

of the Union. The whole people enjoy the result 

of social intercourse with him in his hours of re­
laxation." 

Mr. Webster replied with great eloquence and 
earnestness. He began by saying. " I am a Union 
man—an out and out Union man ; but it would be 
bad taste in me, on an occasion like this, when 
there are so many topics of interest, to speak of 
political matters only." Ile then alluded to the 
mission of the distinguished Turk, and said—" He 
comes amoi.g us as the guest of the United States ; 
not as the guest of a fraction, but the United— 
not as the guest of a dissevered and broken coun­
try, but as the guest of the United States of 
America—States spreading over a vast territory, of 
various products and climates, and of interests and 
institutions ; yes, thank God, they are all United 
States. It is in the capacity of united citizens of 
united states that we are now assembled to wel-

.... festivity a distinguished man from a 
distinguished country ; and it is in the capacity of 
United Americans that we can appear respectable. 

Others m ty speculate, theorize, and go crazy, if 
they please, in arguing to the contrary, said Mr. 
Webster, " but I >ay it is only as a united people 
that we can he prosperous at hume or respectable 
abroad.' He had always resisted the opponents 
of tha Union, and he should always continue to do 
so. He professed to know something of the senti­
ment of ihe people of this vast and beautiful coun­
try, and he did not hesitate to declare it a senti­
ment in favor of harmony. An institution, not of 
<ur creating, must not disturb the harmony of these 

happy States. Crazy and mischievous men may 
a I tempt, it, but tiiey will soon find their efforts re­

trained. 
The people of this covntry are the people of one 

country, said Mr. Webster, and they are anxious 
to preserve the Union, "however bounded, and 
washed by whatever waters." Loral strifes ar<> 
temporary—the Union is perpetual. " I speak with 
emphasis," said he, " because I wish to give utter­
ance to a heart that knows no secret on the ques­
tion of the harmony of the great family of State« 
I was born to the Union, and I shall stand by it." 

Tne slavery question New England can only 
interfere with as a meddl r. She has no more to 
lo with it than she has to do with the municipal 

government of a city on the Island of Cuba. But 
whatever course others might pursue, Mr Webster 
declared that all his efforts should hereafter—as in 
former days—be in favor of the Union. At the 
onclusion of the speech the whole company rose, 

and gave three cheers for the Secretary of State' 
and three for the Union. 

A toast from Mr. Seaver called up our Senator 
in Congress, 31r, Winthrop, who responded in a 

speech, in which he complimented the gallant 

young Suliari of Turkey for his noble and gene­
rous conduct towards the exiled Hungarians.
