It is a matter 
of no little pain, therefore, that this feeling has been 
essential'y modified by Mr. S.'s bearing, since he 
reached New Orleans. It cannot be the oiftpring 
of his own foelings—he must have acted under bad 
counsel. His speech, on the night of his arrival in 
New Orleans, was the first deviation from his equa­
ble course. Not satisfied with defending his own 
conduct in the Senate, he went out of Iiis way to 
assail the press, which had differed with him, and, 
foreign-born as he is, to denounce the " Yankee" 
population of New Orleans. The excitement con­
tinues—and the temper shown by him, in the fol­
lowing correspondence, is deeply to be regretted 
He, moreover, takes the untenable ground that, as 
an American Senator, he can properly wrap him­
self iu his robes of authority, and relu e to enlighten 
Iiis constituents upon the most momentous ques­
tion that ever engaged the anxious reflections of a 
patriot.

The Weather and the Crops. 
The brought still ronlinues. Jtany ol our sugar 

planter* have beim compelled to stop gritid.nR lor 
want of water. Tbe crop of sugar will be very 
short in this parish, «houM we have no rain in a 
few Jays. The mit>! weather we have hail for a 
few (lavs past has caused the sugar cane to continue 
to veeemte. Teach trees are now in full bloom, as 
in the month of April. 

We have been informed that some plant cane in 
this parish yielded two hotheads of sugar to the 
acre, while ihe rattonn only yield about five hun­
dred' pound8. One planter has just informed na 
that thiriy-nine acres of rattoon yielded but twenty 
hogsheads of sugar. [Pointe Coupee Echo, No­
vember 16. 

The weather has again undergone a sudden 
change—turning from warm and pleasant, to cold 
and chilly. The prospects for rain are very dis­
ci umging. Sugar m iking is greatly inconve­
nienced, as well as retarded, from the great scar­
city of water. Nearly all the planters on the La­
fourche, as well as those living hack on the coteaux, 
are now compelled to haul all the water used in 
sugar-making, from the Lafourche—the distance 
varying from one lo lour milts. [Thibodaux Mi­
nerva, Nov. y. 

The crops in this parish will be less this year 
than ever heretofore. The sugar that will be man­
ufactured this season will not exceed the two-thirds 
of last year's crop. The cane yields very little 
juice, which must he ascribed to the dry weather 
which has prevailed for the last month, 'i'he quali­
ty, however, of the sugar nearly compensates for 
the small quantity that w ill he produced. All over 
tins ami the adjoining parishes, the finest sugar is 
manufactured, yielding scarcely any molasses. 
i he Cotton has also been much injured both by 
the dry weather and by the last frosts that have 
destroyed the young. [St. Martinsville Courier, 
Nov. 16. 

We have received a fine sample of sugar me de 
i the plantation of Judge Weems, near !St. Fran 

cisville. The sugar is of a finer quality than any 
we have seen of this year's crop. [Jackson Mir­
ror, Nov. 14. 

The Nueces Valley has been almost inundated 
by heavy rains, which fell about the 7th instant. 
The editor of the Valley says, "the water fell, as 
we have been informed by persons who measured 
it, to the depth of twenty-one inches 'Vl'fie rains 
of Victoria and Bexar were also heavy, but not 
near so heavy as at Corpus Christi. 

The late frost experienced in ?ome portions of 
the adjoining Slates, is said to have done material 
damage to the crops. The cotton crop will proba­
bly be reduced one eighth thereby. [Matagorda 
Tribu .e, Nov. 8. 

We have now had several killing frosts, extend­
ing probably throughout the cotton region, and can 
now calculate with some certainty os to the incom­
ing crop. In Mississippi, there w ill be an early 
close of p'eking, and the yield, even with the fa­
vorable season f >r two months past, will hardly 
exceed that of last year. In South Carolina and 
(Georgia it is now a fixed fact, there will be a defi­
ciency of 150,000 bales, compared with last year. 
The crop of Louisiana maya very litile exceed that 
of last year. The accounts from Texas are more 
favorable, but the crop of that State cannot make 
up the deficiency in North Miss:ssippi, Tennessee, 
Georgia, and Carolina. We think the present, crop 
will about equal—probably a little exceed—that of 
last year, and that prices ill still further advance. 
[Alexandria Democrat, Nov. 13.
