DECEASE OF COL. RICHARD M. JOHNSON. 
We published a day or two since a telegraphic dis­
patch which briefly announced the death of Col. 
R. M. Johnson, of Kentucky. 

From the fact that for several years past Colonel 
Johnson has not been prominently before the public 
eye, the announcement of his death does not cause 
a very deep sensation : but it may be truly said of 
him that, during a long and active life, few men 
have rendered greater service to the country. One 
of the first settlers in the State of Kentucky, he 
grew up with it, and with it have been identified 
his name and his fortunes. Of a naturally strong 
mind, cultivated in a school of rough experience, 
of undaunted energy, unyielding firmness, great 
physical and moral courage, and devoted patriotism, 
Dick Johnson, (as the country ha3 familiarly known 
him) was fitted, in an eminent degree, for the effi­
cient discharge of the duties of a citizenship of the 
growing and vigorous West. After Jackson, Har­
rison, Clay, and Cass, there is no man to whom 
that portion of the Union is more deely indebted. 
Like the two former—and as may soon be the two 
latter—he has descended to the grave. Dick John­
son no more moves among men, to elicit either 
their revilings or their praise. Death is a leveller, 
indeed. The great and the small, the distinguished 
and the obscure, alike fall before it ! 

Gov. Quitman, of Mississippi, is, perhaps, the 
most prominent individual who has yet come out 
openly and unblushingly for disunion. He would 
distance the abolitionists of Boston, themselves. 
There, a club of fanatics oppose a single feature of 
the Compromise; but Gov. Quitman would array 
tiie whole people of a sovereign State against 
ral of its provisions! It must be admitted that 
there is no " sneaking " about him. lie awaits no 
call from his "adopted State; " but summons the 
chivalry of Mississippi to " other dulies and other 
resolves."

Tlic CottoM Crop* 
We present to our readers an article from the 

New \ork Herald, which is worthy of the atten­
tion of our planting friends. 

A* hah been stated in our previous articles in re­
gard to the cotton crop, the whole force being en-

«aged in picking, for which they have the tinest 
weather, and the prices being so much above the 
average ol many years past, cotton is rapidly sent 
forward by the planters, and our market so over­
stocked as to give purchasers au undue control. 

Our advices and information from the country 
e more and more decisive as to a eery short yield, 

and we very much doubt if the crop can exceed 
million*, with many chances of falling below 

that quantity. We again have to state that the 
continue very light, on which account the 

deficiency in weight must be very great compared 
with last crop : 

continuation of our remarks relative to the im­
portance of husbanding the supply of cotton grown 
this season, we think it would be well to bring un­
der the noiic». of our planting friends some deduc­
tions drawn from the able circulars of Du Fay & 
Co., of Manchester, the leading advocates and great 
exponents of the spinning interest of Great Britain, 
"* they corroborate the position we have assumed,

1st. The supply of United States cotton has fallen 
off by about 500,000 hales, but the deficiency has 
been so far compensated by increased imports from 
other countries as to reduce it to about 310,000 
bales in the aggregate, 'id. The deliveries of Uni­
ted States cotton for consumption have decreased 
by about 320,000 bales, but those of other descrip­
tions have increased sufficiently to reduce the ag­
gregate deficiency to about 100,000 bales only. 3d. 
The stocks generally are reduced ostensibly by 
about 150,000 bales only; we say ostensibly, f<T 
the reduction must be» larger in reality. The stocks 
returned in the continental reports do not genetally 
comprise those which are held in second, i. e. spec­
ulators' and dealers' hands; these stocks, when 
prices are moderate, and when, as was the case 
last year at this time, a favorable opinion is enter­
tained of the article, are comparatively large, but 
now it may be fairly assumed that such stocks are 
all but exhausted. Our spinners must, also, have 
had very moderate stocks on the fin-t October, for 
they had purchased only at the rate of about 22,500 
bales per week for the ten weeks preceding the 
date, and no reduction in the quantity consumed by 
them had taken place except that some of them hail 
changed from spinning low numbers of yarn to 
finer numbers. Almost all the mills have been in 
constant operation, and several large new ones 
have been added in the course of the year. 
" We think it may be assumed from the forego­

ing that the quantity of cotton delivered during the 
first nine months of the year fairly represents the 
quantity converted into yarn and into goods ; and 
if so, we should have the following rate per week, 
viz: of 33,150 bales United States, 1,092 bales 
Brazil, 720 bales West Indies, 5,795 bales East In­
dies, 4,410 bales Egypt, total 48,767 bales. If we 
had 50,000 bales for what has been consumed of 
the direct imp-rt into Russia, Spain, und Genoa,we 
have a weekly aggregate for Europe of50,300 hale-, 
equal to about 2,515,000 bales per annum. The 
consumption of the United States having been 
488.000 bales, the grand total would amount, as 
nearly as possible, to 3,000,000 bales per annum. 

" In the places of production (of manufactures) 
we hear, as yet, of no accumulation either of goods 
or of yarns ; but it must be confessed that several 
trans-atlantic markets in North and South America, 
Calcutta, and China, are represented as fairly 
stocked."' 

