An Attempt to Rob the Mail.—We learn that 

an attempt of the most daring character was made 

to rob the mail between here and Elgin, on the J7th 

ulL The facts are as follows : 

^ I lie mail on the rente was carried on that day 
À>y J»Jr. F. Harber, aged about lifteen years, a 
brother ol it. E. IJarber, Esq., of this place. When 
he arrived at the office at the junction of the rail-
mad, on taking the mail into his buggy, it was 
stated, in the presence of several men, that it con­
tained $15,000, which had been mailed for Elgin. 
On arriving within about a mile of Elgin, his horse 
was suddenly stopped by two men, who came up 
from each side of the road and caught it by the 
bits. The moon giving some light at the time, 
Mr. Barber threw a stone, one of a number of 
wh'ch he carried in his buggy to throw at dogs, 
and hit one of the robbers with sufficient force to 
cause him to lall to the earth. The other let go to 
c.aicli his falling companion, when Mr. U. struck 
the horse, which sprang forward, knocked down 
the other robber—and carrier and money both 
reached Elgin in double-quick time, in safety. No 
trace ol the villains has been discovered yet. Such 
an instance ot bravery and presence of mind, as is 
recorded above, has seldom been exhibited by one 
so youug.
