I wish to clow my eyes under the flag of our Union, being 
Trail convinced that none other protecta to an equal degree the 
interests of the whole, while it graats to each the greatest lib. 
orty, t can see very olearly, and so may any one of u«, the 
immediate consequences of a disunion of these United States. 
Within five years after the happening of such a calamity, our 
Republio would present to the world a counterpart of the 
jweot condition of the disturbed States of South America. 
Anarchy would be the first and immediate consequence of 
disunion j and npon anarchy would follow despotism ; a des-
pot ism, not of one great ruler, bnt of au uncounted number of 
petty chieftains, each declaring his will to be law within the 
confines ol a State, or of a division of a State. 

1 believe that the despotic powers of Europe are now look-
hig tothisccuntry, and are narrowly observing the progress 
of events. and the state of public opinion among us. They 
«iesire the dissolution of our gloriousC onfederacy ; well know-
in« that its dissolution would prove the strongest argument in 
favor of the despotic rule which they advocate, and the most 
palpable of all proofs that man was created incapable of 
governing himself. 

Gentlemen, for one, I hold myself ever ready to do all in 
n»y power to disappoint such hopes ; and if my services, ai 
the proposed " Union Mais Meeting," will in any, the small 
•st, degree add to the strength of our noble Union, 1 will give 
them, not only with joy, but as a duty which you have a 
right to demand.

Under this heading, the Bulletin of yesterday, 

publishes a leader of a column for the purpose 
avowedly of giving alarm " of the " insidious 
and destructive " efforts in which the North is en­
gaged against the South. Tile article was evident­
ly prepared with deliberation, and must be regard­
ed as the manifesto of the principles on which that 
•Kerto very good Union paper will be conducted 
under its new administration. The Delta, the po­
sition of which paper is well understood, in its 
edition of yesterday evening, alluding to the new 
claracter in which the editor of the Bulletin pré­
senta himself, says : 

"This journal, of to-day. oontains a whole column of 
wholesome truth, declarations and admonitions,every word 
of whioh we adopt. They are almost word for word the 
ideas which this paper haa been endeavennp to impress upon 
the minds of onr citizen.« for weeks put. 

Henceforth.it would seem, we shall have to class 
the Bulletin with the Courier and the Delia, wh.ch 
papers have,for some weeks, been laboring with so 
m ich assiduity to conlribute to the excitement al­
ready existing in the South. The Bulletin, unfortu­
nately, is divested of all the glory of ils new posi-
lion by the fact that it is but following in the wake 
of the others. " For weeks past," saya the Delta, 
" we have been endeavoring to impress the>e 
truths upon the minds of our citizens." 

44 We deprecate agitation," says the Bulletin ; 
yet, beginning with this assertion, it proceeds 
deliberately to the preparation and publication of 
an article which will contribute more to the agita 
tion of the public mind in the South than any other 
that has been issued for months from any quarter. 
A'ready it is warmly responded to by the Delta, and 
cordially approved by it, "word for word;" and not 
a day will pa«3, for the next two weeks, but that we 
shall find in our " secession " exchange papers 
quotations from the Bulletin, and expressions of 
congratulation that they have found, though at a 
late hour, so able an ally. 

The Bulletin says : 
" We are satisfied in our own minds that there is an unfor­

tunate misapprehension, existing among us, of the state of 
pnblio opinion at the North upon the ' peace measures ' of 
the last session of Congress. ' The snake is only scotched 
not. killed.' There is more danger ihat the Compromise wil 
b. violated hy the fanatici of the North than by the ultraists 
ol the South. We «peak of what we do know, from ocular 
and auricular experience. A sojourn of a month in the west­
ern part of New York, and an extended visit through New 
England, satisfied us of the fact thai, although a law-Ioving 
aii' i a law-abiding people, a lar^e portion of them are opposed 
to that cardinal measure in the ( omnromise system, the 
Fugitive Slave law ; and thai a unite«! effort will be made 
entier to repeal or modify it. Recent events have confirmed 
us in this opinion." 

