From Mexico. 
W« are indebted to Capt. Radovich, of the brig 

Union, fpr files of Mexican papers. The Union 
left Vera Cruz on the 22d, bringing 136 passengers 
from California, by the way of Acapulco and Vera 

Cruz. 
It is settled that Gen. Arista has been elected 

President of the Republic by a large majority of 
the votes of the different departments. 

M. Cuevas Las been nominated President of the 
Senate for the month of November ; and M. Carpio 
chosen President and M. Beistegui Vice-President 
of the Chamber of Deputies. 

An express rider had arrived at the Capital from 
Guerrero, and reported that Gen. Joaquin Rea, re­
siding at the village of Minerva, of the Municipality 
of Ayutla, had been assassinated by a certain 
Félipe Delgado, at the head of a band of desper-
adoes. The Alcalde, Juan Estrada, had been pre­
viously assassinated by the same party. The 
authorities of Ayutla and of the State of Guerrero 
had taken the necessary measures to apprehend 
the ruffians, and to repress any further violence. 

The diligence from Tierra-deutro had twice been 
attacked and pluadered, near the city, by a party 
composed of nine men and four women. The 
mail from Puebla had just before been robbed iu 
like manner. Highway robbers had become so 
bold as to commit their depredations almost within 
the gates of the city—these depredating parties 
being often composed in part of women. 

The fowegoing intelligence is taken from Le 
Trait d'Union of the 6th of November. In the 
same journal of the 9th November, we see noticed 
the deaths of Generals Tomas Requena and Man­
uel Romero, the former of Guadalajara, and the 
latter of San Luis Potosi. Thus within one week, 
•ays the journal from which we quote, the Re­
public is called to mourn the loss of three distin­
guished officers.

From Liberia.—The Liberia packet lan li-d 
her last passengers at Monrovia, on the 26th 
August, all well, after a passage of thirty-four 
days from Hampton Roads. She carried out fifty-
six passengers, among whom were the Rev. Mr. 
Wood and lady, of Liverpool. The news of Presi­
dent Taylor's death was received on the coast by 
the arrival of the Liberia packet. 

The U. S. sloop-of-war Portsmouth, bearing the 
broad pennant of Com. F. H. Gregory, Com­
mander-in-Chief of the naval forces on the coast of 
Africa, arrived at Monrovia on the 20th of Septem­
ber, fifteen days from Lagos—all well. She sailed 
the next day for the Cape de Verde Islands. 

The Herald ot September 17, contains an ac-
couut of the capture of a slaver, which we presume 
is the *' Chat8Worth," formerly of Baltimore, and 
which arrived here on Tuesday last, and says she 
was fitted to carry 1000 slaves.

Steamboat Explosion ami Loss of Life. 

The Mobile Advertiser of yesterday morning, 
gives the following account of a terrible steamboat 
explosion : 

The steamboat Arkansas arrived late last even­
ing, bringing the sad intelligence of the explosion 
of the boilers of the Antoinette Douglass— killing 
and wounding thirty-four passenger.-, whosa nam^s 
are given, and twenty-five reported mianing. We 
give as full a report of the awful catastrophe as 
could be obtained last night, for which v\e are in-
d bteil to Mr. W. R. Weaver. Esq., of the linn of 
Weaver, Mullin & Co., of this city. The Doug­
lass had on board about one hundred and twenty-
five passengers—and, with what was on her barge, 
about 1300 bales of cotton, some 900 of which 
were on the boat. The b »at. and cotton on her are 
a total Iops—a. both were consnmod after the ex­
plosion. That on the barge was saved, as the pas­
sengers and crew escaped from the boat to the 
birue, and then cut her loose. 

We are informed that, upon being aroused by the 
report, many of the passengers left their berths, and 
in the confusion, smoke and steam, rushed forward 
und fell upon the hot boilers. A good many are 
supposed to have been wounded in this way. The 
Register ol the boat is lust, and the list of passen­
ger« is made out by the survivors.

We, the surviving passengers of the ill-fated 

steamer Antoinette Douglass, make the following 
statement in regard to her melancholy fate : 

Between 4 and 5 o'clock this morning, while ly­
ing at Trail's Shoals aground, and the Captain and 
' iFirers were u ing every exertion to get her over 
r e shoals, «he bursied her boilers with au awful 
' \ plosion. The greater part of her pa^sen^rn (some 
126 in number) were asleep at the timd of the ex­
plosion, which was as terrific as a clap of thunder 
i.i a clear sky. All was soon confusion. The 
»•team rushed up and completely envelop! the boat. 
With much difficulty, most of the passengers ( in 
their night-clothe« ) escaped to a flat, hui n with 
cotton, that the Douglass had in low. It was ko m 
discovered that the steamer was on lire, the Haines 
having reached the cotton in her hold and on deck. 

About this time the steamer Arkansas No. 5, 
< ipt. J. A. CJreer, came in sight. This young and 
energetic officer heard the explosion while lyintr 
«bout a mile above—raised steam and came to our 
relief. The cotton Hit with a number of the pas 
!» ngers ( nom* of them wounded) cut loose from 
the burning boat and drifted down. The Arkansas 
ci me alongside and rescued the remaining passen 
gen; she remained by the wreck (at the imminent 
I. zard of her own safety) until the hurricauo roof 
was enveloped in flames. 

The Wm. Kradstreet came along about this time 
and offered every assistance to the passengers, sr\ 
eral of w hom took passage in her up the river. 

We feel we would not bo discharging our duty, 
if we did not l>ear a willing and heartfelt testimony 
to the promptness, energy and efficiency of ('aptaiu 
Creer, of the Arkansas No. 5 For the relief he 
alfordod us and our afflicted fellow passengers, he
