Wut. llyan, tried for mutinous con­
duct, etc., was found guilty, an«l nentenced to be 
reduced from a coal-heaver to a landsmen, to Ferve 
the remainder of his time in confinement on board 
the Pennsylvania, and then be disgracefully dis­
charged from the service. John W. D»«reell, tried 
for mutinous conduct, was also found guilty, and 
sentenced to be put in solitary confinement in one 
oi (lie cells of the Navy Yard, at Go*port, and to 
be fed on bread and water for one month. John 
Dyer, U. S. Marine, tried and found guilty of diso­
bedience of oxdere, was Nenteuced to wear a ball 
and chain for two months, to do the scavenger's 
work at the Barracks, and to be locked in solitary 
confinement from sunrise to sunset, during that 
period.

Letter from OfU. Hamilton* 
We see in the Charleston M^roury of the 28th 
letter ol considerable length from-Gen. James 

Hamilton *' to the people of South Carolina." It 
bears date thê 11th November, at his s-igar planta­
tion on Oyster Creek, in Braxoria county, Texas. 

This letter, we should think, will operate as 
something of a damper on the rampant disunion 

pirit in that State. Gen. Hamilton has, foi more 
thfrn twenty years, served the people of South Car­
olina, as a member of the State Legislature, as 
Governor of the State and as a member of Con­
gress. There are few names connected with the 
history of this State which lias had more pronjin-

greater brilliancy. He was a conspicuous 
and able champion of nullification, and, in that me­
morable excitement, went as far as he that went 
furthest. He has been distinguished for his devo­
tion to the interest», and a faithful representative 
of the peculiar views, of the people of South Caro­
lina. They have, in retnrn, shewed their confi­
dence in him, aud their appreciation of his public 
services, by repea'edly awarding him stations of 
the greatest responsibility and honor. It must be 
in the recollection of all, or most, ol our readers 
that the present Governor of the State first ten­
dered to him the seat in the XJ. S. Senate, made 
vacant by the death of Mr. Calhoun ; but which, 
from motives of great delicacy, higlily honorable to 
himself, he declined to accept. Such is the man 
who now addresses the people of his native State. 
It can scarcely be doubted—it is certainly to be 
hoped—that his temperate counsel will be sensibly 
felt. May it have some little influence in arresting 
the mad career of the ruling authorities of that 

State. 
Gen. Hamilton says that, after having made dili­

gent efforts to ascertain public sentiment in several 
of the Southern States, through which he has re­
cently traveled, he has arrived at the conclusion 
that not one of them, besides South Carolina, is 
prepared for a secession movement. He speaks 
particularly of Georgia, Alabama, Mississippi and 
Louisiana. In none of these, he says, will South 
Carolina find sympathy ; nor, of course, in any-
other of the slaveholding States, which are well 
known to the country to be less, than those men­
tioned, under the influence of such sentiments as 
predominate in South Carolina. On this point he 
concludes :
