•Çalso the town of Cape Girardeau. 

About four o'clock this evening we landed at this 
>lacp, on our way to New Orleans. Shortly after 

ianding the wind commenced blowing hard, and 
increasing every moment, and threatening a severe 
storm, consequently, it was thought desirable to 
get out extra lines to hold the boat should the storm 
increase, which was instantly done ; but the storm 
increased in violence until it blew a hurricane or 
tornado, and then, oh heavens, what a scene ! The 
wind struck the stern of the boat, and stove in tht 
u r part of the ladies' cabin. The work of destruc­
tion commenced. In live minutes the cabin, from 
stem to stern, went to pieces. The chimney pif 
and, in fact, the whole entire upper works of the 
I.- it, were blown to pieces, and part of the cabin 
blown a mile from the boat up on top of the hill. 
There were about two hundred ploughs on the roof 
ol the boat, and they are scattered over the levee— 
soin»? carried a hundred yards up the bank and 
broiviM. Nearly all the deck load was blown over­
board and lost—even barrels of flour were blown 
into the river. 

Hut I <l<H'f: not stop lier«'. The misfortunes of the 
i'v fated crew are yet untold. A* soon as the fetor m 
abated a Utile, the wreck was covered with smoke 
ami -team from below,the pipes being gone; then 
11 .e alarm of *' boat on fire ! " caused the stoutest 
hearts to shudder; however, those that were unin-
jure i went promptly to their duty, the fire in every 
part of I tie boat was soon extinguished, and then to 
the rescue of our injured m°n.

manded by every consideration of duty and honor— 
that this State is prepared now to assert and main­
tain her right to secede fr«'in the Union—that sin­
cerely desiring to secure the co-operation of her 
sister Southern States, and for no other reason 

hatever, this State forbears the immediate exer-
se of her right to secede from the Union—and 

that the Governor be authorized and requested to 
convene the Legislature for the call of a Conven­
tion, as soon as he shall be reasonably satisfied that 
the South is unwilling to co-operate with us.
