While improvement upon 
improvement have been extending their blessings 
to almost every portion of the country, NewOr­
leans, content to rely upon the bounty of the 
mighty river which empties the commerce of the 
West NO abundantly into her lap, has neglected to 
improve those advantages which her position has 
placed within her grasp. Her commerce and her 
wealth, instead of keeping pace with the rapid 
development of the inexhaustible resources of the 
valley of the Mississippi, have either remained sta­
tionary or have decreased ; and this, too, when com­
merce with flowing sails has poured prosperity 
upon almost every city of the Union. The energy 
and activity of our population in their daily avoca­
tions, may lead us to believe all is well ; but a re­
ference to our commerce will too truly tell that 
each year has witnessed the departure from our 
shores of some messenger of commerce, never to 
return. Refer to the annexed table and you will 
see that there has been a decrease in the number 
ol arrivals both from the interior and the sea, and 
also of tonnage :

The comparison of 1S49 and 1850 must not be 
considered as an isolated case, but on the contrary 
is too true an expose of the course of the trade of 
our city for years. Blessed by nature with unusual 
and extraordinary advantages, it was to be expect­
ed that each year, instead of showing a decrease, 
would have witnessed both an extension of com­
merce and increase of wealth, and such your com­
mittee believe would have been the case had our 
citizens kept pace with the spirit of the age, and 
improved those advantages which nature has so 
bountifully showered upon us.

It is much to be desired that this survey should be 
promptly made, so that if the route particularly 
recommended by your committee be selected, a 
memorial may be presented to the Legislature for 
the right of way. 

While your committee deem that the credit of 
the Municipals es arid Lafayette should be used 
with the utmost care and caution, and not given to 
every scheme of improvement that may ask their 
aid, yet it cannot be doubted that there are some 
of such commanding importance, end the benefi 
cial results are so evident, that it would be suicidal 
not to extend to them a fostering hand; and as the 
b-neficial results of the Jackson and New Orleans 
Railroad are so evident and so universally acknow­
ledged, your committee do not hesitate to recom­
mend it to that fostering care. As the city is pro­
hibited from subscribing to stock in any corpora­
tion, it is recommended that a memorial be present­
ed to the Legislature, asking authority to submit to 
the people the propriety of subscribing for $500,000 
in this road. Such a subscription will secure, be­
yond a contingency, its completion, and therefore 
your committee have not hesitated in its recom­
mendation. Jn the meantime, by the appropriation 
of the $2000, the necessary surveys ran be made, 
and thus all the information necessary for the peo­
ple properly to act upon he obtained. 

The necessity for New Orleans to take some ac­
tive steps to establish a more perfect communica­
tion with the interior is so evident, and the advan­
tages that would result so great, that your commit­
tee have not deemed it necessary to enter into an 
extended argument to prove the one or exemplify 
the other. It is but neces-ary for us to look around 
and see the rapid strides that our sister cities are 
making, and to see how every improvement brings 
to them an increase of prosperity, to feel that we 
must profit by their example. Let New Orleans, 
then, at once, throw off her lethargy and com­
mence those improvements which her future pros­
perity so much demands.

Already 
has a railroad been projected to meet thi* much 
desired object, by connecting the Mississippi with 
Grand River, over high ground, and a distance of 
only twenty miles. L-t it be completed, and soon 
will her rich savannahs and beautiful prairies be 
teeming with life. The Western parishes of our 
State, and the Eastern portions of Texas will pour 
their productions along this line to minister to our 
wants and add to our wealth. Should this im­
provement need the helping hand of our ci'y, a re­
gard to our own interests should prompt us freely 
to grant it. But the railroad to Jackson, Mis­
sissippi, is the one which your committee are more 
particularly instructed to report upon, and which, 
from its immediate etTeess, must be of so much im­
portance to the wealth and commerce of our city, 
and the small amount for the city to raise, in com­
parison to the immense advantages to be derived 
therefrom, justly claims the largest portion of pub­
lic attention. This road would open a trade to a 
country having a population of over 200,000, and 
an area of over 9,000,000 acres. The effect of 
bringing su' h a population in daily communication 
with our city would atonoe be felt, not only in the 
great increase of trade, but iu lhe advanced value 
of real e-ta'c. It would soon convert the waste 
lands of Louisiana and Mississippi, through which 
it is contemplated to pass, to a garden to minister 

» our wants, and instead of receiving our poultry, 
id those things necessary for our daily contiump-

ion, burdened with a long transportation, we 
/oiild receive them fr< m our neighbors along this 
»ad, much better, and at a reduced cost. The ex­

The Legislature of Mississippi has granted a most 
liberal charter, and we are assured by Mississippi, 
that if we make the road to the line, she will com­
plete it to Jackson. Thus, by an expenditure of 
some live or six hundred thousand dollars, on the 
part of the citizens of New Orleans, this important 
improvement can he secured. In carrying this 
road to the State line, three different routes have 
been discussed—the old Nashville road route, the 
Madisonville route, a» d a route around Lake ML 
ripas. If the oid Nashville road route be chosen, 
it will be necessary to have two expensive brid; 
between Lakes Mauripas and Pontchartrain, i 
pass through about 37 miles of country totally 
devoid of improvements, and for the most part 
swampy ground. Therefore, your committee do 
not deem it necessary to refer particularly to th 
route. The route via Madisonville, in consequence 
of the favorable character of the country to the 
State line, has many warm and able advocates.
