In 1349, the pestilence entirely ceased in ®n{<-
land; but the destroying angel continued his 
march through other regions for several years 
longer—marks of his presence remaining on record 
down to the year 1362. 

ne of the most deplorable effects result ng from 
this visitation, fell upon the heads of that unfortu­
nate race—the Jews. A belief was prevalent in 
several countries, that th"y had caused the pesti­
lence by poisoning the wells and fountains ; and in 
many places they were massacred by thousands 
by thé enraged populace. Twelve thousand of 
them were murdered in the single city of Mentz ; 
and in other parts of Germany they were exter­
minated. 

No similar visitation has since afflicted the 
world ; nor does its earlier history afford any in­
stance of a calamity, of the same nature, equally 
wide-spread or destructive. Indeed, in almost 
every other memorable instance of the plague, it 
has been limited to a particular district, or even 
to a particular city. [Arthur's Home Gazette. 

TRAINED FLEAS ,—That industry and care will 
accomplish wonders, is well exemplified in the case 
of the trained fleas which were exhibited in Lon­
don some eighteen or twenty years ago. Moreover, 
it is an interesting fact in natural history, and af­
fords us some idea of the extraordinary strength 
possesped by so minute a creature PS this rather 
troublesome insect. One of these well disciplined 
and tiny animals had been taught to draw up a 
bucket from a well ; another, upon being harnessed 
to the model of a man-of-war of 120 guns, with 
Bails and all complete, and four liundred times its 
own weight, could draw it along with apparent 
ease. Whether or not this vessel was mounted up­
on wheels, our account do» s not relate ; that it was, 
is most probable. To fully appreciate, then, the 
muscular power displayed in this* feat, we need on­
ly imagine a man of 150 pounds weight dragging 
after hirn a vehicle whose weight is 60,COO pounds. 
Others of these wonderful creatures were trained 
to carry upon their backs effigies of Wellington 
and Napoleon, and to combat with swords in sys­
tematic warfare Mr. Griffith, in his translation of 
Cuvier's " Animal Kingdom," relates the case of 
a middling-sized fl-ia that could draw a silver can­
non mounted on two little wheels, which was 
charged with powder and fired without alarming 
the insect in the least. Hook has recorded the la­
bors of an English artist, who constructed an ivo­
ry coach for six horses, holding four persons, and 
having two lackeys behind, and a coachman with 
a d"g between his legs upon the box, the whole of 
which was drawn by a tingle flea. [Arthur'

THE HAWK IN OLDEN TIMES .—In England the 
hawk was a bird so highly esteemed for hunting 
purposes, that, during the reign of Henry VII, 
royal edicts were promulgated, in which it was 
decreed that all persons convicted of robbing a 
hawk's nest of its eggs, or destroying them, should 
suffer imprisonment lor a year and a day, and be 
liable to a fine, according to the king's pleasure. 
Even if the act was perpetrated upon his own 
grounds, the offender was subject to the saine pen­
alty. In the reign of Elizabeth, the period of im­
prisonment was reduced to three month's; but the 
culprit was compelled to remain in confinement 
he could find security for his good behavio: 
seven years. When, however, we consider 
high value set upon hawks, we may not think these 
punishments as altogether too harsh. Early in the 
seventeenth century there were paid for a cast, or 
pair, 100 marks, (about $32ô,) a large sum in those 
days. Yet this was not an extraordinary high 
price, if we may believe the writers of that period ; 
for so great was the care and industry required, 
both by night and by dty, in order to train hawks

The Great Plague the 11th Century. 

A slight sketch of the history of this awful visita­
tion, compiled from a source upon which we may 
pretty confidently rely, will phow by comparison, 
what a trilling matter is magnified into a j»e8t:lence 
at the present day. Like the cholera, this fearful 
pestilence first appeared in the East. It broke out 
m India, about the year 1318, ami thence extended 
its ravages to the western parts of Asia, into Egypt, 
Abyssinia, and the northern portions of Africa. It 
proceeded over Asia Minor, Greece, and the Archi­
pelago, almost depopulating those regions in its 
march. According to numerous writers, where it 
vas most favorable it spared one person out of 
iree, or one out of five ; but where it raged most 
iolently, scarcely one out of fifteen or twenty es-
aped destruction. Some countries, partly by the 

plague, and partly by earthquakes, which were 
fully frequent at that time, were left quite deso­

late. It appears to have remained five or six months 
in une place, and then to have gone in search of 
fresh victims Before invading Christ -ndom, il 
swept off 23,800,000 persona throughout the East 
in the course of a single year. From Greece the 
plague passed into Iialy. The Venitians, having 
j.ist lOO.OCO souls, almost entirely deserted their 
city. At Florence 60,000 persons perished ' 
year. France next felt its fury. At Avignon the 
mortality was terrible. When it first brok« 
there, no fewer than sixty-six Carmelite friars died 
before any body knew how, and it wn imagined 
that they had murdered one another. Of the mem­
bers of the English college, at Avignon, not one 
was left alive; and of Jhe whole population, not 
one in five In one day 1212 persons perished, and 
in another 400. Proceeding northward, the pesti­
lence reached Paris, where it swept off 50,000 peo­
ple. About «he same time it spread into G ermany, 
where 12,400,000 persons became its vidi 
Lübeck, alone, according to the concurring ac­
counts of several writers, 90,000 p jople died in one 
year, and of these 1800 are reported to have pji 
ished in the space of four hours. 

About the beginning of August, 1348, the 
scourge appeared in England, spreading every­
where such destruction, that out of the whole 
population hardly one person in ten survive« 
the churchyard of Yarmouth, 7032 people 
buried in one year ; and in the city of Norwich 
•'"»7,o74 died within six months. No general state 
ment of the total amount of mortality in London 
i«; given; but there are details sufficient to sho 
that it was terrible beyond imagination. The pes 
tilence raged violently in Wales and Scotland 
thence, passing into Ireland, it made great havoc 
uinong the English residents, but, strange 
th» iiHiivt Irinh woro but Uttlo affected.
