Views of a Southern Governor. 

Gov. Collier, of Alabama, was recently invited 

to be present at a public meeting, irrespective of 

party, at Eutaw, to participate in the formation of 

a " Southern Rights'' Association," etc. He 

unable to attend, but replied in a letter of much 

interest We will give some of his views, without 

wishing to be understood as fully endorsing them 

He says that every movement calculated to place 

the South upon the high position her intelligence 

and great resources entitle lier to occupy, has- his 

cordial sympathy, and all the influence he can 

command. He alludes to Southern industry and 

Southern commerce, and says that no period 

the past has been so favorable to the development 

of these as the present. There never has been 

large an amount of unemployed capital, with such 

a freedom from indebtedness, as at this time. This 

capital, he says, is to be greatly increased by the 

proceeds of the cotton crop now being carried to 

market, and an abated propensity to add to the 

agricultural labor more rapidly than the natural 

increase of our colored population will require. He 

insists that . it will not do to hoard our money 

moral duty as well as interest demands that it 

should be actively employed so as to benefit the 

world and yield a profit to its proprietors. How, 

he asks, can these objects be so effectually promoted 

in the present condition of things as by buüdin[ 
up vianufactories and establishing a direct trade 
with foreign nations. 

The consequence of the condition of things, here 

tofore existing, has been, says Gov. Collier, to di­

vert capital from the South, and centralize it at the 

great emporiums of the North, thus building 

large and magnificent cities there, while our towns 

are comparatively mere villages, our lands ex­

hausted, and our agriculture languishing. He 

urges a change of policy on the part of the South ; 

and to the inquiry, How can this change be effected ?

tant enterprise, it is much to bewgretied that various propo­
sitions, es io the route best calculate I for the roud, are 
allowed to diminish the prospect of a beginning. 

In the absence of an authentic report and euweys of the dif­
ferent routes, in accordance with the resolutions of the con-

held in New Orleans in March, 1850, the pub­
lic mind is left to speculate npon every new proposition 
which may be suggested. 

The plen of Mr. A. tf. Phelps, Civil Engineer, advocating 
line following the course of the Metairie Ridge, thence 

crois Blind river to the Amito, etc., although entirely an-
tagocistical to the interests of the original friends of the road, 
and calculatcd to deprive the lower Pearl river districts of 
any participation in its benefits, seems to have met the ap­
probation of the committee appointed by the Connciis of the 
three '.Municipalities for the purpose of investigating the 
subject. 

I have no doubt that the construction of a road upon that 
route is perfectly feasible, but the question arises, will theob 
ject to be at'ained, within a reasonable period of time justify 
the amount required to be expended

miles of very expensive Ra>'ro.'.d, in order to reaoh a point of

In the next place, the amount of oapital required to build 
said road will occasion the necessity of an act of incorp 
t'on, with poweis beyond the provisions of the present Con 
sàturiou of Louisiana, and unless an extra session of the 
Legislature is called, au J the Constitution amended wilh 
respect to corporations of this nature, much valuable 
will be lost before operations "can safely lie commenced. 

Admitting all the advantages such a Railroad is calculated 
to produoe, and iti importance to the city of New Orleans, 
men of enterpiise will hesitate before they embark 
schemes of this character, unless a fair prospect of remu 
tion is exhibited, independent of its influence upon other spe. 
oies of propelty. The city fathers when authorized

It is to the loterestof the friends of this enterprise to adhere 
to the Madisonvilie route, for several important reasons .

Bo much has been said and written alnut the value of this 
Road to tlie inaiket of New Orleans, that Î will not pariica-
".nze upon that head. Suffice it to say, that all classes or 
the "cömihümiy would be very materially benefitted. The 
merchant, the householder, the mechanic, the artist, the la­
borer, ?« well as the capitalist who looks to his dividend s 
each have an intutvst in the promotion ofthe work, audi 
hope ihe Commissioners will soon make some positive demon­
stration in the premise i.
