The Closing Year. 

The year 1850 doses to-day. It is one of the 

periods in time when the most careless ponder on 

the past, and look forward to the future with reso­

lutions of amendment. It ft the hour when men 
take an observation, and endeavor to ascertain 

their latitude and longitude tn Iiis ocean of lift». 

The year just closing has beep the most exciting 

through which our country has ever passed. For 

the first nine months, the discussions in Congress 

and ia the columns of the press, kept the public 

mind in the utmost excitement, and for a time tlio 

union of these States appeared to be in danger. In 

the height of this excitement, Gen. Taylor died, 

and the danger seemed more imminent than before. 

But moderate councils prevailed ; for the first time 

Cass, Clay and Webster were seen working to­

gether. That spirit of conciliation which had led 

the original foundation of the Government, again 

ercised its benign influence, and preserved what 

it had created. The admission of California as a 

State, the purchase of the Texian claim to New 

Mexico, the enactment of the Fugitive Slave Bill, 

*nd the abolition of the slave trade in the District 

of Columbia, have been acquiesced in by the over­

whelming majority. The Government has gained 

trength from the terrible struggle, and the Union 

was never stronger than at this moment. 

Death has not been idle, and among those who 

have gone to the grave are Taylor and Calhoun— 

both men who will live in the annals of their coun­

try—the one as a soldier, the other as a statesman. 

In Europe the time has been one of sowing rather 
han of harvest. The revolutions of '48 were 

crushed in tie reaction of the year following. But 

he spirit of improvement and emancipation has 

gained ground, and Europe is now on the eve of a 

convulsion more terrible than that of Napoleon's 

'•areer! The folly of the rulers will not yield to 

•he demands of their subjects without a long and 

lesolating war. At this moment, Prussia, with he 
half million of fighting men, is one vast camp, and

Messrs. Editors—I wish to make a few remark« respect, 

ing thaat.entiim paid to Cotton received here. 
It has occurred to me that there i.> not proper attention paid 

to the shipping and receipt of Cotton. ! t seems to be the ob 
jec: of the shipper generally to get a bill of lading from the 
steamboat, signed in good order. No matter what attention 
he has paid to it, if i: ha« laid in ra:n and mud for day«, h. 
insists iha it ii in good order. It ib put on the boat, and if it 
rams dur-ng the whole voyage, the Cotton H exposed to 
this; it in unload, d herein the rain and mud, and is left 
po:ed for several day, sometimes, on the Levee, and at lai»,

Now, I wish to ask, why iaall this? The

Let either party 

prevail, and tho foreign policy of ihe country is not

tile they should be selected with a view to that 

fact. We repeat, that it is a fortunate accident for 

the nation, that Daniel Webster is now the repre­

sentative of this country in its intercourse with 

•ther natio «. His volume of diplomatic and ofR-

rtial papers furnishes ample proof ofhis powers. "Sit!e 

by side with his great speeches on the Constitu­

tion, willstand his discussions with the British Min­

sters. He is not only known as ihe Eapounder of 
the Constitution, but as the Emancipator of the 
Ocean. 

Three subjeclu have arisen in our intercourse 
with Great Britain, which threaten to break 

the peaceful relations between the two countrie_ 

the impressment of seart.cn from American ships, 
Ihe search of American ships on the African com 
tnd the emancipation of slaves on board of Ameri­
can vessels driven into British ports. 

The last war with Great Britain was to assert 

the inviolability of our decks. Without asserting 

or denying the right of British subjects to cast oil' 

their allegiance and become American citizens, our 

Government has always maintained that no foreign 

•essel should search our merchantmen under any 

plea, nor remove any of the persons found on 

board. The ll- g of Ihe ship on the high seas, 
make» ber a part of our territory; and British 

may as well land on the shore and impress 
JJi-itish ssawsii • î our ports, an take them from the 

decks of our Ships on the sea. Great Britain, on 

the other hand, claimed the right to search our 

•hips for her seamen, and absolutely went so far, as 
lo establish the presumption that the seamen on 

board American ships were British subjects, and 

to throw on them the burden of proving they were 
American born. 

