Now what violation is there of the supreme law?

Why does not its reasoning apply with equal force 
to the act of Congress repealing the Judiciary act 
of a previous session—the only object and intent oi 
that tepealing act being to yet rid of obnoxious 
fudges who could not have been impeached?

The Louisville and - Portland Canal. 

Mr. Renton intrtduced a bill for 111* purcbaae of 

the r^mauiing shares of the Canal, with a view to 

the reduction of the tolls to the amount of absolute 

expenditures.

The whole capital stock of the company is one 

million of dollars, divided into 10,060 shares of $100 

each. Of this stock the United States took 2902 
shares, amounting to $933.500 ; and, up to Jinuary, 

1342, received iu tolls ihe sum of $257,?78—böing 

$21,278 more than the amount invested in the s o k 

—the enly instance, perhaps, in which the United 

Slates ever made money by going into profit and 

loss operations ; and a case in w hich the Federal 

Government should be ashamed of its profits. 

In 1842, a change was effected, by which all the 
profits were devoted to the purchase of the stock-

but allowing tin holders six p-^r cent, per annum to 

be added to the value of each share. Up to Janu­
ary, 1850,7650 shares have been bought at that date, 

anil 400 on Jan. 1, 1850—leaving only 1950 shares. 

The bill of Mr. Benton proposes the purchase ol 

these shares at $200, bsing $C2 less than their value 

by the arrangement of 1812. The amount of the 

appropriation w ill be $390,000. The tax is enor­

mous.

These gentlemen speak with the utmost 

fidence of being able to procure from coal a 

much larger amount of gas than has hitherto been 

obtained, and also to get from the residuum pro­

ducts of very considerable value, so as, in last, to 

enable them, if they chose, when the necessary 
apparatus waa erected, to light a large town for 

nothing, and yet realize a profit.

Thk Mobile Defalcation.—The Register 

of Monday says. 

" There have been numberless rumors afloat, the 
last few days, in reference to the recent astounding 
discovery of the embezzlement of the funds of the 
Firemen's Insurance Company. Mr Greene still 
remains in confinement. Immediately after his 
arrest he made au assignment to the company of 
all his property, real and personal, estimated in 
value at about S40.000, though some portions are 
encumbered by mortgages. Tbe whole amount 
embezzled is said to exceed $80,000. Up to Satur­
day, only about $17,000 worth of assets had been 
discovered The Directors have been busily en­
gaged in efforts to find out what application had 
been made by Mr. Greene of the funds. His 
Mtatement, we understand, is that he had invested 
them in speculations in cotton, which had resulted 
in losses ! 

'* We understand that Mr. Greene's official bonds 
were for $20,000, wilh four sureties. One of these
