Two publications by M. Guizot iiave recently 
appearecl in Paris—one in the form of a Preface fo 
the Life of Washington, by'Sparkn, a republicalion 
and the other a sketch of the Life of Gen. Moncl 
These two are now published together, and a pre 
face to both embodies come of the author's r« fl 1 
tiens and views touching the present condition « 
things in France. 

The founder of a Republic ami the restorer of 
monarchy-—these are tho iwo personages whom M 
Guizot 11 >is brought forward together, for the pur­
pose of illustrating how the one form of governmei 
or the other may be the result of peculiar cireum 
stances, conditions, associations and necessities. 
He mnkes 110 concealment of his own opinions n 
to the system b^Ht suited, in his judgment, to tl 
French people. The Republican form of govern 
men', which ho designates as a noble form, h 
considère the most difficult and dangerous 1 
forms; and he ascribes the success which haw at 
tended ils adoption in the United States to the 
g nia r advantages under which'the experiment was 
made. For instance, he adduces that we were a 
young society, not burdened with the yoke of a loi 

• past, and which had n^iiiiug t<> destroy when 
founded7a now government ; that ii had no rivals 
scarcely neighbors; that .in immense territoriu 
space lay open before it; that it had, from the be 
ginning, practiced and possessed republican usage# 
in the management of its internal affairs, and knew 
th« monarchical form of government but at a dis 
tance across the ocean, and as a respected na 
rather than a real and necessary power ; and fur 
ther, that when the American people commence 
their struggle with monarchy, it was tu resist its 
iniquitous pretensions and to defend their own 
rights—ancient and legal rights. The adoption of 
republican institutions, moreover, in the. United 
State«, was in accordance with the general desire, 
almost unanimous indeed, of the whole American 
people. 

France is now merely submitting, as M. Guizot 
believes, to that form of government which th 
Americans received of their own choice, according 
to their natural inclinations and the unexampled 
situation accorded to them by Providence. The 
experiment of the Republic, he thinks, has had a fair 
trial; yet there are quest ion H constantly arising, all 

t of which imply a revolution. If Fran e were satis­
fied with her position, such questions would not be 
agitated. We quote one passage f rom the terse ami 
concentrated language ut M. Guizot: 
" I do not wish to speak of the revolution of February. It 

would ill become me to speak of It at this early day. But 1 
cannot believe, nor is there a Frenchman who can re«ijn him­
self to the thought, that that i« «he denouement of tho glorious 
history of France. My country has a taste for throw ing her­
se I nito immense and unheard-of experiments, no matter at 
what price, nor at what peril. It may be said she corsitb-ra 
herself the «real laboratory of the civilization of the world. 
But it it is prompt to hazard, it is ulso prompt to r-fb et und 
retrace its steps, when it perceives that it bus made a fais.: 
step, and is falling. Already at tho shadow of n great uaine 
it has stooped. But a solitary halt i-> not safety. It is nol 
enough that 1'ranee tosses no longer 111 the abyss. The abyss 
must be closed and France ris9 tgain. To secure this rise, one 
of two men are absolutely necess-e y. W, m tust have JVu.-h 
inQJ1* ur *""nck. Which of the two will Providence grant 

We are lelt in no doubt concerning tho opinion 
of M. Guizot as to which of the two the French 
nation nest, requires. Yet we are not told which 
branch of exiled loyalty is to be restored by the 
Monck of France, should such a personage arise— 
nor are we informed where the elements are to be 
found by which either branch could ha sustained 
upon the throne. If the Empire is to !>• establish-
, » n(? M°'lck is needed—for Louis Napoleon is 

already in power; and it cannot be supposed that 
any one, except of Napoleon's lineage, can bring 
back the imperial system, which owed its existence 
and its glory to him,and which ia indissolubly con­
nected with his name. [Baltimore American.
