Such an example is certainly 
worthy of all praise; and we accord it in this par­
ticular case with all the more cheerfulness, as we 
are sure the act was prompted by a high sense of 
integrity—an earnest and anxious disposition to do 
right, for the sake of right, uninfluenced by any 
other motive."

The printer would have 
been treated with Bcoru ami contempt, as an illi'erate block 
bead as a IVllow better Stiel to be a wood .awyer than a 
printer. Nobody would have believed that such «rosa and 
pa uable la.lt. were owing to the ignorance and carelessness 
of the author. And no one but the practical printer known 
fiow many hours the compositors, and after bun the proof­
reader, is compelled to spend in reducing to u readable con. 

inn script s that the wnter himself would be puzzled 
ad.' 

Naval—A ietter to the editors of the Norfolk 
lierait!, from a correspondent on hour! the U. S. 

ship St. Mary's, dated Funchal Roads, Madeira, 
Nov. 14, Bays :

Latk from Pkru.—We learn by advices fr m 
Peru, that the approaching election of a President 
in that Republic will probably be attended with 
dangerous commotion. Party excitement is de­
scribed as being *o violent, that a civil war is even 
apprehended as the result, it is feared that the 
present administration, which supports one of the 
several candidate«, ia not possessed of sufficient 
power to put down an insurrection, should one 
arise.

Senate.—Mr. Felch, from the Committee « 
Public Lands, reported back the joint resolution of 
the House, which declares that the bounty land 
given by the act of last session to soldiers and oth­
ers shall be assignable before location, with a rec­
ommendation that it do not pass. 

Mr. Yulee introduced a bill granting land to 
Florida to aid in the construction of a railroad from 
the Atlantic to the Gulf of Mexico. 

Mr. Bradbury s resolution concerning removals 
from office was again taken up. 

Mr. Ewing addressed the Senate in defence of 
the removals of Colonel Weiler and General Lane. 
The cause for the removal of Colonel Weller was 
stated to be, among others, his intemperate habits, 
unfitting him for the discharge of his duties, and his 
being a defaulter in the State of Ohio. 

Mr. ('assand Mr. Bradbury replied. 
Mr. Downs alluded to some removals in New 

Orleans. After which, the Senate adjourned. 
House op Representatives.—Immediately 

after the reading of the journal this morning, Mr. 
Julian, of Indiana, moved for leave to amend the 
entry made therein, relative to the memorial from 
a society of Friends in Indiana, which was the sub­
ject of discussion yesterday, by adding the words, 
"and to refer the same to a committee, with in­
structions to prepare a bill in conformity with the 
prayer of the memorial." 

Mr. McLane. of Maryland, raised the question 
of order, and contended that the gentleman from 
Indiana could not move to amend the journals, by 
adding lo his motion for a .suspension of the rules 
to enable- him to present a memorial, a statement 
of the object he had in view. 

The Speaker having decided liiat the motion of 
Mr. Julian was in order, Mr. McLane appealed 
against the decision-of the chair, but subsequent­
ly withdrew his motion, to take the sense of the 
House. 

Some time was then occupied in a desultory dis­
cussion of the. question, some of the members as­
sert.jig that Mr. Julian, in making the motion, 
embodied in it the reference to a committee for the 
purpose alluded to; and others insisting that the 
motion he made was merely a suspension of the 
rules, in order that the memorial might be pre­
sented, and that the proposition of the member 
from Indiana was, not to correct the journal, but 
to make an addition to the entry of the preceding 
daj'. 

The motion of Mr. Julian to amend the journal 
was ultimately negatived, without a division. 

Mr. Potter, of Ohio, made an ineffectual attempt 
to get the House into a committee of the whole on 
the state ot the Union, for the purpose of taking up 
the cheap postage bill, which, under the two hours* 
rule that was adopted on Saturday, must be deci­
ded the next time it comes up for discussion. 

