Mrs* Sltldoiis' Lady Macbeth* 

HER OWN REMARKS ON TH* CHARACTER. 

No performer was destined offener than MM. 
Siddons to expend superlative genius on the acti.ig 
of indifferent d amas. It ifl true that she nom • 
time» turned this misfortune into the m^ans of 
creating additional astonishment. Where there 
was little or no poetry, she made it for herself; 
and might he said to have become at once both the 
dramatist and the artr^Bs. Where hut a hint of a 
fine situation was given, nhe caught up the vague 
conception, and produced it in a »hape that wan at 
once ample and defined ; and, with the sorriest text 
to justify the outpouring of her own radiant an 1 
fervid spirit, she turned into a glowing picture 
what »he hail found but a comparative blank. 

Much, however, as we may wonder at this flieh 
degree of theatrical art, I doubt if its practice would 
be desirable, a? a general advantage, either to the 
actor's profession ttr to dramatic poetry. Actors, 
in parts beneath their powers, are, after all, only 
like musicians performing on instruments unworthy 
of their skill. They overcome u», it i* true, with 
wonder and delight, i have heard the inspired 
Neukomme draw magical sounds from a common 
parish-church organ, which, under any other touch 
than Iiis own, wa* ab«.ut as musicnl as the be!i 
overhead that summotu: I the parishioners. But 
this did not prevent me from devoutly wishing that 
I had heard him perform on the Haarlem organ. 

The siage-artist'a inspiration ought never to de 
pend on shining by its own light : fur it never can 
be perfect, unless it meets and kindles with the 
correspondent inspiration of poetry. The tempo­
rary triumph which this marvellous acting afford* 
to indifferent plays, is unjust to the truly pesticai 
drama and perplexing to popular taste. Mrs. Sid-
dons' Margaret of Anjou, for instance, I dare say, 
persuaded half her spectators that Franklin's " Earl 
of Warwick" was a noble poem. The reading 
man, who had seen the piece at night adorned by 
her acting, would, no doubt, next morning, on 
perusal, find that her performance alone had given 
splendor to the meteor : but the unreading specta­
tor would probably for eve^consider " The Earl of 
Warwick" a tragedy as good as any of Shak-
speare's. 

The most pleasing points, therefore, in Mrs. Sid. 
dons' history, are her returns to the plays of Shak-
speare. She ch<*e the part of Lady Macbeth for 
her second benefit this season, February 241785 * 

I regard the tragedy of " Macbeth," upon 
the whole, as the greatest treasure of our dramatic 
literature. We may look, as Britons, on Greek 
sculpture and Italian paintings, with an humble 
const iousries^ that our native art has never reached 
their perfection ; bui, in the drama, we can confront 
jEsohylua himself with Shak^peare : and, of all 
modern theatres, ours alone can comf *te with the 
Greek in the unborrowed nativeness and sublimity 
of iu superstition. In the grandeur of tragedy. 
" Macbeth " has no parallel, till we go back to the 
" Prometheus and the Furies " of the Attic stage. 
I could even produce, if it were not digressing from 
my subject, innumerable instances of striking simi­
larity between the metaphorical mintage of Shak-
speare'sand of ^Eschylus' siyle—a similarity, both 
in beauty and in the fault of excess, that, unies» 
the contrary had been proved, would lead me to 
suspect our great dramatist to have been a studious 
Greek scholar. But their resemblance arose only 
from the consanguinity of nature. 

In one respect, the tragedy of "Macbeth" al­
ways reminds me of iE*chylus' poetry. It has 
scenes and cone eptions absolutely too bold for rep 
resentation. What stage could do justice to 
iEschylus, when the Titan Promethus makes his 
appeal to the elements; and when the hammer is 
heard in the Scythian Desert that rivets his chains ? 
Or when the ghost of Clytemie-ntry rushes into 
Apollo's Temple, and rouses the sleep ng Furies? 
I wish to imagine these scenes : I should be sorry 
to see the acting of them attempted. 

