SENATE.—'The Chair laid before the Senate a 
report of the surveys made with a view of supply 
ing Washington city with pure water, with an es­
timate of the probable cost of the work. 

Messrs. Ewing and Dickinson presented peti­
tion» from Ohio and New York, praying the estab­
lishment of a line of steamers to Africa. 

Mr. Cooper presented petitions from merchants 
ot Phi1 adelphia, is favor of a line of steamers from 
that*. to Rrazil. 

Also nrgenumber of petitions for the modifi­
cation oi the tarilF of 1846. 

Mr. Mason presented the resolutions of the State 
Legislature of Virginia, praying that further pro­
vision be made to satisfy Virginia military land 
warrants. 

Mr. Seward presented several petitions from the 
State of New York, in favor of a repeal of the Fu­
gitive Slave law. Laid on ths table. 

Mr. Whitcomb presented the credentials of the 
Hon. J. D. Bright, Senator elect from Indiana, for 
six rears, from and after the 4th of March, 1851. 

Mr. John Davis offered a resolution, whic lies 
over, directing an i quiry into the expediency of 
increasing the compensation now given to Judge 
Cranch, for trying appeals in patent cases. 

On motion by Mr. Walker, the Secretary of the 
Treasury was requested to communicate the quality 
and value of all articles brought into the United 
State.? for sale, or under bond for exportation, from 
Canada, during the years 1849 and '50. 

Mr. Benton called up the bill to make good to the 
State of Missouri the two per cent, fund which was 
received from that State in the public lands sold in 
that Slate. 

After some remarks from Mr. Clay, in opposition 
to the bill, it was laid on the table for the present. 

Mr. Mason moved, and the Senate proceeded to 
the consideration of the bi!l to incorporate the 
Union («as L'ght Co., of Washington city, 

Mr. Chase moved to make the directors of the 
company individually liable for all debts contracted 
while in office. 

Mr. Walker moved to make the stockholders in­
dividually liable to the amount of their stock held 
at the time the liability occurred. 

After debate, Mr. Walker's amendment was 
agreed to, and the other rejected. 

The bill was then ordered to be engrossed. 
A fier debate, the bill authorizing the U. S. Dis­

trict Judge of Arkansas to appoint steamboat in­
spectors in that Stale, was taken up and ordered 
to be engrossed for a third reading. 

The Senate then took up the bill to ascertain and 
settle the private land claims in California. 

The questi 11 pending was on the substitute re­
ported by th* judiciary committee for the whole 
bill. 

Mr. Berrier. • ipluined the bill reported by the 
committee, ann supported it. 

Mr. Benton denounced the bill reported by the 
committee as worse than any yet heard of. 

Mr. Berrien replied, and, without taking any 
vote, the Senate adjourned. 

IIousi OF REPRESENTATIVES.—Mr. Haralson, 
of Georgia, moved a joint resolution, explanatory 
of the act granting compensation to all officer«, 
non-commissioned officers and soldier«, who may 
have served three months in the army of the 
United Stales, and directing that its provisions 
shall be extended to ail who have so served ; the 
act alluded to referring to persons who were en­
gaged in the service during the war, and the Sec­
retary of the Interior construing its provisions to be 
limited strictly to persons who served during the 
actual existence of hostilities. 

As the resolution could only be introduced with 
the unanimous consent of the House, Mr. Haral­
son, who was proceeding to explain his object, was 
interrupted by an objection, and no action was had 
on the resolution. 

A motion of Mr. Bayly, to suspend the rules to 
enable him to move a resolution making it the spe­
cial order of the day for to-morrow, for the consid­
eration of fivà of the appropriation bills, which he 
enumerated, was lost, the division being yeas 114, 
nays 77—there not being two-thirds of the House 
in favor of the suspension of the rules. 

