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We consider this road, for which a charter has been 
obtained, as one of fhe most important measures 
considering its bearing upon Western interests at 
large, that has ever been projected. To that influ­
ential, important, and prédominent class of popula­
tion, which is composed of agriculturists, the pro­
ducers of the land, who develope the uncounted 
treasures which Providence has locked up in the 
bosom of the earth—the advantages which will 
flow from this work are hardly susceptible of cal­
culation. We speak now, alone, of its importance 
to the farming interest—the producing class of 
Kentucky and other Western States. Its effect 
upon the towns, villages and cities of the country 
inay be considered hereafter. 

In estimating the results which will flow from 
this work, we consider it as but a link, but a most 
important and necessary link, in the chain of rail­
road communication, already projected, from the 
city of Richmond, Va., passing through the State 
of Kentucky, to Louisville, and from thence on to 
Nashville, and thus forming a great thoroughfare 
for trade and travel, through the richest and most 
fertile portions of the South, the West, and the 
South-west. 

Our readers are not in ignorance of the fact, that 
there is a settled determination in Virginia to push 
a railway, of which a distance of ninety miles is 
already completed, from Richmond to Home point 
on the Ohio River, most probably Guyandotte, 
twelve miles above the mouth of Big Sandy River. 
All classes of the people of our parent State, with 
their Governor at their head, are lending all their 
energies to the accomplishment of this great work ; 
and there is not a doubt but that it will be achieved. 
When completed, it will.entirely revolutionize the 
course of trade, in that part of the Union through 
which it passes. Ohio and Indiana, sensible of the 
important results which are to flow from it, are, 
under the lead of the ambitious and enterprising 
14 Queen of the West," Cincinnati, making every 
effort to invite trade and travel, which will follow 
this route, into their flourishing and prosperous re­
gions ; but there is no reason why Kentucky should 
not, as it will cost small exertion, secure these ad­
vantages for herself. 

The completion of this railroad is an object of the 
first importance to the city of R ichinond and State 
of Virginia ; and there is no doubt that aided by 
the vast resources of the State and people it will be 
built. They expect, and with reason, to make 
this way the city of Richmond the depot for the 
contents of the vast granaries and store-houses, 
•nd the produce of the fertile fields of the West, 
intended for shipment to foreign ports. Possessing 
unrivalled advantages over New Orleans, the pre­
sent depot of western produce, she expects to sup­
plant that city in this business ; and there is no 
question that if facilities ot cheap and speedy trans­
portation existed, she would draw to herself the 
entire exports of nearly the whole West. 

The causes which would operate to produce this 
result are as follows : 

Richmond is nearer to the valley of the Ohio 
than any other port of shipment in the Union. 
Some idea of the advantages possessed by Rich­
mond in this particular may be formed from the 
following estimate of distances: In a direct line

From the above statement, which does rfbt, how­

ever, pretend to entire accuracy, taking Cincin­
nati a« a central point from whence to calculate, it 
is seen tlîat Richmond is the nearest, and with a 
railroad communication would be the cheapest, 

.and most accessible shipping port for the West, in 
the United States. 

When, in connection witli this fact, we consider 
the many objections to New Orleans as a shipping 
port, objections which nothing but necessity could 
cause to be overlooked, become still more apparent, 
and make it clear that if the projected road iB built, 
it will be through that channel of transportation 
that the trade of the West will find its way to the 
ocean. 

It is a fact known to all persons engaged in the 
business, that New Orleans is unsuitable as a port 
of shipment for most of the articles of export pro­
duced in the West ; and that the interests of that 
branch of trade sustains annually serious detri­
ment from being compelled to resort to that point. 
The losses and injuries which result from going 
that route, would, if the statistics were collected 
and published, show a very serious diminution of 
the profits of Western agricultural labor, sufficient 
to render it an object of the highest importance to 
discover a safer route to the ocean. 

III forming an estimate of the average extent of 
the loss, we are to take into consideration—1st, The 
danger of the navigation of the Mississippi river, 
on account of snags, and the very high rates of in­
surance, in consequence of these hazards. 2d, The 
storms and hurricanes in the Gulf of a West India 
climate. 3d, The climate of New Orleans and the 
injury to articles liable to damage from heat. 

Estimates have been made, which show that the 
articles of tobacco, flour, lard, bacon, butter, cheese, 
etc., would pay two cents per ton per mile from 
the Ohio river to Richmond, and net the producer 
more in the average, than if taken to New Orleans 
free of charge, for the following reasons : These 
articles are all materially injured by passing through 
a warm and humid climate. They have to pay an 
exorbitant rate of drayage, storage, fire insurance, 
and commission ; and when shipped from them to 
other markets, have to pay freight at 50 per cent, 
higher than from James river. 

