THK DISPOSAL OF TH* PUBLIC SQUAKK. 

As the Recorder is an anxious inquirer as to the 
extent of his power over the Public Square, we 
will endeavor to enlighten him. The squares aie 
for the enjoyment and nse of all persons who con­
duct themselves with propriety. When the rope 
dancer the other day, stretched his wire from the 
roof of the Municipal Hall to the centre of Lafay­
ette Square, be did not ask permission of the Coun> 

When guns are hauled on the square and 
fired at elections, or on any other occasion, no one 
applies to the Council. The Recorder should have 
informed the officer that the square was public, and 
that no permission was required. His power over 
the square is sufficient ~to punish any violations of 
decency committed within its boundaries. The 
idea that an offer by a Band to pla y on the square 
should be referred to the Council, is ridiculous. 
When public meetings are held there, or on any 
of the other squares, we have never heard of any 
permission being asked or thought of. The power 
to use the squares is in the people themselves, just 
as much as the use of the streets. Whenever ex­
hibitions for money are intended, permission is then 
obtained, because they necessarily exclude the pub­
lic, and such exclusion can only be by consent of 
the Council. Common sense should have taught 
the Recorder this much at least. 

Gov. QUITMAN ARRESTED, RESIGNED, AND 

BAILED.—Yesterday Gov. Quitman arrived in tlw 
city, in charge of Mr. Fielding Davis, the Marshal 
of Mississippi, and made his appearance in court, 
and gave bail in the sum of one thousand dollars. 
Mr. H. W. R. Hill is on his bond. Gen. Quitman, 
immediately on his arrest, resigned* his office of 
Governor, and issued a proclamation to the people 
of Mississippi. Having frequently written against 
the proposition that a Governor of a State was ex­
empt from responsibility to the Federal Govern* 
ment, we feel it due to publish this singular docu­
ment. By submitting to the decision of the Fede­
ral Court, and standin g his trial like any other 
citizen, Gen. Quitman has reinstated himselfin the 
respect of those of his countrymen who admired 
his military deeds, but condemned bis course as 
Governor, in attempting to resist the course of the 
Federal Judiciary. However much sensation this 
arrest may make in Mississippi, it creates no inter­
est here. He will be tried exactly as any other 
citizen. 

Arrival of Jenny Lind. 

The announcement in the evening papers of yes­
terday, that the FaIcon«ra^jn the river with Jenny 
Lind on board, createa considerable stir, and by 4 
o'clock in the afternoon a large crowd had collected 
on the Levee opposite the Place d'Armes, where 
the steamer was expected to land. At half-past 4 
o'clock the Falcon hove in sight, and by this time 

of people numbered three or four 
thousand. As the steamer neared the wharf, nil 
eyes were strained to catch a glimpse of the fair 
songstress. Soon after the landing, Miss Lind, 
accompanied by Mr. Barnum, stepped ashore, and 
proceeded in carriage to the rooms prepared for her 
in Madame de Pontalba's buildings. She was 
ceived at all points in the most enthusiastic man-

She came out on the balcony and waved her 
acknowledgements to the crowd, amidst cheers 
which made the welkin ring. Her success here 
will, without doubt, come up to the most sanguine 

lions.

JACKSON MONUMENT.—We are pleased to 
learn that tbe subscription list for the proposed 
Jackson Monument, to be erected in the Square of 
the Place d'Armes, is rapidly being filled up with 
respectable sums of money ; but, notwithstanding 
the amount likely to be raised in the city, it will fall 
short ofthat required to carry out the plan equal 
to the merits of the object. rt will, therefore, be 
expedient to resort for the deficiency, to all the 
parishes of the State ; and it is to be hoped that 
public meetings will be called by the proper au­
thorities to devise ways and means for the purpose. 
We are Bure that every parish will subscribe liber­
ally, without regard to party ; and that they will 
indite inscriptions to be placed on the Monument 
illustrative of their admiration of the services ren 
dered to their State and common country by the 
hero and patriot whose memory it is designed to 
commemorate. 

