ANOTHER STEAMBOAT DISASTER.
From 25 to "Tum Lost.

The splendid steamer Auwn. Captain Goslee,
which left this port on Saturdsy evening, with five
hundred tons of freight and & large number of pus-
sengers for Memphis, camne into collision with the
stoamer Magnolia, Capt. Thomasson, (rom Vicks-
burg, sbout five o'clock yesterday morning, a short
distance above Bayou Goala, and was sunk. The
Magnolia was rounding out from & wood yard, and
strock the Autocrat amidships, sinking her to her
hurricane roof in laws than ton minutes. Among
the lost, we have only mscertained the names of
Capt. Grant, of Tennessee, My, J. Ferguson, and
one child. Mrs. Fergoson and one child were
saved and brought down on the Magnolia. OF
those belonging to the boat, Mr. A. Goodyear, third
engineer, five colored firemen beloaging to Mem-
phis, and the porter, u colored man, belonging to
St. Louis, are the only persons aveertained 1o be
lost. The clerk of the Autocrat came down os the
Magnolia, who states that he had not lesrned the
names of the passengers on the boat, when the
accideat took place. The Magnolia immediately
rounded to, and rendered all the assistance they
possibly could by picking up those who had jumped
averboard, of whom they suved n great many from
& watery grave.

Since the above was in type, we have received
this account from the officers of the Mugnolia :

The steamer Magnolia, on her downward trip,
had been wooding one huadred miles above New
Orleans, and had rounded out from the wood yard

steamer Autocrat, coming up the river under full
bendway, crossed the bow of the Maguolia,
