The banking capital 
there is regulated to meet the legitimate demands 
of commerce, in which is embraced a wide and ex­
tensive range of credit to the merchants of the 
whole producing country, thus driving them from 
us for every thing they want, and forcing them to 
avail themselves of every new avenue of transpor-
tation which will convey their produce to the 
empire emporium 

It is perfectly natural that where we are the best 
accommodated, and where the fruit of our labor 
will the best remunerate us, no matter whether the 
advantages spring from one species of state policy 
or another—there we will buy and sell, and there 
we will cling, until our grasp is relaxed and made 
to adhere to superior attractions. Those superior 
attractions can only be engendered by an acces­
sion to our banking capital commensurate with the] 
commerce which the situation of the country trib­
utary to us, and our commanding position should 
impose. It is objected to our banking system, that 
it is not legally capable, or inherently susceptible 
from natural causes, of any material change for the 
better, in the absence of a much larger quantity of 
bona fide capital, of gold and silver, in our vaults ;

greatly outstrip those of New York in proportion to 
the amounts of the precious metals respectively 
held by the banking institutions of the two States 
The very reverse of the proposition is the fact, as 
will at a glance, be perccived by the following 
figures, viz :
