THE APPORTIONMENT LAW OF THE MUNICH 
PA LIT Y.—Some discossion has arisen in the Coun­
cil as to the right to proceed with business prior to 
the apportionment of .»presentation. A careful 
examination of the law must bring every mind ac­
customed to legal investigations to one conclusion. 
The Act entitled " An Act to equalise représenta 
tion in the Municipal Councils of the City of New 
Orleans," approved Jan. 29,1847, requires •« that 
on the second Monday in January of every fourth 
year thereafter, it shall be the duty of the Mayor of 
the City of New Orleans, to cause to be commenced 
a census of all persons residing in each of the Mu­
nicipalities, etc." The Commissioners are directed 
to make their returns on or before the second Mon­
day of February. 

Another section of the same law requires " that 
a* soon as the returns of the census shall have been 
made to the Councils, it shall not be competent for 
said Councils to transact any other business what 
ever until a fair and equitable apportionment shall 
have been made," and it strikes with nullity 
any ordinance passed during that period. The 
construction which prevents all business after the 
second Monday of February until the apportion­
ment, is derived from only a partial examination of 
the statute, and the omission of the important 
clause, " as soon as the returns of the census shall 
have been made." 

The mischief to be guarded against, was that the 
Council might refuse to make the equitable appor­
tionment, and thus an unfair representation control 
the majority. This is prevented by the clause 
which forbids the Council to proceed to business 
until this vital matter is disposed of. Again, it 
would be in the power of the Census Commission­
ers, by negligence or dilatoriness, to keep the 
Council in abeyance for an indefinite period. That 
body would not have even the power to hasten or 
remove these poll-takers. To what an absurd 
conclusion does this construction carry us ! It is 
the duty of the Commissioners to make the census, 
and that within a reasonable period. If they do 
not make these returns within the time, the Coun­
cil is not to be cut off from business. This prohi­
bition takes effect only from the period when the 
returns are made. This is the plain language of 
the statute ; and we are surprised to learn that any 
other construction can be given to its language. 

Departure of the Liberia Packet. 
The expedition sent out by the American and 

the Louisiana Colonization Societies, sailed last 
evening on board the brig Alida, chartered for the 
purpose. The occasion was celebrated by the 
assembling of a large number of the friends of the 
society and of rhe emigrants on board the ship, and 
by exercises of an exceedingly interesting charac­
ter. Prayer was offered, after which an address 
was made to the emigrants by Rev. Mr. Pease, 
agent of the American Colonization Society. He 
commenced by alluding to the missionary charac­
ter of the enterprise, and by giving the history of a 
family that sailed in the first expedition that was 
sent out thirty one years ago. The family were all 
living a short time since, and had been highly 
prospered and made eminently useful, the husband 
and father having been a preacher of the gospel, 
afterwards an ordained minister. He mentioned 
an interesting circumstance which occurred in the 
city of Providence during the last year. He was in 
a counting-room conversing with several gentlemen, 
who were all opposed to the colonization scheme. 
He proposed a number of objections, and requested 
him to answer them. Before he had an opportunity 
to do so, a colored merchant from Liberia, in 
Africa, came in and ordered merchandise to the 
value of $5000. Mr. Pease then referred the 
objections to him, and he answered them to the per­
fect satisfaction of the objectors, and to their con­
viction of the importance and the philanthropic 
character of the enterprise. 

Mr. Pease gave to the emigrants advice respect­
ing their conduct on ship-board, and the course 
they should take upon reachiug Africa ; advising 
them to settle upon farms that would be furnished 
to them, free of expense, in preference to remaining 
— the city. Alter commending them to the care 
and blessing of God, he bade them farewell in a 
very feeling address. 

Rev. Mr. McTyeire also made a short address, 
assuring them that they would be remembered in 
the prayers of Christians here, and that they would 
go out under a great responsibility, which they 
themselves must seek to discharge as faithful Chris­
tians and as men. He gave out a hymn, which 
was sung, and concluded with a benediction. 

The exercises were rendered more deeply inter­
esting by the presence of Mr. Rice, of the parish 
of St. Mary, who has generously liberated some 
thirty-three slaves, belonging to the expedition, and 
paid all their expenses of outfit, passage, and sup­
port for six months, at a sacrifice and expense of 
about $20,000. Such instances of noble-hearted 
liberality, in connection with such a cause, deserve 
to be held up for the imitation of others. 

