ington that the Project for the New York Branch 
Mint has received " the go-by" from the members. 
Had it been a mint julep it would probably have 
gone down very well. Perhaps this intelligence 
premature—we will hope for the best. I s 
no objection to continuing the Mint in Philadel­
phia, but I know sundry and divers strenuous 
reasons why we should have a Mint in New York. 
Nine-tenths of all the California gold dust comes 
into this port. A large portion belongs to parties 
in this city, and the remainder is distributed 
throughout the country by expresses that radiate 
from New York city. The gold dust ought to be 
coined here, but as it is, it is forced to make 
exodus to Philadelphia, where (being short-
handed) they detain it a month or two. In the 
meantime the owners are fretting at the delay 

The journeymen printers at the foot of Wall 
street are on a strike this morning. The Journal 
of Commerce office and Nesbitt's mammoth print­
ing establishment, present an appearance not 
like a bee-hive when the bees are swarming. 

Again, we see revived in New Orleans the en­
terprise for a line of steamships, to run every week 
between New Orleans and New York.

This substitute merely proposed to 
make penal the counterfeiting, embezzlement, or 
alteration of the bars or ingots of gold authorized 
to be issued from the Assayer's Office in California, 
by virtue of the Civil and Diplomatic bill of the 
last session, the denominations to be stamped on 
them, and to be received in payment of Govern­
ment durs in California and Oiegon for five years. 
The House disagreed to the substitute—yeas 
nays 103. 

The question recurring on the original bill to 
establish a Branch Mint in New York and a Branch 
Mint in California, on motion of Mr. Strong it was 
laid on the table-—yeas 107, nays 92. 

On motion of Mr. Boyd, and by general consent, 
the special order—the hill to establish a Board of 
Claims—was postponed until Friday next ; and the 
House resolved to devote to day and to-morrow to 
the consideration of business relating to the Terri-
toriea. 

Mr. Boyd, from the Committee on Territories, 
reported a joint resolution lo admit Almon W. Bab­
bitt to a seat on this floor for the remaining term of 
Congress, as a delegate from Utah. He explained 
that Mr. Babbiit was elected a month and a few 
days alter Congress, last year, passed a bill to es­
tablish a territorial government for Utah; but he 
was not elected in pursuance of that law. But the 
people, however, almost unanimously, had selected 
him to represent their interests. If Congress have 
the power to provide for the election of a delegate, 
they have the power to admit Mr. Babbitt. 

Mr. Burt dissented from this view of the case ; 
and after an ineffectual motion to lay the resolution 
on the table, it was referred to the Committee on 
Territories. 

Reports were made by the Committee on the 
subject of Territorial business, and the hills were 
referred to the Committee of the Whole on the 
State of the Union. 

The House went into committee, ami proceeded 
to the consideration of the bill authorizing the Ter­
ritories of Oregon and Minnesota to take charge of 
their school lands, aud for other purposes. Without 
coming to a conclusion, the committee rose, 

And the House adjourned.

" Tlie Acadia put back on o 
Caledonia was forced to put back when she was 
one third ot the distance across the Atlantic Ocean 
to Cork ; the Liverpool was compelled to put 
back ai.d repair her machinery; tne United States 
put back. Phis is not the first instance, therefore, 
of a steamship being forced to return to the port 
whence she sailed, and repair dimages. Neither 
the Atlantic nor any other steamer is free from 
accident, and because she has been disabled, it 
does not follow that she is not safe. 

" Some time since a vessel was seen bottom up 
in mid ocean, and in the track of steamships ply­
ing between the United States and Great Britain. 
It was evident that she had come in collision with 
some other Vessel, but what one it is impossible to 
say. The general opinion, however, is that it was 
either the Atlantic or the Africa, both of which 
were crossing the ocean at the same time. We 
have not heard that the Africa ran into any ship. 
We know of her arrival at Liverpool, aud if she 
did not have a collision with the reported vessel, 
it is very probable'he Atlantic did. The English 
papers may throw some light on the subject. We 
are strongly of the opinion that the Atlantic had 
that misfortune. If she had, Capiain West un­
doubtedly steered for Fayal, in the Western Isl­
ands, for the purpose of repairing. Our latest dates 
from that place are to the 2<uh of January. It 
would take two or three weeks before the Atlantic 
could reach that place under sails. We repeat, there 
is no need of apprehension yet ; at all events as to 
the safety of the Atlantic."

The Fredericksburg (Va) Herald chronicles the 
fact that a female slave, who absconded from her 
master in Maryland, and went to New York, had 
voluntarily returned home. It appears that, on 
reaching New York, she was taken charge pf by 
an abolitionist, who sent her, with other fugitives, 
to Canada. There she became dissatisfied and 
went back. 

A correspondent of the New York Express, 
writing from Havana, states that during a recent 
period of four weeks, fourteen hundred slaves had 
been imported into Cuba from Africa. This is in 
violation of the existing treaty with England and 
the United Slates, in respect to the slave trade, and 
the writer adds that it is done with the knowledge 
and connivance of the Captain General. 

AFFRAY IN CAMDEN.—The Columbian South 
Carolinian of Wednesday, says: "From »sundry 
rumors, we have understood that quite a serious 
affray occurred in Camden on Saturday last, in 
which four individuals were seriously injured—two 
from pistol wounds and two from slabbing. The 
details we have heard are not sufiiciently accurate 
to lay before the public, and we must therefore 
wait until we hear more definite accounts." 

STEAMSHIPS.—Congress is now almost inunda­
ted with applications lor new lines of steamships. 
Proposals lor the establishment of eight new lines 
have already been presented, viz : One from San 
Francisco to Canton via the Sandwich Inlands ; 
lines from Philadelphia to Liverpool, Rio de 
Janeiro and to Antwerp; one from Norfolk to Gib­
raltar ; one from Baltimore and Norfolk to the 
African coast; one from New Orleans to Vera 
Cruz, touching at the mouth of the Coatzocualco ; 
and finally, one from Tehuantepee to San Francisco. 

COUNTERFEIT TEN CENT PIECES. —A vast 
number of ten cent counterfeited coins have been 
issued from a secret mint in Connecticut. They 
bear the dates respectively of 1817 and 1848, are 
well executed, and are passed without any diffi­
culty. The principal feature proving their spurious 
character, is the absence of the circlet of stars 
around the figure of Liberty, which the" genuine 
ten cent pieces have. 

FORGERY.—G. Clinton Tompkins, a cousin of 
Ray Tompkins, the defaulting New York brok< 
has been arrested in that city charged with forging 
checks on various persons.
