Jenny Llnd. 
The second concert of this distinguished artist, 

on Wednesday last,Was beyond all cavil a triumph. 
Doubts ( we had almost cherished doubts,) paled 
before the power of her inspiration ; and where we 
sought to question, we learned to worship. Exqui­
site vocalixation could not have produced this effect ; 
the wild warblings of a bird-like voice, melting 
(he ear with the softness of an April tear, could not 
rouse such emotions. The heart may vibrate 
unison with a tender strain, but to worship—to be 
carried beyonü the pale of human sympathies into 
the world of the ideal—to enter the land of dreams 

company with pure and holy thoughts—to rise 
from Nature up to Nature's God—we must feel, 
we must own, the power and presence of Genius ! 

As a thing of earthly mould, we have accorded 
to Miss Lind a pure and silvery voice—a cultiva 
tion, and power of vocalixation, beyond which it ii 
difficult to coneeive that art can reach. We have 
denied her those contralto tones which most directlv 
touch the chords of sympathy. We now award 
her genius in the highest acceptation of the term, 

In the recitative, which introduces the romanza 
of " Qtiando Lasciai la Normandia," we 
forcibly struck with the purity of her intonations, 
her power over modulation, and the chastity of her 
conception. The first notes (which are prolonged) 
fell full and rich upon the ear—dying, however, to 
a silvery whisper, they seemed to become too 
attenuated for sense, and to reach the brain with­
out the interposition of a communicating medium 

L'ecco sol mi responde," in truth to tell, it 
seemed but the voice of echo. The romance was 
subdued, but earnest. 

With the " Casta Diva" we were not so well 
pleased. The andante movement requires those 
full contralto tones which her voice does not pos 
sess ; where the allegro, however, swells into the 
pure regions of the soprano, she was again at her 
ease ; and, as if to make amends for a slight excursion 
from her native element, indulged in one of those 
outbursts which laugh at restraint, and teach us to 
feel that there is a power above and beyond all Art— 
Genius ! 

In the earnest and impassioned " Perche non ho 
del Vento," she betrayed more of true woman's 
nature than we thought she possessed. Warming 
with the theme, she seemed to forget the restraints 
of a concert room. Lucia stood before us, with all 
the wild horrors of her fate ; we listened to her 
grief, and longed to fly to her relief. If for a mo­
ment we ever questioned Miss Lind's histrionic 
power, all doubts have been removed ; we feel that 
she possesses its chief element, passion—albeit 
the restraints of a concert room might lead us at 
first to think otherwise. Leaving passion, how­
ever, and turning to what we conceive to be purer 
and higher fountains of inspiration, in the Bird 
Song, we read her soul, and the true sources of her 

itchery. She delights not in the dark twisting! 
of the human heart ; her spirit is most alive to the 
softer voices of nature. The echo in the wild 

0ff0Qd—the plaintive murmur of the rippling rill-
the gushing melodies from bush and brake—all, all, 
are but parts and parcels of herself. Like these, 
her destiny is song, and her song must be in unison 
with theirs. As she warbles, we listen to the 
voices of our early youth; we are removed from 
the darker shades of life—we dream as we were 
wont to dream of innocence and truth—hope 
springs renewed, and we turn with holier thoughts 
from Nature up to Nature's God. 

These wild warblings, so joyous and gushing 
that they seem to threaten destruction from their 
very excess, may be too licentious for the severer 
taste of the classic school ; but, they belong to the 
great school of Nature, at whose shrine we all de­
light to worship.

FURTHER OF THE STEAMER AMERICA.—The 
Charleston Courier of the 7tli inst. says : " Mr. J. 
W. Wilson, late pilot of the steamer America, 
arrived here yesterday in the steamer Gladiator, 
from Wilmington, N. C. He informs us that the 
America left Norfolk, Va., (where she had put 
to avoid bad weather,) on Tuesday, the 28th ult., 
at 11 o'clock A. M., the wind then blowing strong 
from the North West. About 11 o'clock at night 
it increased to a gale, which soon deranged the 
machinery so much as to render the boat unman-
igeable. About midnight on Tuesday, (not Thurs­

day, as previously stated,) finding that the steamer 
sinking fast, came to an anchor near Cape 

Hatteras, when the steamer began to go to pieces, 
compelling the officers and crew to take to the 
boats, about half-past 1 on Wednesday morning. 
Mr* Wilson left in a boat, accompanied by Capt. 
S. Broad well, Wm. Stone, first Engineer ; Alfred 
Taylor, Carpenter ; W. Lewis, deck hand ; Alfred 
Lodge, fireman ; two cooks and two stewards, 
whose names are not known. At mid-day on 
Wednesday, fell in with the achooner Star, Capt. 
Parker, which vessel took them into Wilmington, 
N. C. The larboard quarter boat, which is the 
only one not heard from, left the steamer in com­
pany with the life boat iu charge of the chief mate 
and five mtn. Nothing could be seen of the miss­
ing boat at day-light on the morning after the 
accident, and it is feared that those on board may 
be lost." 

SOUTHERN PROGRESS.—TIIC Mobile Tribune 
says : "James W. Kidd has succeeded in raising 
nearly a suflicient amount of stock to build a large 
cotton factory on Loachapaka creek, some seven 
miles below—the town of Auburn, Alabama, and 
near the line of the Montgomery and West Point 
Railroad. The site, according the Herald, pos­
sesses great beauty, and is, withal, well calculated 
for extensive manufacturing operations. Superior 
facilities for shipping goods aUo exist. The manu­
facturing company at Autaugaville has its estab­
lishment in operation. The capital stock is 
$78,000. The factory building is of brick 150 feet 
long and 50 feet wide—tin roof and window and 
door sills cast iron. The machinery now in use 
consists of 3000 spindles, 100 looms and 42 cards, 
employing eighty-one operators. When all the 
machinery is up one hundred and ten will be re­
quired, giving a daily product of 4000 yards of 
cloth. The fabrics now manufactured are, c 
burgs, thirty-three inches wide, and nine ouncw_ 
the yard ; 7-8th shirting and all kinds of thread 
and yarns. The mill is worked by water power.
