The O rigiu of Iron« 
"The venerable Wainamoinen made answer: 

I can tell thee the origin of iron ; I know the 
origin of steel. Three children derive their origin 
from a common source—water the elder born, fire 
the younger, and iron which is aged between. 
" Fire displayed its fury ; the imperious flames 

shot forth, spreading terror through the world. In 
that year of desolation, the lands were all burned 
up, the marshes all consumed ; in that fearful sum­
mer which devoured with fire whose traces are in­
delible, all created things in nature, fire sought a 
refuge wherein to hide. 

" riien the old man roared out from the depths 
of hi« smithy, and said : 
" Where did iron hide—where did it find a re­

fuge in that year of desolation—in that fearful sum­
mer which devoured all created things in nature ? " 

Wainamoinen having shown the numerous 
places in which the iron found refuge, amongst 
which he names a cloud, the summit of an oak, and 
lastly a marsh, in which it was found by the Fin­
nish Vulcan, continues: 

" It was taken into the workshop of the great 
artisan, of Illmarinen the eternal blacksmith, who 
said : If I put thee into the fire—into the furnace 
of my forge, thou wilt become more arrogant, 
more great ; thou wilt spread abroad terror, thou 
wilt kill thy brother, thou wilt shed the blood of 
the oon of thy mother ! " 

Then the iron in the furnace of the forge, beneath 
the blows of the hammer, swore as follows : 
" I have trees to split—I have the heart of rocks 

to hew ; no, 1 will not kill my brother, I will not 
shed the blood of my mother's son. 

" And the workman Illmarinen the eternal forger 
of iron, threw the iron into the hottest part of the 
furnace, he fashioned it when soft upon his anvil • 
but before he dipped it into the water to temper it, 
lie tasted with his tongue the creative juices of the 
steel—the water hardening the iron, and said : 

"This water is impotent to create steel, or 
harden iron. Oh ! Mekilainen—friendly bird ; fly 
hence on thy light wings ! traverse all the nine 
seas which divide us, and half the teijth ; fly over 
the lands, the marshes and the ocean-straits, bring 
back in thy bill, and on thy feathers, the honey 
distilled from seven blades of grd«s, from the 
petals of six flowers, that I may therewith make 
the steel and give the iron hardness. But the bird 
o! Hisii (the heil-bird) took wing, and lingering 
round the dwelling, and beneath the eaves, watched 
whilst the steel was being made—the iron harden­
ing. 

" It brought the poison of blood—it brought the 
black juices of the worm, which its lizard-like eyes 
had seen crawling, and the hidden venom of the 
snake, for the steel which was being made, and for 
the iron which was hardening. 

" Then the artisan Illmarinen, the eternal black­
smith, thought that the bird had brought the honey 
and the sweet juices he had asked for ; and he said : 
This is good for the preparation of steel, for the 
hardening of iron. 

" But after a moment—a brief moment, the iron 
quivers with anger—it roars—it writhe»; and for­
getful of its oaths, devours like a dog its plighted 
faith. It kills its brother—it destroys its mother's 
sou—it plunges into palpitating flesh and de­
means itself so furiously that blood overflows in 
torrents. 

"The old man roars out from the depths of his 
smithy ; his beard bristles up with a rustling 
sound, and he shakes his head, saying : 

" Now ! now ! I know the origin of iron, and its 
fatal destiny. Woe to thee, wretched iron ! woe to 
thee, vile Scoria! Art thou so haughty that thou 
hast outraged nature and destroyed • 

"Thou wert not so mighty—thou wert nothing, 
when thftu wert stagnant water—when thou wert 
reposing in the mud of the boundless marsh, or on 
the summit of the rock. 

Thou wert uot so mighty—thou wert nothing, 
when drawn from the morass, sifted from the clay 
of the earth, and dried from the dampness of the 
waters ; thou wert not so mighty—thou wert noth­
ing, vile Scoria, when bubbling in the furnace, or 
when beneath the hammer's blows thou didst swear 
thy oath. Thy heart has become bad—suffer­
ing hath corrupted thee. Wretch that thou 
art, thou hast violated thy oath and devoured like 
a dog thy plighted faith ! Who prompted thee 
an act so fearful ? Was it thy father, was it thy 
mother? Was it the eldest of thy brothers, or the 
youngest of thy sisters ?

" No, thou alone hast done the evil—thou alone 
committed the crime of Kulma.' " (carnage) 

Having discovered the origin of iron, a knowl­
edge which was a necessary ingredient of 
charm, the old sorcerer proceeds to stop the 
hemorrhage of the god-hero's wound. 

He calls on Lempo to place his broad finger on 
the opening ; " to place a door on the fearful door 
way ; and he says : 

" Pause, oh blood ! cease in thy flow—suspend 
thy rapid current—coagulate into a wall."

