We have carefully refrained from entering into 

the discussion of the exciting question growing out 

of the recent attempts to repeal the rule requiring 

the reading of the Scriptures and prayers in the 

opening exercises of our public school«. As the 

frierds of our admirable system of public schools, 

have felt it to be our duty to do so, for the rea-

that in our deliberate judgment the agitation of 

such a question must result in serious injury, if not 

, to the Schools. There was no reason lor it, 

that we could perceive, and no good end could pos­

sibly be accompiiKhed by it. It could be produc­

tive of nothing, it seemed to us, but evil. The 

Schools have prospered and increased in usefulness 

and public favor, to a degree unprecedented, we 

believe, in this or any other country ; and this Rule, 

which has suddenly become so obnoxious in cer­

tain quarters, has been in force, and has been faith­

fully administered from the day of their organization 

to the present. It has, therefore, been impossible 

for ua, with all our charity, to regard the question 

in any other light than as a hobby contrived by 

certain ambitious and aspiring men, who, while 

they entertain the most sovereign contempt for the 

Bible, and for all religion and morals, would not 

scruple to avail themselves of the friendship and in­

fluence of a large religious sect, to secure to them­

selves the offices of Mayor of the city, and Re­

corder of the Second Municipality. But no mat­

ter by whom or from what evil and corrupt motive 

this question has been raised, it is now fully before 

the public, and its agitation fairly commenced. 

These men have succeeded to their hearts' content 

in arousing the prejudices, and exciting the opposi­

tion and unrelenting hostility to this long estab­

lished rule, of that large and respectable body of 

religious people, whose influence and support they 

seek to obtain. It must be obvious, we think, to 

every reflecting mind, that such a contest as must 

grow out of protracted agitation of this question, 

in a community in which the division of Catholics 

and Protestants is so nearly equal, must 

tably rosult in the ruin of the Schosls, no matter 

which party may triumph. We therefore think it 

should be avoided by ail means. 

We freely avow that we should be exceedingly 

gratified to see the Rule continued in force. Its re­
quirements are in accordance with our views and 
reelings. It is in accordance with our education 
and training front our childhood up, and we ex­

ceedingly regret that it ever entered into the mind* 
and hearts of some of the most evil disposed and 

langerous men that ever exercised control in any 

community, to disturb it for the promotion of their 

selfish views and personal aggrandizement. 

But we are thoroughly convinced thai it is a 

thousand fold belter to abolish the Rule, than to 

differ the evils that must necessarily result from 

further agitation of the subject. The Public Schools 

were established for the benefit of all the people, 

and are supported by the taxes of all the people, 

without distinction as to religion or politics. We 

therefore regard it as the duty of the Directors to 

nvoid every thing,in their management, that may be 

»bjeclionable to any respectable number of persons. 

It may be said that the repeal of the Rule will give as 

much diK8ati6laction to the Protectants as iis con­

tinuance would to the Catholics. This may be 

true, and still, as Protestants, we would say 

frankly, that we think they can yield with less sacri 

fice than the Catholics, and we hope they will do 

so cheerfully, for the *ake of peace and for tha pre­

servation of the Public Schools from destruction. 

Hie Catholics are educated and trained to believe 

that the use of the Scriptures, without a Priest to 

xpound them, is dangerous and injurious. On the 

ontrary, all the Protestant denomination«, we be 

lieve, have Sunday Schools established in which 

their children are regularly instructed in the doc­

trines of the Bible, and wo presume they are. also 

required to read and study it at home. They, 

herefore, sacrifice but very little in point of real

Tee Recent Fugitive Slave Cask. — 'iTie 
Philadelphia Sun devotes four columns to the pro« 
ceedings in the recent Fugitive Slave Case in that 
city. The case was tried before Judge Uaue, of 

the U. S. Circuit Court, the prisoner being Mahal« 

Purnell, alleged to be the fugitive slave of W. T.J. 

Purnell, of Worcester county, Md. A large num­

ber of persons were present at the trial, and the 

Sun says that great difficulty was experienced in 

providing seats for the holies. 
It was alleged that the fugitive had been a men I 

twenty-four years. At the conclusion of the testi­

mony, which was very voluminous, Judge Kane 

reviewed it at length. 

He spoke of the great difficulty of identifying a 
parson after twenty-four years' lapse of time, and 

staled that according to the evidence the prisoner 

was not the person claimed. That at the time they 
say she was in Maryland, the prisoner was in Penn­

sylvania. She was therefore discharged. 

The finale of the affair was exceedingly rich. 

The Sun says : 
f< The woman, after she was released, was taken, 

with her children, to the head quarters of the co­
lored people—the Philadelphia Institute—in Lom­
bard street, above Seventh. Here she was intro­
duced, speeches were made, huzzas indulged in, 
and the greatest excitement manifested. The same 
wild feeling was shown by the colored population 
throughout the lower part of the county. After 
this jubilee, there was a new feature ; the horses 
were taken out of the carriage in which Euphemia 
Williams and her children were placed, a long rope 
wa» attached to the carriage, which was taken 
hohl of by as many of her colored friends as could 
crowd on to it. She was thus dragged to her home, 
amid the »houts and songs of rejoicing of hundreds 
who surrounded the cortege. Her female friends 
formed in procession behind the carriage, and kept 
up with those who were drapging it. The whole 
scene was one of wild excitement."

Lyceum Hai.i. Ijkctures.—Last evening Dr. 

L. Smith delivered the ninth of his series ol 

lectures on Chemiaty in the above place. His sub­

ject was combustion, and ns it afforded him a con­

siderable range for experiments, illustrating the 

phenomena connected with that, so there was an 

nple proportion of these ; all sorts of combustions 

were elliected ; combustion in the air, combustion 

the surface of water, and combustion under the 

surface of water. In all these ca.«es, he explained, 

the phenomena of heat and light evolved depended 

on the rapid union of two or more bodies, of which 

one usually was oxygen ; but that this latter was 

not, in all cases, essential to combustion, he proved 

by burning in a jar of chlorine gas, the metal anti­

mony, which, when thrown in a powdered con­

dition into the former, burned readily. He 

also explained, that in the process of combustion, 

though from the bodies inflamed passing off as 

they consume, we might be apt to conclude that 

this resulted in the destruction of matter to Nome 

extent, yet there was in reality no destruction. The 

most that we could, by all our contrivances, effect, 

was to change the form of that, which was what 

was done in combustion, new forms being the re­

sult. The heat and the light being the phi-

exhibited, when the particles of matter w< 

dergoing rapid motion consequent on this change, 

and ceasing when this was effected. He made 

some remarks on the spontaneous combustion in 

the human subject, and then proceeded to speak 

of the application of heat to the formation of 

steam from water, and this again to moving 

of machinery, aa exemplified in the steam en­

gine. By the aid of diagrams, he pointed out, 
in a short and clear manner—first, the engine 

as it existed prior to the great improvements made 

upon it by Watt ; then the low pressure engine as 

he left it, which ia the one which he thought it 

were beat, every thing considered, to use still ; aud, 

lastly, he explained, in the same way, the princi­

ple of the high pressure engine, and mentioned 

that in his next lecture he would enter more fully 

into the subject of explosions, which, since the lat­

ter was introduced, and especially in this portion 

ol the world, wa, unfortunately no unfrequent oc-

currance. Ho would then give them some new 
views on this subject.
