LOCALMATTERS. 

HOARD OP SCHOOL DIRSCTORS.—The Board of fcfuliool 
Director« met Inst evening, twelve members present. 

The Secretary read the call for the meeting, when Mr. 
Camerdeu offered a preamble and resolutions in regard to the 
inatraotions received from the Coancil. They sot forth a pro 
test against the establishment of a precedent injurious to th« 
Schools. 

Dr. llarby moved to lay the preamble and renoluiions 01 
the table, asbjeot to tbe call of the Board. Carried unani­
mously. 

Mr. Hsrria arose to ofler a resolution under peculiar cir­
cumstances. At the last meeting he offered the resolution, 
restoring the Twentieth Rule, with the amendment ; but he 
had found that tbe amendment did not remove the objec­
tion» urged to the use of the Bible and the Prayer. He had 
becoms satisfied »hat the Twentieth Rule was repugnant to 
the wishes of a majority of the citizens. Ile should give up 
the rule with regret. The excitement had been got up by 
dsn agog uea who had no regard for tbe Bible ; but merely 
made use of the honest prejudices of others. He now read the 
resolution repealing the Twentieth Rule. 

Mr. Shields said that «ince the excitement hod been got up, 
he believed that more injury would result from retaining it, 
than by reiteaUng it. Ho acknowledged that it wasanjust 
to those who believed the reading of the Scriptures wrong. 
Audaa the amendment did not allay tbe opposition, he 
should oheerfall y vote for tbo repeal. 

Dr. liarby hail always bceu opposed to the Twentieth 
Ru'e. He had. however, signed the report in favor of 
restoration with the smpudmen», under the belief that 
would satisfy all parties. He was very glad to havo an <j 
portuuity to vote tor its eutire repeal. 

Mr. Jeiuiiugs stated that in the vote lie would give upon 
ths subject, it will be uecessary and due to himself to say 
UtttthslyMl always advocated the reading the Biblo as a text 
book, la tbe Schools ; containing, as it did, Uie truest systcn 
of morals and of laws, the best history, and the purest com 
poèMob. both in prose and poetry. It should, therefore, be 
made most familiar to the youth of our Schools, as contain, 
ing in it every material to make the philanthropist and the 
patriot, ta say nothing of the Christian. No child could read 
the submission of Abraham to the Divine commands, the 
filial devotion, fraternal love of Joseph, and his reiistanoe of 
temptation, without bting made wiser and better. The Pro­
verbs of Solomon, and the beauUful poetry of the Psalms, 
would teach them better than any otlier book, the precepts 
of wisdom and the purity and sublimity of language. As to 
tha Prayer, Mr. J. said he had never advocated it pnrticu. 
Iwly, regarding it to be a form simply of School discipline 
That in the halls of Congress, where onr representatives of 
different religions assembled, it is ths rule to commence the 
duties of the day with an invocation for the blessings of the 
Deity ; that this uustom exitted In most of our Colleges. Bu' 
that if the form of tiro present Prayer, or the Prayer itself, 
offended any class of out citizens, he would always have 
voted for its repeal. The Bible he considered, however, a 
different matter ; that although he was a member of no 
church, bat believing generally in the principles of the 
Chris*ian religion, bethought that both Catholic and Protes 

., and all sects, would auite in toiue version of the Bible 
to he read in the Schools, that might bo acceptable. The 
Protestants, with a spirit of concession, would doubtles< 
agree to that version of the Bible sanctioned Iby the authority 
of Bishop liughei, now the Catholic Archbishop of New 
York, called the Douay Edition. For his own part it was 
immaterial to him whether the Bible was rea 1 in the morning 

in the evening, or once only during the week ; but he 
deemeu it of vital interest to the School?, that it shonld be 
pmscrved as a text book; and he feared that the step we 

about to take to repeal the a)ih Rale entirely, although 
he woaid give his vote, from the declarations made to him 
by those who knew the wishes of the voters of the Munici-
pulity better than he did, that the change was desired, nnd 
from the request made by the Council, urging it for the sake 
of peace and harmony, lie gave it with reluctance ; and with 
a sincere apprehonsiou eu to iu future influence upon the 
Schools. 

Mr. Shaw, the Superintendent, did not think there was 
sufficient information before the Board to justify a preeipi 
täte course. He would not urge the continuance of the rule ii 
he thought the public sentiment was against it. But he had 

n no evidence of any such feeling. As to the prayer, 
there was nothing In it objeotioaable to any Christian de-
nomination. He thought the children should be impressed 
with their dependence on God. This was at the foundation 
of all moral conduct. The exclusion of the Bible, he thought, 
would be deeply injurious. If the community was opposed 
to it, then the rule should be giveu up. But he could not see 
what possible injury could arise from the reading of the 
Scriptures without note or comment. 

Mr. Pride was opposed to this sudden stampede. It was 
only a weeJuago the Rule, with its amendment.was adopted. 
And now the Coancil meets aad passes resolutions instruct­
ing the Board, and forthwith we come lœre. pell mell, lo 
undo our own work. Ha did not discover any public indig-
aation. A lew brawling politicians aboat the street corners 
aid not make public opinion. Let thoss who are opposed to
