They have 
prepared the requisite Tableau, showing in detail the num­
ber of voters, and have likewise oarefuliy classed the popu­
lation. Under these circum tance*, they are entitled to a 
liberal compensation, as provided for in the eleventh section 
ot the act equalizing representation.
