To the Public» 
It is with great reluctance that I have again to 

address myself to the public, through the medium 
of the press. Unbecoming and undignified as this 
ontroversy assuredly is, yet, the community will 

bear me out in the assertion, that for it, I am by no 
responsible. I have been in a most dis­

courteous and unjustifiable manner dragged into 
, and having sprung to my feet to do bat­

tle, I can, now, neither falter nor fly. Either the 
of the other would be totally averse to every 

principle of my nature. 
The distinguished Secretary has seen proper to 

seek the tribunal of the people. Before no tribunal 
have I ever been known to shrink or blanch. Be­
fore this tribunal I appear clothed with the hardy 
panoply of honest intentions—I courj, its verdict. 

A communication appearing in the columns of 
the Louisiana Courier, of the 24th inst., over the 
signature of the Hon. Charles Gayarrc, and ad­
dressed to the undersigned, has attracted my atten~ 

There is such a confused rdmixture of facts 
and romance in this communication, that it is diffi­
cult to separate the one from the other. 

He starts out with the assertion, that " on the 
6th and 7th of February last, we proceeded to­
gether, as the Board of Currency, to the examina­
tion of the several banks located in the city of New 
Orleans." 

In this whole paragraph there is not one word of 
truth. Mr. Gayarré, as has been almost uniformly 
his discourteous practice, proceeded without rn-*, 
vnd without giving me notice, alone to ihe exami­
nation of the Banks, notwithstanding 1 had dis­
tinctly told him prior to his leaving Baton ltouge, 
• hat I would certainly be in the city on the morn­
ing of the 7th. Yet, on the 6th, he proceeded lo 
examine some of the Banks. On the morning of 
the 7th, 1 called at the office of the Board of Cur­
rency, and finding no one there I walked to the 
Custom-house, when I was informed that Mr. Gay-
arré was with the Clerk examining the Banks 
intercepled him at the Mechanic»' and Traders' 
Bink, and from thence we proceeded to visit tit 
Canal Bank together, that Bank being ihe only re 
maining one unexamined hy him. This statement 
is susceptible of irrefragable proof, and I presume 
will not he denied, even by Mr. Gayarré. I sub­
mit it to the community, yea, lo Mr. Gayarré, 
whether this conduct WHS either courteous or deco­
rous. Was it not sufficient to arouse all my indig­
nation t It did ruffle my feelings, hut 1 was capa 
hie of suppressing them. I did suppress them. 
l)td nut my conduct on this occasion evince a 
strong dehire and determination to act with pru 
deuc.e and forbearance ? This has ht en almost the 
uniform course of Mr. Gayarré sin< e I became a 
member of the Board, lie has assumed to act in 
dependent of me ; in fact h-> has as nmed lo act as 

Ihe Board of Currency." 1 tinve assumed no 
such powers. 1 have been guilty of no sut-h dis­
courteous ami indecorous conduct. The Clerk as 
well a* the officers of the cewral Banks of'the 
•ity, will do me the justice lo affirm that I have 
never prelended to examine one <•! tlie.«e insiitu-

i>ns alone. 1 do not question, however, the right 

upon a careful revision of the law, I found that it 
had expressly reserved in the proviso all the rt-
strictions contained in the law of 1842, and em­
braced in sections one and two. I will interrupt 
the chain of the narrative for a moment, in order to

But upon a careful analysis of the law of 1842, first 
section and first paragraph, to a mind capable of 
the slightest comprehension, this fact will appear. 
Let us examine and see if this position will bear 
the test of examination:

"" of the law of 1842, and that the. law of 
185U, as before slated, has expressly reserved all 
the restrictions of said law contained in the first 
_.jd second sections thereof. Now, had I time, 
and it would not swell this communication beyond 
proper limits, 1 could show that the Secretary of 
State has comprehended other portions of the law 
of 1812 equally as well. 

But to resume the chain of narrative. After the 
brief argument between Mr. Gayarrc ami myself 
in the room of the Cashier of the Louisiana Slate 
Bank, we separated. On Saturday morning I 
learnt from Mr. Emile Legendre, Clerk of the 
Board, that Mr. Gayarré was preparing some doc­
ument. I imagined very properly that it related to 
the matter in controversy I etween UK the day pre-