These remarks are important now, as English 
agents are swarming back by every steamer from 
Liverpool, with their breeches pockets crammed 
full of orders, and are busy telegraphing from every 
place at which they stop to breakfast or d ine, for 
fifteen minutes, on their route to their Southern 
posts, that there has been no frost, the fields are 
full of flowers, the yield enormous, and several 
fellow passengers had died of sun stroke, etc. 

The true policy of planters is simply, masterly 
inactivity. Don't forward a bale to the ports that 
can be avoided, as once there, the English harpies 
consider it their own, as much as if it was on the 
railroad from Liverpool to Manchester. When the 
true position of this crop is known in Europe, 
prices will take a rapid ascent, and we look for 
twenty cents per pound to be paid for fair quali­
ties of New Orleans cotton, before the first of May 
next. For two months to come, English agents 
will be forwarding from this side, large estimates 
of the production, to scare off competition in their 
purchases, and to lower the Liverpool market, and 
thus act on prices South. Every engine will be 
brought into play. Americans who will consent to 
aid in this business will have their traveling 
expenses paid, aud an allowance contributed for 
losses by well placed bets, as was the case the last

making in all eighty-seven persons employed in 
this branch of the Revenue Department. 

The office of Surveyor is one of great import-
ice, as will be seen by the duties he has to per­

form, either in person or through the Inspectors: 
he has to superintend and direct the Inspectors, 
Weighers, Measurers and Gaugers within his dis­
trict; once a week, he has to report to the Colloc-
tor the condition of his office, and bow the, differ­
ent officers have been employed during the week ; 
through an Inspector, detailed lor that purpose, 
every morning a report is made to the Collector of 
all vessels that have arrived from foreign or other 
ports the previous day, specifying the names and 
denominations of the vessels, masters' names, 
whence arrived, whether laden or in ballast, 
whether belonging to the United Slates, or to what 
nation belonging ; he is also charged with the duly 
of putting on board euch of such vessels one or 
more of his Inspectors immediately after their ar­
rival in port ; it is also his duty to examine wheth­
er the goods imported in any ship or vessel, and 
the deliveries thereof agreeably to the Inspector's 
returns, correspond with the permits for landing 
the same ; if any error or disagreeament appears, 
it is his duty to report the same to the Collector ; he 
also, through au Inspector, superintends the lading 

'xportation of all goods entered for the benefit 
of drawback, etc. All violations of the revenue 
laws are reported to him by the Insjiectors, and 
then by him to the Collector. 

The business of the Deputies is to aid the Sur­
veyor in the general control of the subordinates, 
attending to the proper disposition and assignment 
to vessels of the Inspectors, etc. ; keep a record of 
ali permits issued from the Collector's office pre­
vious to their being sent on board the ship, and 
perform such other duties as may be required by 
the Surveyor. 

The Day Inspectors, with the exception of those 
employed on special duty out of the Surveyor's 
Department, are assigned by the Deputy to the dis­
charging of ships ; those not on board of ships are 
called " Inspectors in Aid ; " it is the duty of each 
Inspector, when not engaged, to report himself in 
person every morning at nine o'clock, the hour for 
ipening theCustom-House.atthe Surveyor's office, 
ihd register his name in a book provided for that 

purpose ; he then remains subject to the orders of 
the Deputy. After sunset the Day Inspector is re­
lieved from duty. Eight of the Inspectors in Aid 
are considered as on duty, and have to be in at­
tendance at the office from sunrise to sunset. 

n Inspector on board of a foreign ship liai 
many important duties to perforin. If there are 
passengers on board, he inspects their baggage 

ions to the same being lauded—allowing noth­
ing to pass subject to duty, except articles in actual 

He then discharges the cargo, under permits 
n the Collector's oflice, either by delivery or 
ding it to the Warehouse. After the cargo is 

discharged, he makes out a return, which is sub­
mitted to the Surveyor for his examination. As 
the different Inspectors get through with their ves­
sels, they are placed at the bottom of the list of 
those in aid until again called on by the Deputy for 
duty. Ships are allowed from fifteen to twenty 
days to discharge their cargoes, and Inspectors 
three days to mjke their returns. Vessels having 
cargoes of salt, are allowed generally a longer time. 

The Night Inspectors (ten) enter upon their 
duty at sunset. They patrol the Levee during the 
night to keep an eye on the ships discharging—to 
see, in the absence of the Day Inspectors, that no 
part or portion of the cargo is clandestinely landed. 
They have the authority to seize and arrest any 
person detected in any act iu violation of the Reve­
nue laws. 

The Weigher, Gauger and Measurer, with their 
Deputies, have to attend to their dillerent depart­
ments as vessels arrive. Within three days after 
any vessel is discharged, they make returns, speci­
fying the date of the vessel's entry, to whom co i-
signed as per permit, marks, numbers, packages, 
contents and quality, weight, tare, as allowed by 
law, etc. These returns are made in books pro­
vided for that purpose in the Collector's office.