We ought not, perhaps, to oppose conclusions 
that have been arrived at " from ocular and 
auricular experience ;" but, if the Bulletin intends 
to l>e understood from its article that the North, as 
a body, is opposed to the execution of the Fugitive 
Slave law, we dissent wholly. Such a conclusion 
baa not been the result of our reading or our ob-

vations. We have not had the advantage of a 
m »nth's sojourn in Western New York ; but 
hKve had the happiness of conversing with some 
of our most respectable and intelligent citizens. 
Who passed the list summer in the Northern and 
Eastern States, and who assure us that there 
settled purpose, on the part of the mass of the citi-
z -is of those States, to resist the enforcement of 
tin Fugitive Slave law, or to demand its uncon 
diiional repeal. The mass of the people are 
favor of the restoration of slaves to their owners 
th >y would not have them among them ; they are 
at noyed by their presence ; and, so far from pro­
tecting them against the law, they would be 
rejoiced to get rid of the whole negro population 
amongst them, whether fugitive-slave or free. 

From all the evidences we have been able to 
gnher, we are fully satisfied that the agitations in 
the Northern Slates,are kept up alone by abolition­
ists and free negroes, comparatively few in number 
and of little influence over the minds of the large 
mnsa of quiet, conservative, sober-minded and in­
telligent citizens. Minorities are always noisy ; 
arid, as in this case, succeed not unfrequently in 
making themselves appear more numerous and 
powerful than they really are. Shall the sober-
minded many be held responsible for the doings of 
the. noisy few ? Are thousands to be held responsi­
ble for the acts of scores, or, if you please, hun­
dreds ? Is the whole North to be held responsible 
for the conduct of a small fraction of free »oilers 
and free negroes, who, by public meetings and 
through the columns of a few newspapers, suc­
ceeded in getting up a considerable amount of 
thunder? For as strong a reason the whole South 
ahonld be held responsible for the conduct of Pierre 
S 'tile, as the whole North for that, of Horace 
Minn; or of the Courier or Bulletin, of New Or­
leans, as of the Tribune or Express, of New York. 

It. is, in our opinion, the duty of all good citizens 
the South, who love the Union and desire its 

preservation, instead of attempting to lash the 
waves of public feeling into still greater commo-

to pour oil on the troubled waters ; to cultivate 
with each other and with the citizens of every por­
tion of the country a spirit of harmony and concili-

ion. These are the strongest reaüons why the 
S mth should be satisfied with the compromise 
measures, and not hurry into excesses on account 
of a disorderly opposition to any one of them, by 
a few rehtless, loud-brawling agitators in the North. 
We should rest quietly, as we may well afford to 
do, with the present state of thinga, until we 
the execution of the Fugitive Slave Law put at de­
fiance by the action of the North, or repealed, or 
modified as to render impossible the reclamation of 
lugiiive slaves. When matters have reached this 
crisis iwhich we pray God they never may ! ) the 
whole South will readily unite to maintain our 
rights, even if need be, to the ultimatum of dis 
union.

DlSORIlEaLY AND DISGRACEFUL PROCEEDINGS 
AT FANEUIL HALL-The call for A reo-,,nun 
meetinir, i" liunor of lh« arrival of Genr«re 1 I nrpp--
•on M. P., drew a vast multitude lo tuneuil Hall 
)nnt'eveiiine, but we regret to Bay, judging ftom 
their condueU that a majority went there for the 
purpose of defeat __iling the ostensible object of those 
who got the meeting up. Edmund Quincy presided, 
and was uurrounded on the right and left by the 
usual staff, who act as managers of the assem­
blies convoked by the ultra-abolitionists. There 
were on the platform Wm. Lloyd Garrison, Francis 
Jackson, Wm. A. White, Wendell Phillips, Wm. 
E. Channing. Samuel J. May, S. S. Foster, N. 
Bnflum, Frederick Douglass, and others of lesser 
note. 