This was the principal cause which led to the 

war. It is true that peace was concluded and left 

this question in silence. The Republic had vindi­

cated its honor, aud, for the time, both parties v-ere 

willing to leave it to the future to determine the 

difference. Matters thus remained until the 

irai ol Lord Ashburton at Washington, charged 
with full powers to settle all open <i 

tween them Mr. Webster, in his letter of August 
8th, 1842, thus writes to his lordship :

Tlie Power of the Uqtddatorfli

W e, however, think he miaconceivea iU ~&raloosd to a 
perfect adept in the art of deception, bat from tl$ very mo. 
ment Mr. Neatie enters with the gun, aud opens hia lips to 
speak, tlie whole course of his actions ia distinctly made plain-
be does not disguise the motives of his conduct, but shows 
himself clearly, aa it were, in a glaaa. Indeed, it is not un­
like Iago, and the palpab'e misconceptions of that peculiar 
character were equally aa apparent in this, aaecond edition of 
Shakspeare'a great masterpiece. It may bo said that Mr. 
Neafie imitates Forrest. As this was one of Mr. Forrest's 
earliest etlorts in that species of composition, and which has 
enhanced hia fame more, far more, than have his imperaona-
tior.s of the creations of the master-spirit of the drama. Mr. 
Neafie may be excused a few similarities, which we will not 
call by so harsh v. word as imitation. When we assert, how­
ever, that it is the be»t thing we have seen at hia hands, he 
may take it as a compliment, although even in such parts, 
requiring grca* physique, lie haï yet to equalize and harmo­
nize will them that, the most important, the mental. We 
would also sugteat to Mr. Ne lie a reconsideration of the 
character, and remember that Oraloosa should so enact his 
double part as to deceive, alike l'i:urro and the audience. 
This is t;.e true philosophy of the character, as it is the gieat 
cue to that of Jtigo's. 

We had to smile at one passage in this tragedy, which we 
defended from criticism some twenty years ago, and that ia 
the beautiful liae, in a highly poetical passage: 

** The midnight rainbow on the hills." 
As this is a faet in natural history, or a phenomena of nature, 
we look upon it as one of the happiest poetical ideaaof the 
author.

Oraloosa was also thrown as;de in being, as 
it really w an. a failure; and it cèrtâinly is a bold attempt on 
die part of Mi Neafie to resuscitate the dead, and with their 
renewed existence, and upon their ashes, rise Phumix-like to 
dramatic glorj.

Tlie Art-Union Distribution. 

The American Art Union made its annual dis­

tribution, by lottery, on the night of the SOlh at 

Tripler Hall, New York. 

1* rom a report made on the occasion by the Hon. 

Henry J. Raymond, Chairman of the Committee 

offManagement, we learn that the number of mem­

bers during the present year is 10,310, and they 

have placed thç sum of SSI,.350 at the disposal of 
the Committee of Management. 

Of this amount $16,2&i have been devoted to the 

production of six engravings by American engrav­

ers, from pictures by American artists. and one 
copy of these eng-raring. will be delivered as soon 

as they can be completed, to each member of the 
institution. 

The si.m of $8000 has been devoted to the pub-

lication of the Bulletin, a î^onthly Art Journal, de­

signed to a d in advancing the interests and pro­

moting Jhe objects ot the American Act-Union. 

Of this wofk, 113,500 copies have been/published 

during the year, and accompanied by 227,000 origi­

nal etchings and wood cuts, have been placed in 
the hands of every member. 

The committee have purchased during the past 

yen 13 120 paintings, twenty bronze statuettes and 

six bronze busts of Washington, by American 

artists, at an aggregate'of $-13,120, the average 

cost ol each being $101 01. They have also pur­

chased fifty copies of outlines, by Washington 

Alston, -150 medals and stxty proof impressions of 

the large engravings from two of Trumbull s most 

celebrated paintings. These works of art, 1000 in 

iber were that evening distributed by lot, 

rding to the provisions of the constitution, 

among the members of the American Art-Union. 

The hrce Gallery has been kept open during the 

whole year, except for a brief interval, when it was 

closed for necessary improvements. It has been 
tan nanaUy allraaUw«, and hns been VWlteff" 

by hundreds of' thousands of the citizens, as well 

by strangers from every part of the country. 

One thousand prizes, including ">00 medals, 1Î0 
paintings, statuettes, and "Alston's Outlines,' 

were distributed among the subscribers, who hailed 

from all parts of the Union, and it might almost be 
aid of Kurope. 

The choice prize, number 100 on the list, "The 

Dream of Arcadia,'- by the late Thomas Cole, who 

painted '4 The< Voyage of Life last year, which 

won by a printer in the western part of New 

York, and for which he was odered $6000. was 

on by Samuel Westcott, Jersey City.