Mr. Stone, of Pennsylvania, chairman of the 
committee on elections, moved a privilege question ; 
and the House took up the New Hampshire con­
tested election. Mr. Strong spoke at considerable 
length in favor of the return of the sitting member, 
Mr Morrison : and was followed by Mr. Thomp­
son, of Kentucky, who took a diametrically diiler-
ent view of the subject. 

It appears that subsequent to the recent passing 
of a law in New Hampshire, re dividing a portion 
of the Slate, a member of one of the electoral dis­
tricts vacated his seat in Congress, and an election 
was held for returning a substitute, under the law 
at present in force, when Mr. Morrison was re­
turned. But it was contended, and the election 
committee is equally divided, that the member for 
the unexpired term should have been elected under 
the law which was in force when it commenced. 

Mr. Tuck, of New Hampshire, and Mr. Wood­
ward, of South Carolina, followed, and the hour 
lor adjournment having arrived, the House ad­
journed till to-morrow. 

From Jamaica —We have dates from Kingston 

to the 31st ult. We can find little of interest in 

them. I he cholera had almost entirely disap­

peared. The deaths from that malady in Kingston 
had reached six thousand. 

The Reform question appears, says the Journal, 

(Kingston,) to occupy a large portion of the atten­

tion of the press of Demerara, if not of the people 

of that colony. The Colonist supports the move­

ment—the Gazette is opposed to it. The former 

would have a more popular form of Government— 

the latter fails back upon the old and convenient 

" let-well-alone" argument. The people, it is 

alleged on the one hand, desire reform—the respec­

table portion, it is replied on the other, are satisfied 
with the prou-ut Court of Policy and Combined 

Court. The Gazette contends that the people are 

not fit for the enjoyment of the rights they claim. 

This has been the tyrant's plea in every country 

and in every age. Boyer, who ruled Hayti for 

some twenty years, held this opinion up to the 

period of his violent and deserved expulsion, and 

left the Hay teins as unfit for self-government as the 

first day he assumed power. 

Organization of the New Youk Legisla­

tive —Both branch- s of the Législature of New 

York organized on the 7th.

Metals of tiie United States. — Iron is 

the most abundant metallic mineral our country 

affords. Its value is ten times the value of göld 

and silver, and one-half the value of all the metal», 

produced in the United States. Iron is found in 

every State of the Union : 

^ The most valuable mine is one in Salisbury, 
Connecticut, which yields 3000 tons annually. 
I he mines in Dutchess and Columbia counties, in 
the Statv. of New York, produce annually 20,000 
tons of ore; Essex county, 1500 tons; Clinton, 
3000 ; Franklin 600; St. Lawrence. 2000, amount­
ing in all to more than $500,000. The value of the 
iron produced in the United States in 183-'» was 
$5,000,000 ; in 1837 $7,700,000. In Ohio 1200 
quare miles are underlaid with iron. 

A region explored in 1S3S would furnish iron 
sixty-one miles long and sA miles wide; a square 
would yield 3,000,000 tons W pig iron, so that this 
district would contain 1,000,000,000 tons. By 
taking from this region 400,000 tons annually—a 
larger quantity thau England produced previous to 
1820—it would last twenty-seven hundred years! 
as long a distance certainly as any man looks ahead. 
The States of Kentucky, Tennessee, Indiana, Illi­
nois, Maryland and Virginia possess inexhaustible 
quantities of iron ore. In Tennessee 100,000 tons 
are annually manufactured. Notwithstanding our 
great iron resources, more than one-half of our cut­
lery, hardware, railroad iron, etc., is still imported 
from Great Britain. 

It is supposed by geologists that the weekly 
supply of gold from our own mines will be equal 
to the demand, and that our own mines will yet 
be more profitable than the mines of Brazil and 
Columbia. 

The most extensive lead mines in the world are 
in Missouri, where the lead region is seventy miles 

!,0^Ay5ty wide* Thest' '» 1826 produced 
7jü00,000 tons, and the whole produce of the 
L nited States was 8,332,105. 