In like manner, there are parts of " Macbeth " 
which I delight to read much more than to see in 
the theatre. When the drum of the Scottish army 
is heard on the wild heath, and when I fancy it 
advancing, with its bowmen in front, and itsspeais 
and banners in the distance, I ain always disap­
pointed with Maibeth's entrance, at the head of a 
few kilted actors. Perhaps more effect might be 
given to this scene by stage preparation ; though 
with the science of stage-effect I can pretend to 
little acquaintance. But, be that as i„ may, 1 
strongly suspect that the appearance of the weird 
Sinters is too wild and poeiical for the possibility of 
its being ever duly acted in a theatre. Even with 
the exquisite music of Lock, the orgies of the 
Witches at their boiling cauldron is a burlesque and 
revolting exhibition. Could any stage contrivance 
make it seem sublime ? No ! I think it defies 
theatrical art to render it half so welcome as when 
we read it by the mere light of our own imagina­
tions. Nevertheless, I feel no inconsistency in re-
veriing from these remarks to my first assertion, 
that, all in all, " Macbeth " is our greatest posses­
sion In dramatic poetry. With the exception of the 
Weird Sisters, it is not only admirably suited for 
siage repre>eniation, but it has given the widest 
scope to the greatest powers of British ac'ing. It 
was restored to our theatre by Garrick, with much 
fewer alterations than have generally mutilated the 

(»lays of Shakcpeare. For two-thirds of a century 
>efore Garrick's time, " Macbeth " had been worse 

than banished from the stage : for it had be *n acted 
with D'Avenant's altera'ions, produced in 1672, in 
which every original beauty was either awkwardly 
disguised or arbitrarily omitted. Yet, so ignorant 
were Englishmen, that "The Tatler " quotes 
Shakspeare's "Macbeth" from D'Avenant's al 
teration of it ; and when Quin heard of Garrick's 
intention to restore the original, he a^ked with 
astonishment, " Have 1 not all this time been act­
ing Shakspeare's play ? " 

Lady Macbeth, though not so intensely im pas 
sioned as Constance, is a more important character 
in the tragedy to which she belongs. She is a 
larger occupant of our interest on the stage, and a 
more full and finished poetical creation. The part 
accordingly proved, as might have been expected, 
Mrs. Siddons' master-piece. It was an era in 
one's life *0 have seen her in it. She was Tragedy 

who accosted him on the heath, have lighted up 
into daring and desperate determinations all those 
pernicious slumbering fires which the enemy of 
man is ever watchful to awaken in the bosoms of 
his unwary victims. To his direful suggestions she 
is so far from offering the least opposition, as not 
only to yield up her soul to them, but moreover to 
invoke the sightless ministers of remorseless cruel­
ty to extinguish in her breast all ihone compunc­
tious visitings of nature which otherwise might 
have been mercifully interposed to counteract, and 
perhaps eventually to overcome, their unholy insti­
gations. But having impiously delivered herself 
up lo the excitements of hell, the pitifulness of 
heaven itself is withdrawn from her, and she is 
abandoned to the guidance of the demons whom 
she has invoked. . 
" Here I cannot resist a little digression, to ob­

serve how sweetly contrasted with the conduct of 
this splendid fiend is that of the noble, single-
minded Ban<[uo. Ile, when under the samt} «p3-
cies of temptation, having been alarmed, as it 
appears, by some winked suggestions of tlte \ixd 
Sitters in his last night's dream, puU.upan«4^*erit 

prayer lo heaven to have these cursed thoughts re-
fttiained in him, 'which nature gives way lo in re­
pose.' Yes, even as to that time when he is not 
accountable either for their access or continuance, 
he remembers the precept, 'Keep thy heart with 
all diligence ; for out of it are the issues of life.' 
" To return to the subject. Lady Macbeth, thus 

adorned with every fascination of mind and per­
son, enters for the first time, reading a part of one 
of those portentous letters Irom her husband. 
* They met me in the day of success; and I have 
learned by the perfectest report they have mere in 
them than mortal knowledge. When I burned 
with desire to question them further, they made 
themselves into thin air, into which they vanished. 
While I stood wrapped in the wonder of it, came 
missives from the king, who ail hailed me * Thane 
of Cawdor,' by which title, before these sisters 
had saluted me, and referred me to the coming « IL 
(»f time with * Hail, king that shall be. ! ' Th • I 
have thought good to deliver thee, my dearest part­
ner of greatness, that thou mightest not lose tl 
due * ' i of rej iicing, by being ignorant of what great-