Mr. Johnson, of Arkansas, moved that the rules 
he sUHpended, to enable him to introduce a resolu­
tion, making the harbor and river bill the special 
order of the day for Tuesday in next week, to be 
continued from day to day until disposed of; and 
the yeas and nays being ordered, there were 116 in 
the affirmative and 70 in the negative. The mo­
tion was therefore lost, there not being two-thirds 
iu the affirmative. 

Motions for a suspension of the rules, with refer­
ence chiefly to the routine business of the House, 
were made and negatived. At length, Mr. Bayly, 
of Virginia, moved that the House go into com­
mittee of the whole on the state of the Union ; 
which was agreed to, 115 to 43. 

The deficiency bill again came up as the subject 
•f discussion, and the manner in which clerks had 
been appointed by the Secretary of War, for whose 
remuneration the bill made provision, was described 
by Mr. Dunham, of Indiana, as being contrary to 
law, and as the most impudent piece of usurpation 
in the annals of the Government; the appointments 
having been made before the meeting of Congress, 
and when the clerks had no duty to perform. 

It was contended on the other hand, that if the 
clerks referred to had been appointed without the 
authority of law, it was not without the authority 
of precedent, and the censure which had been passed 
upon the conduct of the Secretary of the Interior, 
by Mr. Dunham, was attributed to the circum­
stance of his being a whig aud the member from 
Indiana a democrat. 

Mr. Averett, of Virginia, spoke with some 
warmth, of abuses in the Pension Office, and of 
the practice which is becoming too prevalent, of 
appointing persons to fill subordinate situations 
under ihe Government, for the purpose of carrying 
out the views of heads ofjdepartments. He insist­
ed that one-half the clerks who are employed in 
the Pension Office would be sufficient for the per­
formance of all its duties ; and moved an amend­
ment that the sum of $12,500, which the bill pro­
vides, he reduced to SS0U0. 

Mr. Dunham, in reply to the motives which had 
been attributed to him, disclaimed being actuated 
by political feeling ; nor did he wish to throw any 
obstacles in the way of the due execution of the 
law. He had alluded to a transaction which at 
least ought to be inquired into, and if it would not 
bear scrutiny, it ought not to be sustained. 

Mr. Johnson, of Tennessee, was opposed to any 
measure that would fetter the administration ; and 
•ailed the attention of the Committee to the fact of 
clerks in the departments being employed but five 
hours in each day instead of the time prescribed 
by law, which he requested might be read ; from 
which it appears that the hours thus determined 
upon, are from April to October] ten hours, and du­
ring the remainder of the year, eight hours every 
day, exclusive of Sundays and the 4th of July ; 
and from a calculation which he had made, it ap­
peared that the proposed increase of clerical aid, 
together with three more hours each day according 
to law, would be equal to seventy-six additional 
clerks euch year. 

Mr. Bayly, of Virginia, thought this provision 
merely had reference to the Üenirtment of ill» In­
terior ; hut, Hfier hearing the law read again, he 
was satisfied that it had reference to the various 
Department« of State, and eipretsed a hope that 
the law would be enforced. 1 

A good deal of running debate ensued as to the 
salary ol the clerk, in the Pension-OfSce, and an 
amendment t°an amendment wan carried, provid­
ing that no clerk who ha» been employed should 
recetve more than 1,1,000 per annum. Amotion 
made by Mr. Bayly, to give one clerk 91,600 a year 
tvna lit«» ' 1 1 

the clerks should receive, one of them $2,000 and 
the other $1,600 per annum. He auoted from 
democratic authorities in support of his position, 
which he said he was satisfied would have due 
weight with the democratic parly in the House ; 
and adduced evidence that had been taken on a 
former occasion, to show that it was the opinion of 
persons well qualified to judge, that to have effi­
cient men in the Departments of Government, they 
must be remunerated by competent salaries. 

He condemned the principle of making men 
stand ten hours a day at a desk, which he consid­
ered as tantamount to erecting a tread-mill in the 
public offices. 

The inexorable hammer of the Chairman here 
fell, in obedience to the five minutes rule, and the 
committee rose. The Chairman reported that no 
conclusion had been arrived at, and the House ad­
journed.