Every avenue from the Ohio to the Eastern 
cities, at all practicable, is now used in preference 
to the New Orleans route ; and this will always be 
the case. The climate and the dangers of the 
against the certainty of the other, will always make 
the inland passage the favorite 

The climate of New Orleans renders it totally 
unfit as an exporting city, for provisions and bread 
stuffs. In illustra*ion of this fact, it was stated 
recently in a speech by Hon. George Summers, of 
Virginia, upon the authority of Mr. Wise, the late 
representative of the United States to Rio, that the 
bacon of Ohio and Kentucky, shipped at New 
Orleans, frequently arrives at Rio so saturated with 
turpentine used for its preservation during the 
voyage, as to be unfit for use. The same frequently 
happens to the pork and bacon shipped from New 
Orleans to the Eastern ports of the Union. 

These estimates and facts make it palpable that, 
If the rnilroad to Richmond is constructed, it will 
become the channel for nearly the entire export 
trade of the West. It will thus become one of the 
most important works in the world. 

It will be of incalculable advantage to the pro 
ducer, by furnishing him a nearer, a better and 
»afer market for his produce. 

It will be a paying road. The travel and trans­
portation which will inevitably select it in prefer­
ence to all other routes, will make it one of the 
jnost profitable investments for capitalists and 

I others that the stocka of the country afford. 
I And finally it will enrich the country through 
I which it passes, by making it the thoroughfare for 
I the commerce of the richest part of the country.

A Disgraceful Seen«—The Mob at Peoria, 
Illinois. 

Some days ago we had an account (by telegraph) 
of some disgraceful proceedings at Peoria, a mob 
having attempted to hang two prisoners who were 
in jail there under sentence of death for murder. 
The Peoria Republican gives the following par­
ticulars of the disgraceful affair: 

It is generally known that we have two young 
meti confined in our county fail, under sentence of 
death, for the murder of a Mr. Hewitt, in October 
last. The day fixed by the Court for their execu­
tion was the 20th instant. The time given them 
to prepare for death was felt to be short ; but it was 
about the limit assigned by the law, unless for 
cause shown, the Court or Governor might prolong 
it. Special application being made to the Gover­
nor, that functionary postponed the execution of 
the sentence until the 15th day of January next. 
Unfortunately, this application was made only a 
few days before the time set by the Court had ex­
pired, and the respite was not known here soon 
enough to certify the public at a distance of the 
change. 

On the evening of the 19th, the unusual con­
course of people from a distance gave token of the 
anticipated event which had called them from their 
homes. Dissatisfaction at the postponement of the 
execution began to be manifested. People who had 
left their business and come a long way to see two 
men hung, were not to be deprived of the sight 
with impunity. One unhappy man had, it seems, 
now twice in his life, walked all night to see some­
body hung, and was a second time to fall short of 
his lofty aspiration ! It was too much. Such sore 
bereavements in a free country were intolerable. 
It was, therefore, determined that, law or no law, 
the hanging must come off Menaces to this effect 
did not at first create apprehension; as it was 
thought incredible that, whether to gratify a de­
praved appetite for carnage, or an idle curiosity, 
or upon the pretence of mating out justice to the 
guilty, men in this land would openly and wan­
tonly defy the law, stain their hands in human 
blood, and incur the guilt of the murderer! Hence, 
doubtless, it was that no sufficient organization for 
the defence was effected in time by the proper 
officers. 

On the morning of the 20th, the crowds from the 
country increased, and directed their course to­
wards the jail ; soon a vast throng was there con­
centrated. The prisoners were demanded of the 
sheriff ; but there was as yet little concert of action, 
and no acknowledged leader. 

In the meantime, a gallows was erected on the 
opposite side of the stieet fronting the jail—the 
halters prepared and fastened to their places— 
every thing arranged, even to the hangman'i 
noose, that the business might proceed whenevt 
the prisoners were brought forth. There was i 
rope for each ; but it iB said that (by way of lux 
ury perhaps) George was to be hanged first, and 
Tom obliged to stand by and look on, that the ami­
able executioners might the better regale them 
selves upon the agony which the sight and his 
own impending doom would awaken. 

But not to extend this detail too far, it must suf­
fice to say, that despite the efforts of a few inside 
and some outside, who were anxious to arrest pro­
ceedings, the door of the jail was burst in, and the 
hall, up to the cells of the victims, filled with the 
mob. Here the strength of the cell door brought 
them to a halt. Beams of timber, crow bars, stones 
and sledges, did the work, however, and the en­
trance to both cells was effected. George was 
caught praying, and brought into the hall to await 
the capture of Tom. 