LYCEUM HALL LECTURES.—Dr. J. L. Smith 
delivered the fifth of his series of lectures last 
ning in the above place, and to a large and a highly 
delighted audience. His experiments, illustrating 
the pressure of the atmosphere, were of a most 
convincing and interesting charaeter. The 
pump was put into requisition, and by extracting 
the air from a variety of vessels, the usual phe­
nomena were exhibited. But we were particularly 
pleased with the experiment performed, illustrative 
of the pressure of the atmosphere, and without the 
aid of the above apparatus, by simply causing 
portion of water to boil by the aid of a spirit lamp 

tin vessel, having at its orifice a stop-cock, 
which, while ebullition was going on, was shut, and 
the lamp at the same time removed. The vapor 
shortly afterwards condensing, left a vacuum in the 
interior, and the sides of the vessel were by the ex­
ternal pressure, pressed in, leaving the tin can in a 
wofully battered looking state. For simplicity 
and satisfaction, this experiment answered the pur­
pose, and in a way which met the commendation 
of all. 

The experiments, too, in connection with this 
ubject, in which be exhibited and explained the 

tnode followed by the necromancer in removing 
the contents of a bottle, filling empty glasses with 
water and with wine, were highly amusing. Alto­
gether, the lecturer and his experiments gave the 
utmost degree of satisfaction. His audience fre­
quently exhibited their approbation by marks of 
applause. 

COTTON.—The Liverpool Circulars of Washing 
ton Jackson & Co., announce the opinion of that 
well-known house in favor of the firmness of high 
prices. The weekly consumption for the last year 
has been 30,633 bales, against 30,511 bales of the 
year 1849—or, a total of 1,592,920 in 1850, against 
1,512,920 of 1849. The stock of American Cotton 
in the kingdom, 31st December last, was 272,710 
bales against 317,310 same time 1849; and the 
total stock, 521,120 against 558,340, or 37,220 
bales less than last year—say a decrease of Ameri 
can, 44,600 bales ; of Brazil, 26,520 ; of West Ind 
530 ; Egyptian, 3080 ; while of East India there 
is an increase of 37,510 bales. 

The import for 1850 shows a decrease of 295,560 
bales of American Cotton in England. But the 
high prices excited the production in other quarters, 
and thej actual decrease of all kinds, is 157,000 
bales. We think the time is coming when the 
Cotton bale will become the standard of value, and 
all the articles of less importance, as gold and sil 
ver, will be measured by the pound of Cotton, and 
not that by the grain of gold. 

DINNER TO COL. R. M. HOE.—The compli­
mentary dinner given by the proprietors of the 
New York Sun, to Col. R. M. Hoe, the distin­
guished inventor of the cylinder printing press, 
;ame off at the Astor House, on the evening of 
he 28th ult. It was given on the occasion of the 

erection of one of these presses, of a larger siz-* 
than any heretofore inad*, in the vaults of the Sun 
uffice. It is capable of producing 20,000 copies per 
hour» 

Among the company were the members of the 
New York city press generally, with many of our 
most prominent printers, type-founders, engravers, 
and publishers ; G. P. R. Jame?, H. T. Tuckev-
mati, and other well-known authors ; Henry 
O'Reilly, of telegraphic memory; Gen. Chandler, 
!)f the American Institute ; Jasper Harding, of the 
Pennsylvania Inquirer, and many otliers. 

After the cloth was removed, the Chairman read 
the regular toasts, accompanied with appropriate 
music from the band. The remainder of the even­
ing passed off in a most animated manner. Cul. 
Hoe feelingly replied to the toast complimenting 
Uim, and speeches were made by Major Noah, G. 
P. H James, E*q., Horace Greçley, H. O'Reilly, 
Park Benjamin, Gen. Chandler, Rev. Messrs. J 
P. Thompson, H. W. Beecher, and E. H. Chapin. 
The occasion was well deserved by Mr. Hoe, and 
its remembrance cannot fail to be most gratifying 
to him. 

Arrivai of tbe Falcon. 
The Bteamer Falcon, Lieut. Hartstene, IT. S. N., 

commanding, arrived at half-past four o'clock last 
evening, from New York and Havana, bringing a 
heavy mail from California, and a large number of 
passengers who came to Havana on the Georgia. 
The Falcon arrived at Havana on the 3d instant, 
after a boisterous passage from New York. 

During a heavy gale from the south, one of the 
deck-hands had his legs broken in two placea, they 
being caught in the chain cable which was thrown 
with great violence from the windward to the lee­
ward of the ship—occasioned by shipping a very 
heavy sea—which also stove in a part of the for­
ward bulwarks. 

The Falcon left Havana on the 4th instant at five 
o'clock, p. M., with Jenny Lind, J. G. Bennett, of 
the New York Herald, and lady, and a large num­
ber of passengers on board. 