May a kind Heaven send prosperous gales to the 
brig Alida, and grant long life and prosperity in 
their new home and the home of their fathers, to 
those who sail in her !

SENATE.—The Chair laid before the Senatp a 
communication from the War Department, [en­
closing a report of Lieut. Whipple'e expedition 
from San Diego to the Colorado. 

Messrs. Seward, Clay, and Dayton, presented 
petition praying for a modification of the tariff of 
1,846. 

Mr. Hunter submitted the following resolution, 
which was agreed to: 

Resolved, 1 hat the Committee on Finnnce be instructed 
tomqu.re into the expediency of coining dollars, half dollars 
and quarter dollars, to be compose«! of gold and silver in the 
proportion of equal va'ues, according to the relative standard 
between the two metals, as now fixed by law. 

Mr. Holmes' resolution, calling for copies of all 
correspondence between the United States And 
Spain in relation to the Spanish claims arising out 
of the Amistad case, was taken up and adopted. 

The Senate then proceeded to the consideration 
of Executive business, and after some time the 
doors were re-opened. 

A message was received from the House an­
nouncing the death of the Hon. David S. Kaufman, 
of Texas. 

Mr. Rusk said that his acquaintance with the 
early histery of the deceased was slight. He Was 
born in Cumberland county, Pa., in the year 1813, 
and was educated at Nassau, New Jersey. Tliey 
became acquainted in Texas during the struggle 
for independence. Mr. Kaufman was repeatedly 
elected to the Texas Congress, both as Represen­
tative and Senator, and was for two years Speaker 
of the House. He was, after the annexation of 
Texas, twice chosen to the United States Hoa?e 
of Representatives. He not only served Texas 
well and faithfully in his various civil trusts, but 
slso in the field. He leaves an interesting family 
to deplore his sudden summons. 

He submitted the usual resolutions, which were 
agreed to, and ihe Senate adjourned. 

HOUSE.—The House was opened as usual with 
prayer by the Chaplain, the Rev. Mr. Gurley, who, 
in a feeling manner, alluded to an alllicting dispen­
sation of Providence, by which the House had been 
deprived of the services of one of its members ; 
and who besought the Almighty that the event 
might make a suitable impression on all present, 
and that the bereavement might be sanctified to 
the surviving family and relatives of the deceased. 

Some time elapsed after the conclusion of this 
prayer before any business was transacted ; and the 
Speaker did not take the chair until twenty-five 
minutes before one o'clock. 

Immediately after the journal was read, M 
Howard, from Texas, rose and announced the de­
mise of the Hon. David S. Kaufman, the other 
Representative from that State, who, he said, on 
the preceding day, was in the Hall of Representa 
tives, apparently in robust and vigorous healih ; 
but who, within three or four hours afterwards, was 
struck down by the hand of death. 

Soon after leaving the House, at a little before 3 
o'clock, Mr. K-riufman felt unwell ; he retired to 
bed, and soon after unexpectedly breathed his last, 
in the midst of his family, almost without a strug­
gle, about 5 o'clock in the afternoon, of a disease 
of the heart. 

His late colleague, he said, was born in Cumber­
land in 1812, and graduated at Princeton college in 
1833, where he distinhuished himself; not long after 
which, he finished his studies in Mississippi. In 
1835 he settled in Louisiana, and succeeded in his 
profession, al'hongh surrounded by older members 
of the bar. In lfe37 he emigrated to Texas ; and in 
1838 he so far succeeded there, that he was twice 
elected a member of the Congress, and twice chosen 
its speaker; the duties of which few persons were 
better qualified to perform. In 1843 he drew up a 
report in favor of the annexation of Texas to the 
United States; and after the occurrence of that 
event, became one of the first members of Congress 
from that State, and such he had continued, down 
to the hour of his death ; and no representative, lie 
repeated, could be more zealous to the performance 
of his duty, or more careful to transact the business 
committed to his care. In his social qualities lie 
was kind—he was a good neighbor, and was always 
willing to advance those who merited and sought 
his assistance. 

Mr. Howard concluded by saying that the grief 
of the surviving relatives of his deceased colleague 
he should not attempt to portray, and briefly alluded 
to the effort which this new lesson of the uncer­
tain y of life would produce in the minds of ail 
who heard him. When we see an aged man, he 
said, struck down by death, all feel that he has 
fulfilled his mission, and, in the fulness of time, 
hud met his destiny ; but when a comparatively 
young man is thus suddenly taken away, in the 
lu 1 promise of future usefulness, there remains not 
the same consolation, and it remained only to sub­
mit, with resignation, to the dispensation of that 
Providence wno doeth all tilings well, and where 
the system of divine government is perfect and 
complete. 