" If thou art irresistibly hurried forward, then 

dash on through the flesh and bones ; it i 
meet and fitting to flow through the flesh, to fill 
the swelling veins, and to bubble in the bones, 
than to run on the ground and be in the dust de-
filed. 

" Thy place is in the heart—thy seat beneath the 
lungs. Oh blood ! without delay turn back thy 
current thither—cease, oh my beloved, ceas< 
waste abroad thy purple. 

" If nevertheless thou wilt not tarry, then 
member that the falls of Tyrian paused—that the 
torrent Juartunan staid its rushing waters—that 
sea and skies were drLd in the great year of deso­
late sterility, that year of inextinguishable fire 

" If all this will not persuade thee, then I know 
another charm. I will take a vase of H' " 
cauldron of Helvetti, in which blood is boiled, and 
made solid, so that it may not flow upon the earth 
or escape in streams. 

" Then the old man seized the extremities of the 
veins and counted them."

There are two things remarkable in this traditi

THE SHIP NONANTUM.—A letter dated East 
Falkland Island, Nov. 8, from Capt. Bates, of ship 
Nonantum, (before reported lost on the voyage 
from Baltimore to California) stales that the fire 
board was discovered 'October Î3, when smoke 
arose from the after hatch, and came into the 
rabin, the other hatches being caulked tight. On 
the day before, in a severe gale, the ship had rolled 
very heavily. Wafer and provisions were imme 
diately got up sufficient to last the erew to the 
Falkland Islands, in doing which the men em 
ployed were at last brought up senseless from the 
gas and smoke. Every vent was closed as tightly 
as possible, to nmot tier i he fire,but when she was run 
on shore and scuttled, her lower deck beams had 
been burnt otf amidships, and that part of the lower 
deck had fallen in. 

Every exertion was made by Capt. Bates to put 
out the fire, with the assistance of the crews oftw 
British ships in port, and a fire engine, but in vain 
and after a survey, she was ordered to be scuttled 
Capt. B. was saving what he c ould of the cargo, 
tails and rigging. After the fire was discovered, 
Capt. Bates had an opportunity to abandon the 
ship, and go on board a brig which had passed 
near, but resolutely determined not to leav 
uniil the firo should b'nz* out. Capt» Bats« had 

his wife on board. Remaining by the vessel un­
der sucti trying circumstances, when so favorable 
an opportunity offered to abandon her, is very cred­
itable both to Captain Bates and his crew.

Congress. 
WASHINGTON, Febrsary 10. 

TE.—The Chair laid before the Senate a 
ion from the Treasury, containing an 

account of the contracts and expenditures of the 
apartment during the year 1850. 
Mr. Bright presented several petitions from 
diana, in favor of a line of steamers to Africa. 
Mr. Mason presented petitions, signed by a ma­
il y of the members of the Legislature, and of 

the State Convention, now in session in Virginia, 
n favor of the same object. He said that he was 

opposed to the prayer of the petitioners. 
Hale presented several petitions, signed by 

Charles Adatn* and others, of Boston, praying the. 
peal of the Fugitive Slave Law—which were 

laid on the table. 
submitted a resolution, which was 

adopted, directing an inquiry into the propriety of 
king alterations in the machinery of the U. S. 
amer Allegheney, to test the merits of the sub­

merged horizontal wheel as a mode of propulsion. 
Mr. Gwin submitted a resolution directing an 

nquiry into the expediency of abolishing all duties 
flour exported from any port on the Pacific, and 

iported into any port of the United States. 
Mr. Hunter submitted a resolution, which was 

wreed to, calling upon the President for all the 
correspondence between the United States and the 
Mexican Minister, in relation to drafts drawn upon 
the Treasury of the United States by the Mexican 
Government, under a contract by that Government 
with John D. Marks. 

Mr. Davis, of Mississippi, submitted a resolu­
tion, which was agreed to, calling for all corres­
pondence by the U. S. Consul at Panama, relative 

the taxation imposed by the Government of 
New Granada upon American citizens crossing 
the Isthmus. 

Mr. Hale introduced a joint resolution directing 
the presentation of a sword to the nearest male 
relative of Major Samuel Ringgold, late of the U. 
S Army. 

Bright introduced a bill explanatory of the 
Fugitive Slave Law. The bill provides that 

causes of actions, existing under the 
act of 1793, shall be construed as having been 
taken away by the act of lS^O. 

Mr. Bright declared himself determined to stand 
by the Compromise measures to the last. 

The joint resolution authorizing the Treasurers 
of the mint to appoint their own clerks, was passed ; 
also the bill granting the riglr. of way through the 
custom-house lot in New London to a railroad. 

The bill to distribute the books published by 
Congress, called the " Annals of Congress," being 

its passage— 
Mr. Dodge, of Iowa, moved to recommit the 

bill. 
A long debate ensued ; the motion to recommit 
is not agreed to, and the bill was then passed. 
The Senate then took up the Deficiency Bill 

from the House. Several amendments, reported 
by the Committee on Finance, were agreed to. 