, and was anxious to see it. I, therefore, on 
Monday morning, called at the office of ihe Board 
of Currency, and not finding it spread on the min­
utes, I proceeded to the Customhouse and asked 
Mr. Legendre if Mr. Gayarré had yet handed him 
the paper he was preparing. Mr. legendre replied 
that he had not, but expressed a belief that, it had 
been deposited in the box of the office of the Board, 
as Mr. Gayarré had expressed the intention of 
dropping it in there. Mr. Legendre and myself ac­
cordingly went round to the office, but there was 
nothing to be found. An hour afterwards, it ap 
pears, Mr. Gayarré went to the Cusiomho ise, 
proceeded with the Clerk to the office, and there 
had spread upon the nrnutes that mysterious cap­
tion that so significantly appeared in Italics in his 
selected organ ; and after having said caption thus 
spread upon the mmutes, walked off with the origi­
nal in his breeches' pocket, to the office of the 
True Delta. Now, how under this stale of facts, 
Could the Clerk serve a copy on me prior to its 
publication ? Mr. Gayarré slates, " On Sunday, 
the 9th, I reduced my reasons to'writing, and early 
on Monday, the 10th, repaired to the office of the 
Board of Currency, and told our Clerk that I hail 
a communication to submit to you He answered 
that you had not put up at any of the hotels, and 
that lie did not know where to find you. What 
was to be donet sir ? Why, sir, in accordance with 
that miserable precedent which you had set, you 
should have spread it on the minutes of the Board. 
This would have been a notification to me, ai 
least I would have had an opportunity of seeing it 
before I saw it in the newspajiers. 

But Mr. Legendre and 1 had separated only an 
hour before, and can any one believe that Mr. L-
gendre failed to inform him that I had called, and 
was anxious to see the paper ? 

But as extraordinary, discourteous ami indecor­
ous as this whole proceeding is, it is ret more ex­
traordinary tl an the reasons he assigns for the pub­
lication of this '* report" in the speech he made to 
>lr. Legendre in the Custom-house. Head them— 
"You are now very busy at the Custom-house 
Tli" papers and ihe public have taken hold of this 
affair, without knowing very well on what il turns. 
There is a good deal of exeileinent ; some talk of a 

run on the B.mk. 1 think ii will be best, in juslici 
to the Bank, (God save the mark) and to uÙay ap­
prehensions, lo publish immediately my re|M»rt, and 
o show the public that the present solidity of the 

Bank is not questioned, but that nothing Out the 
rigbi of the Bitnk to extend ils operations under a 
certain acl of 1850, is controverted. As soon as 
my manuscript is published, you will copy it on the 
record, and in order to save you the iroub'e of pre­
paring another manuscript copy, you will furnfch 
my colleague, with a printed one. He will than 
have time io slate his objections at levure." 

In the latter part of this harangue, it will be no­
ticed, Mr. Gayarré admits the. truth of mv vvhoie 
statement about the manner of this publication. 

But Mr. Gayarré states that his motives for ihe 
publication of his " report" were " to allai/ appre 
1tensionsand " lo show the public ihat the pres­
ent solidity of the Bank is not questioned " 

The communiiy will take in connection with this 
statement of Mr Gayarré, the f llowing facts : On 
ihe evening of the 8th inst., the Louisiana Courier 
issued with an editorial on the French side, calcu­
lated in an eminent degree to arouse " apprehen 
siotis" as to "the present solidily of the Bank" 

After the reasons Mr. Gayarré has assigned 
the publication of his "Report," will not the co 
munity be astounded to learn that the article of the 
Courier was based upon information furnished by 
Mr. Gayarré himself? The article itself, (to which 
the community is respectfully referred,) states tha# 
the information is official or semi-official. This 
article was intended as the great precursor of this 
ex parte document of Mr. Gayarré's. There were 
then no "apprehensions" existing in the public 

nd with regard to "the present solidity of the 
Bank." But some excitement must be created, 

ipprehensions " aroused, in order that the 
ity should be on tip-toe'to receive the " Re­

port," to be published in the columns of the Ti 
Delta—this " Report" that was " to allay apprehen­
sions" as to "the present solidity of the Bank." 

I lay before the public the letter of the Hon. 
Peter Deverges, in reply to one addressed to him 
by me :

Sir—In answer to your latter of this date, I s'iall state, tha 
on Monday, the 10th inst , I met in y friend.

day previous, the 8ih. The I acts set forth in sai-1 article n< 
beint; in conformity with the last report, published by th 

to Iiis " Report," I had made some observations I " it affords me great pleasure to return to you my 
regarding the inexpediency of such a law. But ! grateful acknowledgment tor the correct exposition 

•-*••• 1 yOU made of my motives, and of the respective 
position of the State Bank and myself." Now, 1 
submit to the public, whether the acts and profes­
sions of Mr. Gayarrc are at all consistent. His 
previous and subsequent conduct are totally in 
opposition. In fact, it reminds me of a child, 
who, having applied a torch to a building, and dis­
covering the mischief it has done, betrays alarm in 
every trembling fibre. 