Th9 proceedings were opened by Mr. Garrison, 
who attempted to read a sort of memoir of Mr. 
Thompson's labors in the cause of anti-slavery gen­
erally, and for the melioration of the condition of 
the one hundred and fifty millions of natives in 
British India ; in favor of universal suffrage in 
Great Britain ; in favor of the oppressed people of 
Ireland, etc., commencing in 1830, and continued 
down lo the present day, without interittission, in 
Parliament and out of it. There did not appear 
to be any actual organized purpose to prevent Mr. 
Garrison from being heard, but his remarks were 
for the greatest part of the time drowned by calls 
of " Louder "—" Louder "—uttered by persons 
whose manner afforded conclusive proof that they 
did not wish to hear, or intend that he should be 
heard by any one. Mr. Garrison concluded with 
several sentences of welcome to George Thompson, 
for the reasons stated in the address, but not heard, 
and when he withdrew, "three cheers for the 
Union," were called for and given, by a host ripe 
for mischief, in the centre of the hall. 

Wendell Phillips next took the platform, and his 
appearance was the signal for a more general out­
break of the spirit of disorder. Hissing and hur­
raing followed every attempt to speak made by 
him. In rapid succession arose calls for "three 
cheers for our country;" "threecheere for Boston;" 
"ihre * cheers for Governor Briggs 5" "three cheers 
for Millard Fdlmore ;" "three cheers for Daniel 
Webster;" and loudly were ihey responded to, 
m>xed up with groans, hisses, and the shrill notes 
of numerous whistles. 

Mr. Q'iincy, the president, came forward to the 
rescue, aud said : "Gentlemen, I am happy to in­
form you, that the city marshal is in the hall, and I 
hope his presence will aid you in observing the 
rules of good manners. [Hisses, laughing and 
groans.] If you -'onot like our proceedings, there 
is the door, and you can go This is our house for 
this night, and you have 110 right to disturb us, and 
you will do so at your peril. [Hurraing and hiss' 
i«»e ] 

Mr. Phillips resumed, saying that «»he people of 
Boston, by giving Mr. Thompson a proper recep­
tion, could make a noble atonement for the mob of 
1835, which he styled the darkest stain on our fai 
and beautiful city. [Cries of "louder."] "They 
would exhibit the glorious spectacle of the triumph 
of a repentant people over themselves." [HIB voice 
waB now Biienced by yells, nni cries of "slopyour 
noise."] 

Mr. Quincy again advanced, and said, "I ai 
sure a Boston audience," but he had to bend to the 
blast from the centre. 

Then came upon the stand Mr. Thompson him­
self, and the immense cheering which saluted hi: 
seemed to augur a disposition on the part of 
large number to give him a hearing, but the favor 
able symptom was instantly followed by calls for 
cheers for Daniel Webster, groans, hisses, and 
bawling to a more general extent than had be­
fore taken place, and the excited mass in the body 
of the hall swayed and heaved like a troubled 
" Citizens of Massachusetts," he began, and o 
whelming was the noise. " Ladies and gentle 
men," he continued, but was again compelled to 
stop by the swelling confusion below and around 
him. " Gentlemen, it is not my wish to trespass 
upon your attention. I came not here to sue for a 
hearing." These were the last connected words 
uttered by him and heard, so tremendous was 
uproar. Persons in the crowd amused themselves 
by knocking off each other's hats and caps, and 
pulling each other about, or calling out " Three 
cheers for Jenny Lind " Three cheers for Win 
throp and leaping up above the heads of the mass 
like dolphins on a frolic. 

Having stood a long time waiting for the storm 
to subside, Mr. Thompson sat down upon a chair 
which had been passed up to him—a movement 
which caused a fresh outburst of merriment and 
noise, which finally took a musical turn, and nu*ny 
of the rowdies joined in singing— 

" We won't go home till morning. 
We w. n't go home ti'l morning-

Till daylight dotii appear." 
Then followed clapping, cheering, stamping, 

screeching, hurraing, groans, and call« tor " three 
cheers for Daniel Webster;" "three cheers for 
Bunker Hill " three groans for John Bull "— 

with much laughter—" three cheers for Win­
throp." Then came " Yankee Doodle," whistled 
by a band of about fifty in the centre. " Three 
cheers for Gov. Briggs were next required, and 
given, and then " three cheers for the Hen Con­
vention." In the meantime rings were formed in 
the ditferent parts of the Hall, and negro dances 
performed as long as the crowd could be kept from 
breaking in the circles. " Three cheers for th< 
United States" called up Abby Folsom in thi 
front of the north gallery, and then " three cheers 
for Abby Folsom were given with tremendous 
force. 