It has been estimated that the quantity of iron 
required in England for railroads, etc., for the cur­
rent year, will be about 1,260,000 tons, which it is 
supposed will be equal to all that country will 
produce. 

The quantity of lead manufactured in the United 
States in 1828 was 12,311,730 pounds; in 1829 
14,541,310 pounds ; in 1838 8,332,105, and in 18."!^ 
4,281,867 pounds. 

The copper trade, until within a year or two, has 
not been of much importance, as the result of the 
efforts made were not such to as justify any great 
operations. But now it appears to be attracting a 
great deal of attention. Whether the demand for 
copper stock is a fair index to the value of the cop­
per regions, remains to bo seen. 

It is estimated that the quantity of iron produced 
in the United States in 1845 was 910,100 tons, 
valued at $33,940,500. 

Remarkable Preservation.—An officer of 

our navy, on his voyage to China, writing lately to 

his friend in Washington City, relates the following 

singular occurrence: 

" A singular and (to the party concerned, at least) 
highly interesting circurnitance, occurred about the 
time we were off the ''ape of Good Hope. From 
the time that we reached the cooler latitudes of 
that region, we were constantly surrounded by 
birds, and sometimes in great numbers, whose ex­
quisitely graceful movements on the wing were a 
constant source of admiration to us all. One morn­
ing, when even a greater number than usual, in­
cluding several very large albatrosses, were follow-
ing the ship, the startling cry was heard of 'man 
overboard, and it proved to be an unlncky Irish­
man, who had gone to the fore part of the vessel to 
throw a dirty swab overboard, and had dropped him­
self into the water instead of the swab. We were 
soon hove to, and a boat lowered to go in search of 
the man, for whom they looked in vain, till they 
rowed, as a last hope, to the 'spot round which the 
birds were observed to all suddenly cluster, where 
they found the poor fellow in a state of insensibility 
and exhaustion. Around him the birds were hov­
eling with discordant screams, and, strange to re­
late, two gnat albatrosses had seized him by the 
clothes, thus keeping him from sinking, whiie seve­
ral were picking at ins head and face ! When the 
boat reached him he was unconscious and had 
ceased all exertions, so that he doubtless owed his 
life to these birds. The patent life buoys, as is 
usually the case, did not reach the water, although 
the port fires burned and smoked away most fu­
riously. 

Tricks of Parisian Swindlers.—O,;o m.^re 
anecdote of the frequenters of the £iy»ée Last 
Thursday evening, an officer of the staff picked up 
m the coffee room, an embroidered handkerchief, 
edged with cofctiy Valenciennes lace. He an­
nounced the valuiM-; waif in a loud voice, and, no 
one claiming it, tied it to the handle of his swr,rd 
ami promenaded through the different saloons. His 
disp ay wuh successful ; a ger.t'emau approached 
and cicitmed it as the pioperty of a lady seated ai 
the other end of the larg* hall. Great were the 
offic^r'c surprise and vexation, when, next morn-
ing, a note from the Baronet de V+** was put into 
his ha;.d~. it commenced—" Mon cher capitaine," 
and request <1 him tosend her handkerchief, which 
she was old he had found, by the bearer, her valet 
<U chambre. He understood at once that he had 
been the victim of a couple of ewindler^at the ball. 
But what was to be done ? The capiain acted iik-
a gentleman. A small piece of gold lo the valet 
procured him the address of the fashionable fancy 
good.s dealer honored by the patronage of the bar­
oness ; and the sum of four hundred francs gave 
him a handkerchief closely resembling the original 
one. Next day, on meeting the baroness, he dis­
covered that she had neither lest the handkerchief 
nor written the note. Ile had been twice the duj»e 
of sharpers. 1 do noi know that this anecdote has 
any particular moral, but it may go to illustrate a 
tact every one knows, that M. Bonaparte's tickets 
of invitation are *omeiimes used by persons to whom 
they are not sent. The visitors are so numerous, 
that an efficient control is impossible.