t fs promised. L .y it to thy heart, and fare­
well ! ' Now vaulting ambition and intrepid dar­
ing rekindle in a moment all the splendors of her 
lark blue eyes. She fatally resolves that Olamis 
and Cawdor shall be also that which the mysteri-

igeiits of the Evil One have promised. SI e 
proceeds to the investigation of her husband's 

character : 
Vet I do fear thy nature. 

It is too fall of the milk of human kindnen 
To catch the nearest way. Thon wouldst be great, 
Art not without ambition, but wi'hout 
The illnes« tl.ould attend it. What thou wouldst highly. 
That thou wouldst holily. Wonldst not play false, 
And yet wou (1st wio-iijiy win. Thou'dst have gieat Gl amis, 
That which eres, Thns th'iu mu*t do if thou have it! 
And that which rather thou doit fear to do 
Than wisliest should be undone." 

44 In this development, we find that, though am­
bitious, he is yet arniab'e, conscientious, nay, pioua ; 

ml yet (if a temper so irresolute and fluctuating as 
3 require all the efforts, all the excitement which 

her uncontrollable spirit and her unbounded influ-
nce over him can perform. She continues— 

' Hie the1 hither. 
That I may pour my spirits In thine ear, 
And chastise with the valor of my tongue 
All that impede« thee from the ^oidt-n round. 
Which late anil metauhyatcal aid doth seem 
To have thee crown'd withal.' 

" Shortly Macbeth appears. He announces th* 
king's approach ; and she, insensible ii should seem 
to all the perils which he has encountered in batlle, 
and to all the happiness of his safe return to her,— 
for not one kind word of greeting or congratulation 
does she offer—is so entirely swallowed up by the 
horrible design, which has probably been suggested 
to her by his letters,as to have entirely forgotten both 
the one and the other. It is very remarkable that 
Macbeth is frequent in expressions of tenderness to 
his wife, while she never betrays one symptom 
aftertion towards him, till, in the fiery furnace ot 
affliction, her iron heart is melted down to softnes«. 
For the present, she fl'es to welcome ths venerab! 
gracious Duncan, with such a show of eagerness 
as if allegiance in her bosom sat crowned with de 
votion and gratitude. 

4€ TILK SECOND ACT. 
" There can be no doubt that Macbeth, in tlu 

first instance, suggested his design of assassinatint 
tne king, and it is probable that he has invited hi 
gracious sovereign to his castle, in order the more 
»peedily and expeditiously to realize those thoughts 
4 whose murder, though but yet fantastical, so shook 
his single state of man.' Vet, on the armai of the 
amiable monarch who had so honored him of late 
his naturally benevolent and good feelings resume 
their wonted power. He then solemnly communes 
with his heart, and afier much powerful reasoning 
upon the danger of the undertaking, calling to 
mind that Duncan, his king, of the mildest virtues, 
and his kinsman, lay as his guest. All those ac­
cumulated determents, with the viulated rights of 
sacred hospitality bringing up the rear, rising all at 
once in terrible array to his awakened conscience, 
he relinquishes the atrocious purpose, and widely 
determines to proceed no farther in the business. 
But, now, behold his evil-genius, his grave-charm, 
appears, and by the foroe of her revilings, her con­
temptuous taunts, and, above all, by her op pro 
brious aspersion of cowardice, chases the gather­
ing drops of humanity lrom his eyes, and drives 
before her impetuo'us and destructive career al! 
those, kindly charities, those impressions of loyalty, 
and pity, and gratitude, which, hut the moment 
before, had taken full possession of his mind. She 
says : 

' 1 have given suck, and know 
How tender 'tis to love the babe that milks me. 
I would, while it was smiling in my face, 
Have pluck'd my nipple from its boneless gums, 
Anddash'd the brains out.—had 1 but so sworn 
As you have doae to this.' 