TRADE ON THE LAKES.—The Buffalo Cuorier 

publishes an elaborate article on the commerce of 

the Lakes, concentrating at Buffalo, for the year 

1850, prepared by James L. Barton, Esq., front the 

manifests exhibited at the Customhouse in that 

city. He shows that there was imported into Buf­

falo, from the Western Slates, (very little from 

Canada included,) merchandise to the value of 

$22,525.781, and that the value of exports during 

the year, amounted to $14,501,737. Total valua­

tion, $67,027,518. To this may be added the com­

merce of Black Rock and Tonawanda, ports at the 

lower end of Lake Erie, visited by vessels, in order 

to show the total commerce of the Upper Lakes 

which concentrates at Buffalo and the lower end 

of Lake Erie —equal to $3,153,287—the whole 

forming an aggregate of $70,180,705. The Lake 

commerce in 1845, with the port of Buffalo alone, 

as filed in the topographical bureau at Washing­

ton, was $60,140,062. Compared with that of 

1850, the increase for the latter period is $6,887,455. 

The number of arrivals at Buffalo during the 

past season was 3559—equal to 1,255,430 tons. 

The clearances numbered 3599—tonnage 1,263,307. 

CAMELS FOR ARMY TRANSPORTATION.—We ob­
serve from the proceedings in the Senate of the 
United Slates, that on motion of Mr. Davis, of Mis­
sissippi, the Committee on Military Affairs were in­
structed to inquire into the expediency of introduc­
ing camels for the purposes of army transportation. 
We trust the committee will report in favor of the 
experiment, and that Congress will order it to be 
tried. There are many reasons for believing that 
it would be eminently successful. 

The camel is proverbially 44 the ship of the des­
ert. His entire organization is especially adapted 
for heavy burdens and long marches, without food 
or water. He carries a weight of eight hundred 
pounds, and travels cheerfully over the sands of 
Asia and Africa, often without subsistence or drink 
for several days. And he apjieara to be as well 
adapted to the rupg^d mountain passes of Afghan­
istan as to the desolate sat dy tracks of the Great 
Sahara. Not only it he employed in the caravans 
between Morocco and Tirabuctoo, but in the north-
e™î,n^6 between Asiatic Russia and the confines 
of China. 

The country on the eastern bank of the Rocky 
Mountains is Asiatic in its character. There is, 
indeed, a wonderful resemblance between the 
threat Salt Lake, and its surrounding mountains 
and deserts, to the topography of the Dead Sea of 
Sodom. Between the Arkansas and Santa Fé, in 
New MCTICO, and thence via the Gila, across the 
continent to San Diego, the same general charac­
teristics of soil, climate, and vegetation prevail, as 
in the deserts of Arabia, and the mountain pauses 
of the ancient track of the Israelites. We have the 
same volcanic traces, the same blank and vacant 
desolation in the one region as in the other, except­
ing that subsistence and water for caravans are 
more abundant on the Gila than on the horrid 
wastes of Arabia Peirœa. But the thorny desert 
vegetation which prevails from the Arkansas to the 
Pacific, repelling even the hardy mule from touch­
ing n, we have no doubt would be found to be the 
best of forage for the camel. 

Again, the army appropriation bill of the last 
year shows an increase of expenditure of several 

uîn u greater tlian was required for the peace 
establishment anterior to our vast acquisitions of 
territory from Mexico. The bulk of this increased 
expenditure is on account of army transportation 
over these territories. They are without navigable 
rivers—destitute of resources for railroads; and, in 
many places, so sparsely supplied with grass and 
water, that immense numbers of mules, horses and 
oxen have perished from exhaustion. Yet mules, 
horses and oxen must be relied upon, until some 
substitute is provided. There seems to be no doubt 
that the camel would most admirably fulfil the du­
ties of this overland desert transportation. 