Here a slight obstacle again intervened. Tom 
had concluded not to be taken. While the mob 
was at work without, he had managed to dig a stone 
from the floor of his cell, which he slid into the 
leg of a pair of cast off breeches, and stood on the 
defensive. But when the door was burst in, it 
seems he was taken a little by surprise, and some 
of the rabble entered. His adroitness, however, 
and the use of his slun*g shot, enabled him to get 
rid of them. He then posted himself at the door, 
which being low and narrow, but one could enter 
at a time, and as fast as any one attempted i 
paid the forfeit. Three or four of them were 
knocked down, and the skull of one of them broken 
Instruments of defence and attack were procured, 
but those he managed to capture, and used them 
to fortify his position. Some one drew a pistol 
and ordered him to surrender. He bared his breast 
and challenged the fellow to shoot, and said they 
might kill him where he was, or the Sheriff might 
take and hang him according to law, but that he 
would never be dragged out by a mob, and hung 
like a dog. 

This fierce determination to sell his life dearly, 
and die in his tracks, had a mellowing and enlight­
ening influence upon the dense faculties of his as­
sailants. They began to moderate in their zeal for 
justice, and to think they were carrying matters 
too far. The favorable moment was seized by the 
friends of order, and a proposition affording a loop­
hole of escape from the ignominy of defeat, 
made and accepted. After some parley, the jail 

is cleared, the gallows taken down, and the mob 
ipersed. The performance was over—the n 
n had labored, the mouse was bom, the throes 

of parturition ceased to be felt. Thus ended 
farce, what threatened and was intended for tragedy. 
And this result was brought about chiefly by the 
kill and valor of Tom Brown, one of the prisoners. 

person may be obliged to procure fifty of them. 
The price of them is ten cents for the poor, thirty 
for the middling classes, fifty for the nobles, and 
one hundred for the princes. Putting the revenue 
from this source at the lowest figure, we have nine 
thousand dollars. 

The certificates of confirmation, of decease, of 
marriage, are also necessary, but not- so often as 
those of baptism. The price for them is the same. 
The annual revenue from this source can not be 
less than $9750. 

Burial expenses are exorbitant and obligatory. 
The long n'es of priests and friars, all paid to 
accompany the body, the wax given to all the 
nembers of the clergy, and the tapirs which are 
ighted in great numbers around the body, and 

for the profit of the pTiesfs, occasions an 
enormous expense. At Rome the most economi­
cal burial of a man of the middle class e.osts at 
least fifty dollars, and those of the rich, and of the 
nobility, cost several hundreds ; but the poor givn 
little, and sometimes nothing. Count, then, for 
each funeral seven dollars and a half, and we have 
for the 80,000 yearly a revenue of $600,000 for 
the clergy. 

The numerous begging friars who travel the 
country, asking alms, receive from the people 
«1,825,000. 

Collections are constantly made in all the 
churches. The bag is handed round the church at 
each mass, at each elevation, sometimes for one 
madonna, sometimes for another ; sometimes for 

saint, and sometimes for another ; to-day for 
festival, to-morrow for another—so that one 

must have his purse constantly in his hand. But 
counting only the Parish churches and ten collec­
tions a year, and suppose the receipts to average 
two dollars, we have in the 10,000 Parishes a 
revenue of 200,000 dollars a year. 

Preaching is paid for by townships and indi­
viduals, and forms also a branch of clerical com­
merce. This is not the case in many Parish 
churches, but it exists in most of those directed by 
the friars. Suppose that this exists in only tive 
thousand churches, each costing only thirty dollars 
yearly, we have a clerical revenue from this source 

" $150,000. 
With the exception of a few of the principal 

towns, all parts of the Roman Stater pay tithes. 
The income from this source must be far above 
$150,000, but we place it at this figure. Add to 
this a revenue from the seminaries and colleges of 

least $15,000. 
Dispensations from marriage, indulgences, privi­

leges, particular chapels and altars, and those innu­
merable articles sold at the churches, at the 
Dataria, at the secretaryship, of briefs, of indulgen­
ces, relics, etc., form one of the best sources of the 
revenue of the clergy ; count this at $50,000. 

The Saturday before Ea ter, the priests bless the 
houses of the laity, each one of whom makes them 
~ present either in money or produce. Count th 

t a cent for each, and we have a revenue of 
$30,000. 

Supposed miracles or pardons received from dif­
ferent Madonnas or Saints are paid in offerings of 
wax, of money, or of hearts or images in silver or 
gold, or in jewels, which become the property of 
the Church. The revenues from this source may 
be placed at $75,000 yearly, although this must 
fall far below the sum actually received. The gifts 
at Rimini alone in the last two months almost equal 
this sum. 