The steamship Georgia, Captain Porter, from 
Chagres, left Havana on the 3d instant ; the Ohio, 
from New York, sailed for Chagres on the 4th, and 
the Philadelphia on the 2d instant. 

The Ravels were performing with great success 
at Havana when the Falcon left, and every thing 
appeared to be quiet on the Island. 

The papers brought by the Falcon are up to the 
1st of January—no later, however, than those re­
ceived by the Pacific. They contain accounts of 
numerous shipwrecks and a fearful loss of life. 

We deeply regret to learn by the Isabel, from 
Humboldt Bay, (the 6ih inst..) that Lieut. Wood­
ward, who sailed from this port Oct. 25ih, in the 
schooner Patuxent, on a Government Survey, wa9 
upset in a boat at the mouth of the Klamath, Nov. 
5th, and drowned, with two others, P. Davis, a 
passenger, and J. Edwards, a t-eaman. Lieut. 
Woodward was a meritorious officer and gallant 
man, whose loss will be felt not only by the circle 
of his immediate friends, but by the service ar^d 
the community at large. Much interest was felt 
for the report of his survey of the Klamath river 
and the neighboring coast ; which he had the ta­
lent and fidelity to make valuable and1 important. 
This, we fear, is not to be the last priceless life 
sacrificed on the treacherous shores of the Klamath 
and Humboldt Bay. 

Nov. 28th, the Patuient drove from her anchors, 
before a South-easter, in Trinidad, and going 
ashore besame a total wreck. 

The bark Popmunnett, Wm. W. Taylor, master, 
of San Francisco, which sailed thence on the 14th 
December, OIT a whaling cruise, foundered at sea 
during a late heavy gale, and six of her crew (num­
bering in all sixteen) met with a watery grave. 

It appears that at 8 A. M., on Sunday, the 16th 
December, it being the mate's watch, a terrific i 
struck the thip on the larboard bow, threw her 
her beam ends, and bursting her main hatch bars 
off, immersed the hatch in wafer, when she imme­
diately filled. The watch on deck, with the excep­
tion of t^e mate, were washed from the decks into 
the sea. The captain and nine others succeeded in 
getting into a boat, but unprovided with either 
or sail to govern it, food to eat, ot clothes to their 
backs. . They had left the vessel buta few seconds 
when she foundered. At 11 p. M., one of their 
number, a seaman named R. H. Still, died from 
exhaustion. A portion uf the lining was torn from 
the boat, with which they contrived to paddle her a 
distance of some hundred miles. 

After knocking about in this way, with a heavy 
a running, for fifty-two hours, these unfortunate 
en were picked up by Captain Hogan, of the 

Colonel Taylor, and have been safely brought into 
San Francisco. We are informed by Captain H. 
that it would be impossible to describe their state 
when taken on board his vessel, and that, in his 
opinion, they could not have survived three hours 
longer. They are still suffering severely, espe­
cially the captain. Their names are Joseph C. 
Little, first mate; James Taylor, second mate; 
William Spooner and Bernard Keen, boat steerers ; 
W. Baldwin, cooper ; C. Perkins, George French 
and James Roundy, seamen. Tiie names of those 
who were drowned, we have been unable to 
ascertain. 

previous report, says the Alta California, 
of San Francisco, of the loss of the bark Bostonian, 
in the Umpqua river in October last, we did not 
mention the fact that three persons, members of 
the crew, lost their lives in attempting to leave the 
wreck. The names of those drowned were Wrm. 
Bell, of Catnbridgeport, Mass.; John T. Smith, of 
Salisbury, and Fred. K. Johnson, of Prussia. The 
vessel became a total wreck ; a portion only of the 
cargo was saved. 

The Sonora Herald states that two Swedes and 
a German started out from Jamestown last week 
on a prospecting tour. Having travelled perhaps 
twenty miles—in a direction east from Sonora, on 
the oilier side of the big river, as they described it 
—probably between the branches of the Tuolumne 
—they kindled a fire for the night, and arranged 
themselves comfortably around it. About mid­
night, however, they were shot at by a party of 
Indians. One of the Swedes was killed and the 
other severely wounded in the head, while the 
German escaped unhurt. 

The steam, propeller Constitution, from New 
York, had arrived at Valparaiso, and would leave 
that place for this port via Panama, on the first of 
November. 