The Clerk then read the usual resolutions, ten­
dering the sympathies of the House to the relatives 
of the deceased—that members wear crape during 
thirty days, that they attend the funeral of the de­
ceased, which will take place from the Hall of the 
Representaiives, on Monday next, at 12 o'clock; 
that a committee m ike the necessary arrangements 
to carry into effect the resolution of' the House ; 
that the Senate be invited to attend the funeral 
obsequies, and tfiat the House adjourn. 

Mr. Morse, of Louisiana, followed. The Jatle 
member from Texas, he said, was formerly an in­
habitant of the district which he represented, anil 
was then one of his constituents ; and those vvhvni 
he represented would not pardon him if he did nift 
express their feelings, as well as his ovvrt, on the 
present occasion. He alluded to the public rela­
tions in which Mr. Kaufman and himself, as well 

his constituents, had stood, and alluded to the 
sudden and unexpected nature of his death, to 
which no member of the House, twenty-four hourb 
before, appeared l^ss liable than the deceased. Hi« 
concluding remarks were almost inaudible, evi­
dently arising from emotion. 

Mr. McLanahan felt called upon as the represent 
tative of the county of Cumberland, to bear testi­
mony to the high character of the deceased, with 

hum a personal acquaintance commenced on hi^ 
entering Congress, and w hose, success in life illus-
rated the superiority of the institutions of his na­
ive country ; whom no discouragement could 
launt, and who manfully met a..d overcame every 
difficulty. 

Mr McClernand, of Illinois, alluded to his ac­
quaintance with Mr. Kaufman for a long period, 
and whom he had always known as an honorable 
man and accomplished gentleman. He came to 
ihe halls of Congress, he said, at a time of angry 
political contents, and the scrutinizing eyes of every 
observer were fixed upon him. 

The part he had to perform, he manfully met and 
nobly sustained, thus adding to his own reputation 
and conferring benefit on the State which he re­
presented, and which with their common country 
will feel his loss ; but more than all, it would be 
felt by an afflicted family, to whom he could only 

"bfler the condolence of a sympathizing friend. 
The Speaker then took thtj question, and the 

Hou»e adjourned. 
A pamphlet has been handed to the members of

SKNATE—The Senate met, and, on motion, pro­

ceeded to the Hall of the House of Representaiive«, 
io attend the funeral ceremonies of D. S. Kauf­
man, of Texas. 

After attending the funeral, the Senate re-assem­
bled in their hall, and, on motion, adjourned. 

HOUSE.—The members of the House being as­
sembled, the Rev. Mr. Gurley ofE red up a prayer 
for the occasion. 

The Speaker then called the House to order, and 
the proceedings of Saturday were read. 

At a quarter past twelve the corpse o^the de­
ceased member was brought into the Hall, preceded 
by the Committee of Arrangements and Pall-beai 
ers, the whole closing with the m urners of the 
departed member. 

Soon alter, the Senate of the United States wa< 
announced, who entered, preceded by the Rev. Dr, 
Butler, repeating the introductory of the. Episcopal 
funeral service. 

The President of the United States and Cabinet 
were then announced, the announcement being 
followed by that of the Supreme Court. 

The President took his seat at the right of the 
Speaker of the House. 

The Rev. Dr. Butler then proceeded with that 
portion of the Episcopal service which is read usu 
ally at the Church. 

The Rev. Mr. Gurley afterwards preached an ap­
propriate discourse, suitable to t ie melancholy oc­
casion, in which he paid a feeling tribute to the 
abilities and amiable character of the deceased. 

At the conclusion of the sermon, the Clerk of the 
House called over the programme of the procession ; 
which then quitted the Hall in the order in which 
it entered. 

General Scott and his Aid-de-camp, who were in 
the llotiHe before it was opened, walked immediate­
ly alter the President ; and at one o'clock the pro­
cession left the Hall. 

AFFRAY—The Baton Rouge Gazette of the 
8th instant says : " Mr. Bernell was on Thursday 
evening last shot by Mr. Charles Vincent with a 
shot gun, and is not expected to recover. The shot 
took effect in the leg of Bernell, who was at the 
time in Vincent's yard. Why Vincent shot him 
we have not ascertained. They were drinking 
together a short time previous, and were both 
intoxicated when the shooting took place. Vincent 
was arrested and is now in jail awaiting his exam­
ination."