An amendment appropriating $754,000 to pay 
demands by the Cherokee Indians, was moved 

by Mr. Hunter. 
Mr. Walker moved to add to the amendment a 

proviso that the money should not be paid to any 
agent or attorney, but to the Indians themselves. 

A long debate took place on this amendmeut, 
after which it was rejected—yeas 21, nays 2.*). 

The amendment of Mr. Hunter was then agreed 
to. 

The bill, after f irther amenJinents, was ordered 
to be engrossed. Adjourned-

HOURK.—Mr. Bayly, of Virginia, chairman of 
the committee, reported certain appropriation bills, 
which were read and referred to the Committee on 
the State of the Union, and ordered to be printed. 

Mr. Bayly then moved that it be the specisl or­
der of the day for to-morrow, that the House re­
solve itself into a committee to take into conside­
ration the above bill«, which being objected to, he 
moved that the rules be suspended to enable him 
to make the motiou ; upon whieh the yeas and nays 
were taken, when there appeared 91 in favor of the 
suspension of the rules, and 92 against il. Tke 
motion, therefore, was not pnt. 

The House then resolved itself into Committee 
of the Whole on the State of the Union, and re­
sumed the discussion of the bill for the establish­
ment of a Board of Accounts. 

Amendments making the salary of the commis­
sioners $3500, and reducing the period in the ori­
ginal hill to eix years instead of twelve, were then 
agreed to. 

Mr. Stevens, of Pennsylvania, moved an amend­
ment, the effect of which was to make the decisiou 
of the Board final, when suoh deomion should be 

gres« had no right to give such a power, and thus 
in effect abrogate the right of petitioning. 

The amendment wa4 then negatived without a 
division. 

Mr. Stevens then moved to limit the final deci­
sion upon claims to a certain sum. He said there 
were numerous frivolous claims presented every 
session to Congress, notwithstanding the repeated 
repulses which they met with ; and he considered 
that their investigation could be no where more 
safely entrusted than a court of justice. 

After a brief discussion, thetfemendment was 
agreed to—the sum invested being $2,000. 

There were various other amendment» referring 
to the details of the bill—the main question as it 
will be seen having been decided—which were ac­
companied by five minutes' speeches, and conse­
quent remark« of little interest to the general 
reader. It appeared from these, however, that not­
withstanding the decision of the Board, the action 
of Congress, in the nature of a bill, would be ne­
cessary before any money could be drawn from the 
treasury. 

Mr. Duer, of NewYork, subsequently moved an 
amendment, declaring that the decision of the 
Board should be according to the principles of law 
and equity; otherwise it might grant pensions and 
l>erform o:ner hrts that are not contemplated. H„ 
thought, notwithstanding there was a strong oppo­
sition to the bill, that with proper guards ii might 
ultimately pass. 

Mr. Brisbane, of Pennsylvania, a new member 
was goimï on to state his conviction of the neces­
sity for the Board—the establishment of which 
would doubtless be opposed by the »harks of agents 
who throng the halls of legislation, and exercise 
an improper influence hy means of dinners and 
s u pjiers, and other agreeable appliances. 

At this stage of proceedings, Mr. Went wort h of 
Illinois, moved that the committee rise in order to 
get rid of the bill altogether, which was carried on 
a division of 7-4 to 62. 

THE SEWING MACHINE.—In the New York 
Day Book we find the best description of this 
invention, which is to effect such a revolution in 
woman's labor. We are glad that the present 
mode of starvation is to be destroyed. No man 
can read the British reports, or even the Amwican 
reports, on the condition of the sempstresses, with­
out being appalled by the amount of human 
misery : 

*'A table of iron, with a movable brass ribbon 
running across it and cut open in the middle,—be­
neath which the fairy shuttle, which does the job, 
flies daintly to and fro,—receives the cloth, the 
edges, or wherever the seam is to be sewed, being 
held down by a little tin thumb-nail pressed down­
ward from above. Just outside this thumb the 
needle works, or rather plays, (for sewing by this 
process can scarcely be called work) horizontally, 
the eye being about one-third the distance from 
the point to the heel. The length of the stitch is 
regulated to the most hair-breadth precision by 
simply turning a screw, and by a principle as novel 
as it is beautiful. The loop is infallibly mad- and 
the tension of the th ead is adjusted in a moment 
to any sort of fabric or work. The machine sews 
leather as well as cloth, and it is already entirely 
employed in several of the largest New England 
shoe factories, where it works admirably. 

" The comparative speed of sewing by Mr. 
Singer's machine and by hand can be thus stated : 
A good sempstress averages forty stitches a min­
ute, the machine makes with ease five hundred a 
minute, or more than twelve times the number, 
and with greatly superior closeness and evenness. 
Th machine is a neat, pretty, tidy-looL'ing aff ir, 
as handy as a p ano forte, and as becoming to a 
lady's room as a rosewood work table. The cost