Mr. Gayarré states that I addressed him as a 
friend, and professed myself satisfied with the 
explanation he had given me about the mysterious 
caption of his " Report." It is true that I did both, 
but I was at that time totally uninformed with re­
gard to the manner his "report" found its way to 
the press, and not aware that it was not spread 
upon the minutes of the Board. At the time, I did 
suppose the contrary ; I thought the True Delta 
had copied it from the minutes, as had been done 
on a former occasion. After learning these facts, 
the more I reflected upon the course my colleague 
pursued, the more indignant I became. It was 
unworthy of a public officer, and higfily disrespect­
ful to me. The appearance of th>s " Report, ' as 
the Secretary calls it, without my signature, did, 
and was so intended, cast reflections, by indirection, 
upon my official conduct. But I am weary, and 

11 bring this, to me, unpleasant article, to a close. 
So far as the personalities and insinuations con­

tained in Mr. Gayarré's letter to m« of the 19*h 
inst., is concerned, they pass by nie as the idle 
wind. In my communication, I indulged in no 
personalities. They are neither agreeable to my 
disposition nor temper, and certainly inconsistent 
with my uniform habit. To make a grave and 
solemn charge, that " considerations other than, 
your sense of public duty impel your action 
rises, far in dignity, above personalities. But it 
appears that I am neither the first, nor the only one, 
who has made these charges. In his letter ot Feb­
ruary 13, some days before my document appeared, 
Mr. Gayarré holds the following language: "lo 
those who accuse me of hostility to the Bank, and 
of improper motives, etc." So it appears that 
Mr. Gayarré has before been charged with hostility 
to the Bank, and with improper motives. 

In conclusion, I will state to that gentleman that 
I have so much of the milk of human kindness in 
my veins, that I sympathize with him on account 
of the deep " humiliation" (to U9e his own words,) 
into which he has no doubt fallen. And in order 
to evince this disposition, I am not unwilling to 
tender him a piece of advice. Before you aet here­
after, deliberate at least a space upon the conse­
quences. Do not again close your eyes and leap 
into the dark—you may get hurt.

Jealousy and an ungovernable passion, how-
ever, st fled all judgment and reason lor the moment, and 
with the knife which ho himself had put into her hands, she 
struck the blow she would in a moment afterwards have giv. 
en worlds to recall. With her own hands she l?d him to the 
house where they resided, and then with frautic despair she 
hastened alter a physician.

We have a few additional Foreign items, received

A Mr. Miller, of Edinburgh, estimates the num 

ber of persons who will visit the great exhibition,

£42,000,000. 

An attachment has been granted in London 
against the Queen of Spain, to the extent ol 
£10,000, on application of an English bondholder. 

On the subject of the Papal aggression, it is 
now understood that there is a decided split in the 
Cabinet. 

The Oliver Van Noord, a Dutch East Indiaman, 
Captain Kicoyt, lying in the Salt-house Dock, 
Liverpool, has her lower masts constructed of iron 
plates, formed in'o cylinders and firmly riveted 
together. Inside, at various intervals, are cross­
bars to maintain the shape of the cylinders, and to 
prevent bulging or other injury. 

The British East India Company having loaned 
money to one of the native chiefs, and he being 

able to refund, it is understood that his territory 
ill soon be seized, and added to England's already 
ormous East India Empire. 

A Transatlantic Steam Navigation Company has 
been started in Dublin and the provinces, for the 
purpose of laying down a line of steamships to ply 
between Galway and Boston, and it is anticipated 
that their efforts will be crowned with success. 
The proposed capital is <£200,000, to be raised in 

hares of .£10 each. Meantime the advocates of 
n Irish-American packet station are busily plying 
Tovernment to make the experiment upon an 

extensive scale, and it is reported that they have 
been so far successful as to induce the Admiralty 
to consent to the removal of the parket station to 
Holyhead, making Cork a port of call for the dis­
patch and delivery of the latest and earliest mails. 

Letters from Brest state that the French war 
steamers which cruised off the Italian coast, have 
captured a vessel belonging to Mazzini's commit­
tee, and sailing under the Portuguese flag. 

A letter published in the London Times, states 
that the Pope, deeming another revolution inevita­
ble, has resolved to retire to a monastery. 

Several arrests of alleged conspirators have been 
made in Paris, and a large quantity of gunpowder 
has been seized. 

The motion, authorizing the civil marriage of 
persons in holy orders, has been rejected by the 
Assembly. 

The ship George Washington, from Russia, 
bound to Boston, was abandoned at sea, and her 
crew taken off by the Mortimer Livingston, arrived 
at Havre. She was a good vessel, belonged to 
Bath, and had a cargo valued at §100,000. 

The packet ship De Witt Clinton, for New York, 
after being at se' for six weeks, had been compelled 
to return to Queenstown.