Straightway something fell from Abby about the 
right ot free speech, uttered in a very high key. 
A stentorian voice was heard below, calling out— 
" Can't you holler louder, Abby ?" " This is glo­
rious doings, ain't it ?" replied Abby, adding—" I 
have seen more respectability among the brute 
creation. The lion, roaming in sublime majesty 
in the desert behaves more like a rational being 
than you do. You act like a set of lions stirred up 
in a managerie. It is worse than speaking under 
the brutal diotation of a chairman, with power to 
say one is out of order. [Cries of " Go on Abby." 
Go on."] Is this the way you trample on the 
right of free speech, the paramount and paragon 
attribute of mankind ? You call yourselves free, 
but you will not be allowed to apeak even in Fan-
ieul Hall without being fettered by a chairman, 
backed by the police, and after all you are but a 
managerie of wild beasts." Abby brought her 
oration to a close by exclaiming—" Will you hear

Steam to the Mediterranean* 
We are pleased with the sugge8tion,by one of 

Northern exchange», of the practicability and pro­
priety of establiahing a line of steamers to the 
Mediterranean sea. While we are building and 
equipping a noble line of steamships for England 
France, the Pacific, China and the American coast 
we are wholly neglecting a rich source of profit in 
the Mediterranean trade. A line of not very heavy 
steamers would pay well in freight and passenger: 
to touch at Lisbon and Oporto, Cadiz, Gibraltar, 
Malaga, Barcelona,Marseilles,Genoa, Leghorn, Na­
ples, the ports of the Levant, Egypt and Malta. 
Such vessel» would be crowded with passengers, 
out and home—and although no very heavy goods 
are imported from the Mediterranean, yet mixed 
and valuable as well as light articles would be sent 
by this conveyance, paying profitable freight. 
The Government, too, could afford to pay some­
thing handsome for carrying the mails, as we have 
always a large squadron in the Mediterranean. 
Probably the new line of propellers which are 
being built for Mr. Cunard, and which will carry 
large cargoes, may be preferred. At all events, we 
are decidedly of opinion that a line of steamers for 
the Mediterranean would pay well, both in freight 
and passengers. A large number, having busi­
ness, or in the pursuit of plßasure, would always 
go from this country — and stopping at Gib­
raltar, passengers will be in waiting for the steam­
ers to go up the Mediterranean. Those who pre­
fer spending their winters in the south of France or 
Italy would reach there comfortably and cheaply. 
There are only two modes of reaching the Levant 
hy eteam, which are, to go to England and take the 
oriental steamers, or go to Havre by steam and 
cross over to Marneilles—which would incur a 
double expense. The Mediterranean may be con­
sidered as an inland sea, full of commercial ports, 
one of which could be entered daily, and passen­
gers would be as numerous as in the Pacific. Mar­
seille« is as near to Lyons as Havre. Light and 
valuable silk goods, as well as all articles inci­
dent to the Levant and Mediterranean trade, 
would alwayi insure full cargoes, and in time it 
would grow into a very profitable as well as reg­
ular trade, employing a number of steamers in a 
regular liue. That more than one line will be es­
tablished to the Mediterranean we have no doubt ; 
but the tiret capitalists moving in the enterprise 
will realize the most benefit in securing the mail 
contracts. Our travel to Spain, Franco and Italy 
is greatly on the increase, as well as the means of 
travelling. Weak and consumptive persons, anx­
ious to escape the rigors of our climate, would pass 
their winters in Italy, and live as cheaply if not 
cheaper than in New York or New Orleans ; while 
health, economy and intelligence would be im­
proved by a more cloae intercourse with that inter-
esting portion of the world.