" Even here, horrific as she is, she shows herself 
made by ambition, but not by nature, a perfectly 
savage creature. The very use of such a tender 
allusion in the midst of her dreadful language, per-

felt 
her 

" Under the impression of her present wretched­
ness, I, from this moment, have always assumed 
the dejection of countenance and manners which 
I thought accordant to such a state of mind ; and, 
thöugh the author of this sublime composition has 
not, it must be acknowledged, given any direction 
whatever to authorize this assumption, yet I ven­
ture to hope that he w ould not have disapproved • f 
it. It is evident, indeed, by her conduct in the 
scene which succeeds the mournful soliloquy, that 
she is no longer the presumptuous, the determined 
creature that she was before the assassination of 
the king : for instance, on the approach of her jjiiH-
band, we behold for the first time sinking indica­
tions of sensibility, nay tenderness and sympathy ; 
and I think this conduct is nobly followed up by 
her during the whole of their subsequent eventful 
intercourse. It is evident, I think, that the sad arid 

experience of affliction has subdued the in o-
lence of her pride and the violence of her will; 
for she comes now to seek him out, that she m ty 
at least participate las misery. She knows, by 
lier own woful experience, the torment which ne 
undergoes, and endeavors to alleviate his suffer­
ings by the following inefficient reamonings: 
' How now, my lord—why do yoo keep alone ? 
Of sorriest fancies your companions making 'f 
Using those thouirhti which shoul I indeed huvedied 
With them they think on. Things without all remedy 
Should be without regard. What'a done, is done.' 

" Far from her former habits of reproach and 
contemptuous taunting, you perceive that she now 
listens to his complaints with sympathizing feel­
ings ; and, fo far from adding lo the weight of his 

flliction the burthen of her own, she endeavors to 
onceal it from him with the inosi delicate and un* 
emitting attenti on. But it is iu vain ; as we m;ty 

observe in thi* beautiful and mournful dialogue 
with the physician on the subject of his cureiei>s 
malady: 4 Canst thou not minister to a mind dis­
eased ! " etc. You now hear no m »re of her chid-
ings ami reproaches. No; all her thoughts are 
now directed to divert his Jroin those sorriest fan­
cies, by turning them to the approaching banquet, 1 

in exhorting hiin to conciliate the good will an I 
good thoughts of his guests, hy receiving them w ith 
a disengaged iur, arid cordial, bright, and jovial 
demeanor. Yes; smothering her pufferings in the 
deepest recesses oi her own wre'ehed bosom, We 
cannot but perceive that she devotes herself en­
tirely lo the eff>rt of supporting him. 
" Let it be here recollected, as some palliation of 

her former very different deportment, that she had 
probably from childhood commanded all around 
her with a high hand ; had uninterruptedly, per­
haps, in thai splendid station, enjoyed all that 
wealth, all that nature had to bestow ; mat she 
had, possibly, no directors, no controllers, and that 
in womanhood her fascinated lord had never once 
opposed her inclinations. But now her new-bom 
relenting-, under the r<wl of chastisement, prompt 
her to make palpable efforts in order to support the 
spirits of her weaker, and, 1 must say, more selfish 
husband. Yes; in gratitude for his unbounded 
affection, andjin com misse rat ion of his sufferings, 
she suppresses the anguish of her heart, even while 
that anguish is precipitating her into the grave 
which at thi* moment is yawning to receive her. 

"THE J1ANQUET. 
" Surrounded by their coun, in all the apparent 

ease and self-complacency of which their wretch­
ed souls are destitute, they are now seated at the 
royal banquet ; and although, through the greater 
jiart of this scene, Lady Macbeth affects to resume 
her wonted domination over her husband, yet, not­
withstanding all litis self-control, her mind mu»t 
even then be agonized hy the complicated pangs of 
terror and remorse. For, what imagination can 
conceive her tremors, lest at every succeeding mo­
ment Macbeth, in his distraction, may confirm those 
suspicions, but ill-concealed, under the loyal looks 
and cordial manners of their facile courtiers, when, 
with smothered terror, yei domineering indigna­
tion, she exclaims, upon his agitation at the gho«-t 
of Banquo, 4 Are you a man ? ' Macbeth 

' Av, a bold one~that dare look on that 
Which might appal the devil." 