Ths experiment is, to say the least of it, deserv­
ing a fair trial. Our public ships in the Mediter-

n, without additional expense to the govern-
over the cost and subsistence of the camels, 

could land them at New Orleans or the Brazos St. 
Jago. And once introduced into the great plains 

south-western frontiers, it is probable they 
would soon supersede altogether the use of mules 
n the overland carrying trade, as well as in army 

transportation. The experiment ought to be tried.

THE RUSSIAN ARMY.—A full account has been 
published of the Russian military force which is 
disposable at any active moment for field-service, 
and ot which two-thirds is so placed as to be ready 
for concentration on the Western or South­
western frontier within the space of a fortnight.

Immense magazines of provisions and stores are 
established at the most essential points on the 
march-route throughout the Empire, with bake­
houses, and every requisite for feeding any number 
of men that are required. To enumerate all the 
garrison and irregular forces, military colonies and 
depots, which comprise the total of the Emperor's 
collossal military resources, would require more 
space than can be afforded. It may be stated, how­
ever, that independent of the sorps in Finland, and 
Orenburg, and Siberia, each of two brigades, and 
several so-called line or frontier battalions, and of 
forty-eight garrison battalions of 4000 men each, 
the Caucasian army consists of three divisions of 
infantry, and a reserve grenadier brigade, in all 
filty battalions, (50,000 men,) with fifteen field 
batteries of divers calibre, and especially suited to 
mountain warfare. The cavalry of this army, with 
the exception of the ninth dragoons, (2200 strong) 
is exclusively Cossack, regular and irregular. The 
total amount of the corps is about 70,000 men of 
all arms. [ London News. 

AN AFFRAY.—Late yesterday evening an affray 
occurred on the wharf, between Dauphin and 
Conti streets, in which five or six persons were en­
gaged. It originated in the pocket of the barkeeper 
of the New Orleans Coffee-house being picked by 
a sailor of four or five gold pieces. He was de­
tected in a few minutes after lie did it, when the 
barkeeper laid hold of him and knocked him down. 
His friendR came to his assistance, and a general 
row ensued. The thief was secured by the police, 
and lodged in the guard-hcuse. [Mobile Her., 2d. 

GR FAT Row.—S. P. Johnson, a planter at Shirt-

tail Bend, Mississippi, gave a party recently, at 

which Johnson undertook to k'ssallthe ladies, and 

commenced with Mrs. Cox, at which her husband 

took offence, and struck the gallant.

ITALIAN BANDITTI — Weakness of the Papal 
Government—The band of the noted brigand, II 
Passatore, still infests the road of the Romagna 
and the chain of the Appenines adjoining Tus­
cany.

SLAVERY AMONG THE MORMONS.—The Fron­
tier Guardian, an official paper of the Mormons, 
makes the following exposition of the opinions of 
that people on the subject of slavery : 

"We feel it to be our duty to define our position 
in relation to the subject of slavery. There are 
several men in the valley of the Salt Lake from 
the Southern States, who have their slaves with 
them. There is no law in Utah to authorize sla­
very, neither any to prohibit it. If the slave is dis­
posed to leave his master, no power exists there, 
either legal or moral, that will prevent him. But 
if the slave chooses to remain with his master, 
none are allowed to interfere between the master 
and the slave. All the slaves that are there appear 
to be perfectly contented and satisfied. When a 
man in the Southern States embraces our faith, 
and is the owner of slaves, the church says to him, 
if your slaves wish to remain with you, and to go 
with you, put them not away ; but if they choose 
to leave you, or are not satisfied to remain with 
you, it is for you to sell them, or to let them «0 
free, as your own conscience may direct you. The 
church on this point assumes not the responsibility 
to direct. The laws of the land recognise slavery ; 
we do not wish to oppose the laws of the country! 
If there is sin in selling a slave, let the individual 
who sells him bear that sin, and not the church. 
Wisdom and prudence dictate to us this positioh, 
and we trust that our position will be henceforth 
understood."