When any one is sick, it is the custom to get a 
priest to say a triduo to some Madonna or Saint, 
for his cure. Sometimes prayers are said every 
ninth day. Ceremonies are performed for the dead 
on the seventh day, on the thirtieth and on the an­
niversary. The smallest tax of the triduo is fixed 
at $3, for the ninth day ceremony at $10, and for 
the anniversary at $3. Supposing each parish to

Finances of tlie Roman Cliurcli* 

.journal published in the island of Malta, an 
entitled 11 Cattolico Christiano, contains a curioi 
statistical article on the revenues of the Romish 
clergy. The article purports to be from the pen of 
an Italian priest, who passed many years as curate 
n the Roman States. 1 present its statements 

I abridged form. 
According to the public register, the value of the 

real estate in the papal dominions is $195,000,000. 
The population being 3,000,000, the proportion of 
each inhabitant would be $65. The clergy, com­
prising priests, monks, brothers, nuns and sisters, 
number 60,000, or one in fifty of the population. 

The real estate of the clergy is stated on the pub 
lie register at $45,000,000, equal at five per cent, 

of $2,250,000. The cattle owned by 
thetn are valued at $2,000,000, equivalent to 

ual income of $100,000. The clergy o 
$25,000,000 of State stock, on which they receive 
interest. These are the amounts actually * 
hands of the clergy. But they have other sources 
of revenue which we will now consider. 

Every family wishing to make one ol 
priest, must procure him a capital of at least $500. 
There are in the Roman States about forty thou­
sand priests, but half of these, belonging as they 
do, to the regular orders, are not required to have 
patrimony. Of the twenty thousand secular priests, 
suppose half are beneficiaries, the capital furnished 
by the other half in rtve millions, which is equal to 
a revenue of $250,000. 

The dowry of every girl who becomes a nun 
must go to her convent. This sum amounts to 
much more than ten millions, but we take thii 
figure as the least. 

The forty thousand priests say mass every day, 
and only gratis on festival days. The regular 
price of a mass at Rome is twenty cents, but the 
priests rarely content themselves with this price 
the festivals, funerals, burials, elevations and par­
ticular chapels raise the sum to at least fifty cents, 
but as a mass in the country costs only fifteen 
cents, we will place the average at twenty. This 
gives a revenue of $2,726,000 a year. But de­
ducting six hundred thousaud for masses said gratis 
on festival and other days by curates, the sum 
reduced to $2,600,000 a year. 

When a child enters the Church at twenty-four 
hours old, he commences paying. The births 
iibout 90,000 a year. At each baptism, a taper 
weighing a pound is left, and a gift in money for 
the curate. The average of these gifts must be 
much larger, but we will place them at fifty cents; 
which gives an annual sum of forty-five thousand 
dollars. 

The confirmation succeeds the baptism, and 
said to perfect it. The dying child is confirmed 
home ; the others go to the church. On this oc­
casion each child should give to the bishop a taper 
worth thirty cents, and supposing that only 60,000 
do so, the annual revenue from this source 
eighteen thousand dollars. 

The marriages number about 25,000 yearly. 
Every body knows the expense of the acts of the 
chancellor, the publications of the bans or dispe„ 
sations from them, the permission to marry, the 
certificate of confession, the present to the curate, 
etc. But to avoid the appearance of exaggeration, 
we place the revenue from this source at twenty 
five thousand dollars only. 

In the Roman States if a person wishes to get 
any employment under Government, to marry 
enlist, to teach, to get a passport, and in short, 
do a thousand other things, he must have his ce: 
tificate of baptism to put on file. As he must pro-
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churching of women is another source of 
riches for the clergy. Each one must receive 
benediction and make a present. Put the total of 
these at the low sum of $9000. 

We do not count the receipts of the clergy arising 
from scapularies, girdles, rosaries, heart of J 
heart of the Virgin Mary, medals, etc., nor those 
from benedictions at the death bed, from visits paid 
to the curiosities in the Churches, the amounts paid 
by priests for advancement, and for holy water 

for the tax paid by the Jews for the privilege of 
living outside of the Ghetts, nor from the benedic­
tion of new houses, of nuptial beds, of country 
seats, etc., nor from a hundred similar sources ; nor 
have we spoken of the immense sums levied on 
the people for the construction and repair of 
churches, cr the revenues of the ecclesiastics, from 
their civil and religious functions • for instance—of 
the provincial legates, the nuncios, the priests, 
magistrates, and the cardinals. We have placed 
the sum derived from the few sources mentioned 
at the very lowest figure. They may be recapitu­
lated as follows :