From Borneo* 

The San Francisco Herald has received the 
Straits Times, published at Singapore. From it 
we learn that the difficulties i-n Sambas between 
the Dutch and Chinese are not settled. According 
to the Dutch statement of these difficulties, the 
Chinese setilers on the west coast of Borneo, par­
ticularly those under Sambas, have shown a de­
cided spirit of opposition to government regula­
tions, and are attempting to carry on a smuggling 
trade. The Java papers say that a prahu succeeded 

escaping the Dutch cruisers and entering the 
rer Sadouw, carrying into Kongsie Ta'j Kong 

25 chests of opium, 50 coyans of salt and 400 kegs 
of gunpowder. 

The Dutch gun boats blockaded the entrance of 
the river, and a demand was made on the Chinese 

[) deliver up the prahu, her cargo and crew, in 
tder to indemnify the opium farmer, and satisfy 

the fine imposed a« a penalty. No attention, how­
ever, was paid to the demand, and it was neces­
sary to send a military force to the Sa^iouw. A 
Dutch frigate and strainer were sent—a detach 
ment of marines and sailors were landed to attack 
ths fortifications raised by the Chinese for their 
protection. After an indecisive fight of half an 
hour the contest was ended—for what reason the 
Java reports do not satisfactorily explain. 

It appears from the Dutch reports that there is 
not entire harmony among the Chinese. It is said 
that the Chinese of Taij-Kong are quarrelling with 
and plundering the other Chinese. But whether 
these are only put out in order to weaken the 
enemy, and give support to the Dutch authorities, 
it is difficult to deiermine. Certain it is that up 
to the latter days of August, the Dutch had not 
succeeded in scattering the Chinese and restoring 
order. On the contrary, at last accounts, the Chi­
nese were threatening the fort of Sambas it«elf ; 
and not only Sambas, but Sibatoe and Pemangkat 
would, it was feared, be also attacked.

The Court hei* interrupted Mr. Benjamin in his argument, 
in order to receive Gen. Quitman and permit him to plead to 
the indictment. 

The Marshal, having returned the writ of arrest to the 
rourt, Gea Quitman roee and stated that, waiving the read-
ng of the indictment, l e desired to enter the plea of not guil-

tjr, and he should demand a speedy trial, as he had resigned 
his office as Governor for the purpose of obeying the sum­
mons of the court. He desired to be bailed, and was prepared 
to enter into a recognizance to appear from day to day until 
his trial. 

The Court ordered the clerk to take the reoognizance of 
General Quitman, in the sum of $1000. The General then 
entered into bond, with Mr. Henry W. Hill as surety. 

Tbe Court stated to General Quitman that it should give 
him as speedy a trial as was in its power. 

Mr. Benjamin then resumed his argument, and continued 
p to the hour of adjournment.

ted, and the said schools shall be so arranged that the 
boys and girls shall be taught in separate ro 
and their play grounds shall be separate. 

2. The only requisites for admission to the said 
schools, and instruction therein, besides those 
mentioned in the preceding article, shall be good 
behavior, regular attendance, and cleanliness. 

3. The Couucil shall, on the second Tuesday of 
February in each year, or as sion thereafter i 
may be convenient, elect sixteen citizens of th 
Municipality, who, with the Mayor and the thrc 
Aldermen composing the Committee on Educatior, 
shall constitute the Board of Directors for this 
Municipality. 

4. The Board of Directors, eleven of whom 
shall be a quorum, shall, at their first meeting 
their election, eiect a President from their 
body, prescribe his duties, and adopt such rules and 
regulations for their own government as they may 
think fit. They shall meet at leasi monthly in 
Council chamber, or any other unoccupied roou 
the Municipal Hall. The Secretary of the Cou 
shall also act as Secretary to the Board of Direc­
tors; he shall keep correct minutes of their pro 
ceedings in a book provided for that purpose, which 
book shall always be open to the inspection of the 
Mayor, members of the Council, and Board of 
Directors. 

5. The Board of Directors shall have the l 
agement of the schools, elect the Superintendent 
and teachers, and remove thein at pleasure ; super­
vise the conduct of Superintendent, teachers and 
scholars, direct the system and course of education 
to be adopted, and prescribe rules for the discipl 
and internal organization of the schools. Provided, 
however, all the schools shall be governed by a 
uniform system. It shall be their duty to divide 
themselves into committees who shall have a 
stant personal superintendence of the schools. 

6. It shall be the duty of the Board of Directors, 
nt least quarterly, to report lo the Council the situ­
ation of the Schools, the number of scholars, their 
progress, and all other information they may deem 
useful and calculated to promote the cause of pub­
lic education, which report shall be published.