LOCAL MATTERS. 

ORGANIZATION OF THE NEW SCHOOL BOARD. —The 
new Board of School Directors assembled la«t evening in the 
Council chamber for the purpose of organizing, by appoint­
ing committees, etc.—eleven members present. 

Dr. Linsey was called to the Chair, ami the Board then 
proceeded to elect a President according to the provisions of 
I he new ordinance. 

Dr. Copes received eight votes and was declared duly 
elected. 

The two following standing committees were then ap. 
p linted : On the Bors' High Fcho'd—Messrs. Jennings, 
Bradford Chndenin, Gwtdin and Jamison. Girls' High 
School—Dr. Carey, Dr. Harby, Dr. Smith, Dr. Linse? and 
Mr. Grivot. 

On motion, these committees were authorized to examine 
candidates lor admission to the ilii;li Schoo's. 

The rulei of the old Board were adopted for the present, 
but a committee was appointe I to revise them. The commit­
tee consists of Messrs. Linsey, Camerden and Clendenin. 

Mtssrs. Harris, Harby and Powell, were appointed a com­
mittee to revise the ru'es for the government of the schools. 

On motion of Mr. Shields, a committee, consisting of 
Mes-rs. Camerden, Linsey and Smith, was appointed to 
make arrangpmentsfor the celebration of the 2&1 of February, 
and the Board soon after adjourned. 

U. S. CIRCUIT COURT.—This Court met yesterday 
morninK, and Gen. Henderson appeared to ask for a new 
trial in his case as soon as possible, but the District Attorney 
moved that the Court adjourn as a mark of respect to the 
memory of the lateF. B. Conrad n member of the bar, who 
died on Tuesday. Mr. Hunton paid a short tribute to the 
virtues and abilities of the deceased. 

Gen. Quitman was also present with his cojinsel, to urge a 
speedy tiinl on the indictment against him, but the motion 
of the District Attorney prevailed, and the court adjourned. 

THE COURTS.—The courts generally adjourned y< 
in respect to the memory of the late F. B Conrad, 
her of the bar, who died on Tuesday last. 

FOURTH DISTRICT COURT.—Henry Foster A* Co. vs. 
II. J. Bacr Co.—PlaintitFs in this case brought suit to re­
cover damages on account of a sale of 50U barrels of pork, 
purcha-ed of defendants by plaintiffs as prime quality. The 
pork was shipped by plaintiffs to Boston, ami received ad­
vices that it was rusty and bad, and must have been parti dly 
spoiled when it was received at New Orleans. They made a 
tender of the pork to defendants, claiming the amount of ex­
penses they had incurred in the shipment. They refu-ed to 
receive it or make any compensation. The poik was sold, 
and the p'aintiffs rlaim $380 93 loss on the shipment. The 
defendants plead a general denial, and called the Pork Inspec­
tor and previous vendors in warranty. 

The Court wa? of the opinion that the action could not be 
maintained, on the ground that the pork had not been inspect-
ed and branded thirty days previous to exportation, according 
to the9th section of the act of 1820, and the 2d and 3d sections 
of the act of 1^30. 

"The Court, in giving judgment, doubts thepol'cy of this 
law requiiirg inspection and repacking, which does not guar­
anty the article for more than th rty days. Well .inspected 
pork, says the Court, is liable to be carried to California or 
'"hina, transported for the use of the army a^d na\ y around 
the world, and our whale ships must carry it for voyages of 
three and four years, and yet our legislation requires it to be 
inspected within thirty days before exportation, though it 
may have been previously inspected, and the second inspec­
tion made in midsummer. And yet such is the law, and it 
does not admit of any other construction. 
" As the exportation has bean unlawfully made, the con­

sequences must fall on those who caused it. Judgment must 
therefore be rendered for the defendants, and those called in 
warranty. But I will add that an appeal to the Legislature 
in behalf of the commerce of the city is imperatively called 
for." 

RECORDER CALDVVKLL'S COURT —There was not a sin­
gle case worth mentioning disposed of in this court yesterday. 
Severa: vagrants were committed for trial. 

RECORDER GSNOIM' COURT.—There were only two cases 
before Recorder Génois yesterday which we can mention.