This is the very painting of your fear ; 
This is the sir drawn dagger which, ye said, 
Ijed you to Duncan On, the«e Haws and s:ai 
Impostor** to true fear, wou id well become 

*» fire, 
! lier grandam—" 

. . —  ,  —  m a k e  s u c h  :  

You look but on a stool. 
44 Dying with fear, yet assuming the utmost com 

posure, she returns to her stately canopy; and 
wilh trembling nerves, having tottered up the steps 
to her throne, that bad eminence, she entertains her 
wondering guests with frightful smiles, with over­
acted attention, and with fitful graciousne-s ; pain­
fully, yet incessantly, laboring to divert their atten­
tion from her husband. While writhing under her 
internal agoniee, lior rrnile*n and terrifying glances 
towards Macbeth, iu spite of all her efforts to sup­
press them, have thrown the whole table into 
amazement; and the murderer then suddenly 
breaks up the assembly by the following confession 
of his horrors : 

4 Can auch things be. 

her forbearance) has been continually pouring ont 
his miseries to his wife. His heart has therefore 
been cased, from time to time, by unloading i s 
weight of wo; while she, on the contrary, has per­
se veringly endured in silence the uttermost anguish 
of a wounded spirit. 

* The grief that doea not speak 
Whiapers the o'erfraught heart, and bids it break.' 

" Her feminine nature, her delicate structure, it 
is too evident, are soon « verv\ hetmed by tl»e enor­
mous pressure of her crimes Yet ii w ill b- grant­
ed, that she gives proof« of a naturally higher-
toned mind than that of Macbeth. The different 
physical powers of the two sexes are finely deli 
neated, in the different effects which their mutual 
crimes produce. Her frailer frame, and keener 
feelings, have now sunk under the struggle—his 
robust and less sensitive constitution has not only 
resisted it, but bear«« hirn on to deeper wickedue>s, 
and to experience the fatal fecundity of crime. 

• For mine own good—all causes »hall give way. 
I ain in biood so tar st pp'd in. thnt should I wade no mote. 
Returning were aa tedious as goo'er.' 

Henceforth, accordingly, he perpetrates horrors to 
the nay of his doom. 

44 In one point of view, at least, this guilty pair 
extort from us, in spite of ourselves, a certain re­
spect arid approbation. Their grandeur of charac­
ter sustains them both above recrimination (the 
despicable accustomed resort of vulgar minds) in 
adversity; for the wretched husband, though Al­
most impelled into this gulf of destruction hy the 
instigations of his wife, feels no abatement of his 
love lor her ; while she, on her part, appear- to 
have known no tenderness for him, till, with a 
heart bleeding at evory pore, she beholds in lun 
the miserable victim of their mutual ambition. 
Unlike the first frail pair in Paradite, they spent 
not the iruiiless hours in mutual accusation." 

Mrs. Siddons had played Lady Macbeth in the 
provincial theatres many years betöre «he atteinpt-

I the character iu London. Adverting to the first 
tne this part was allotted to her, she. eavs, It 
a.i my custom lo study my characters at night, 
hen all ihe domestic care.- and business of the 

day were over. On the night preceding thai in 
hieb I was io appear in this part for the first lime, 

I shut myself up, as u-ual, when all the family 
were retired, and commenced my Btudy of Lady 
Macbeth As the character is very short, I thought 
I should soon accomplish it. B-ing then only 

irepty years of age, I believed, an many others do 
believe, that lii'le more was necessary than to get 
the words into mv head; lor the necessity of dis­
crimination,V i '.oe development of character, at 
that time of m ', had scarcely entered into my 
imagination. Bo to proceed. 1 went on with 
tolerable com, c », in the silence of the night, 
(a night I ne v. - i forget,) till I came to the a*-

issinrttion sc- when the h'irrors of the scene 
jse to a degree u.at made it impossible for nv* to 

get farther. I snatched up my candle, and hurried 
f the room, in a paroxysm of terror. My 

dress was of si;k, and the rustling of it, as I as­
cended the stairs to go to bed, seemed to my panic-
struck fancy like the movement of a spectre pur­
suing rne. At last I reached my chamber, where I 
found my husband fast asleep. I clapped my can­
dlestick down upon the table, without the power of 
putting the candle out ; and I threw myself on my 
bed, without daring to siay even to rake off iuy 
clothes. At peep of day I rose to resume ray task ; 
but so little did I know of my part when I appeared 
in it at night, that my shame and confusion cured 
me of procrastinating my business for the remain­
der of my life. 
" About six years afterward I was called upon 

to act the same character in London. By this time 
I had perceived the difficulty of assuming a per-' 
sonage with whom no one feeling of common gene­
ral nature, was congenial or assistant. One's own 
heart could prompt one to express, with some de­
gree of truth, the sentiments of a mother, a 
daughter, a wife, a lover, a sister, etc., but to 
adopt this character must be an effort of the judg 
ment alone. 

Therefore it was with the utmost difftdenc

" Remarks on the Character of Lady Macbeth. 

" In this aatoiiisliitig nreature one sees a woman 
in whose bosom the passion of ambition has almost 
obliterated all the ciiarantcriptirs of human nature ; 
in whose <•» mposition are associated all the aubjti 
gating powers <,f intellect, and all the charms and 
graces of personal beauiy. You will probably not 
bfcree with me as to the character of thai beauty ;

present and all the tenors of a future world ; and 
we are cousi ained, even while we abhor hi 
crimes, to pity the infatuated victim of su< h a 
thraldom.

Her language to Mac­
beth is the most potently eloquent that guilt could 
use. It is only in soliloquy that she invokes the 
powers of hell to unsex her. To her husband she 
avows, and the naturalness of her language makes 

believe her, that she had felt theinstinct of filial 
well as maternal love. But she makes her very 
tiles the means of a taunt to her lord—4 You 

have the milk of human kindness in your heart,' 
he says (in substance) to him, 4 but ambition, 
vhich is rny ruling passion, would be also yours if 

you had courage. With a hankering desire to 
suppress, if you could, all your weaknesses of sym­
pathy, you are too cowardly to will the deed, and 
can only dare to wish it. You speak of sympathies 
and feeling. I too have felt with a tenderness which 
your sex cannot know ; hu: 1 am resolute in my am­
bition to trample on all that obstructs my way to a 

rown. Look to me, and be ashamed of your weak-
less.' Abashed, perhaps, to find his own courage 

humbled before, tins uriirn tgnable instance of female 
fortitude, he at lasi screws up his courage to the 
slicking-place, and binds upeach corporal agent to 
this terrible feat. It is the dead of night. The gra­
cious Duncan, now shut up in measureless content, 
reposes sweetly, while ihe restless spirit of wick­
edness resolves that he shall wake no more. The 
daring fiend, whose pernicious potions have stupe­
fied his attendants, and who even laid their dag­
gers ready,—her own spirit, as it seems, exalted by 
the power of wine, proceeds, 'That which hath made 
litem drunk hath made me bold,' now enters the gal­
lery in eager expectation of the resul»s of her diaboli­
cal diligence. In the tremendous suspense of these 
moments, while she recollects her habitual human­
ity, one irait of tender feeling is expressed, 4 Had 
ho not resembled my father as he slept, 1 had done 
it.' Her humanity vanishes, however, in the same 
instant ; for when she observes that Macbeth, in 
the terror and confusion of his faculties, has brought 
lie daggers from the place wh -re they had agreed

and to smear those attendants of the sovereign wilh 
hlood. He, shuddering, exclaims,4 I'll go no more ! 
I am afear'd lo think of what I have done. Look 
on't again I dare not.' 

44 Then instantaneously the solitary particle of 
her human feeling is swallowed up in her remorse­
less ambition, and wrenching the daggers from the 
feeble grasp of her husband, she finishes the act
