It is not stated 

how much damage she received, We understand 

that her cargo was only about half thrown over, 

and that the balance is probably saved with but 

little damage. The whole cargo is estimated at 

$20,000, about one-third of which was not insured. 

The Victoria Advocate reports the death of JudgM 

Townsend Dickenson, who, it appear«, was drowned 

in a fresh water lake about sixty miles from Corpus 

Christi. He was travelling in a buggy with a Mr. 

Armstrong, from Brazoria, and in attempting to 

cross the lake in the night, they missed their road 

and got into deep water, when Judge Dickenson 

was unfortunately drowned. He formerly filled the 

station of J udge of the Supreme Court of Arkansas. 

We learn from a gentleman from the upper 
country, that the Trinity has overflowed its banks 
in the neighborhood of Alabama, and has caused 
some little damage, but was subsiding at the tim** 
he left. A boat is hourly expected up. [Item. 

A deep laid plot vas discovered among the ne­

groes in and around Brenham, to rise in a body and 

escape into Mexico. Several white men, who art-

supposed to have concocted the arrangement, have 

made their escape, and a party of the citizens of 

Brenham are in pursuit of them.

kegs of powder, guns, pistols, etc. They were to 

rise simultaneously, and he armed to resist any 

force. The letter states a similar plan had been 

di»eovered in Columbus on the Colorado. 

In regard to the Indians, the Houston Telegraph 

says : 

We are happy to learn that Gen. Brooke hps at 
length been fully convinced, that all effort* to con­
ciliate the Camanches by any means at the dis(>o-
bition of the United Slates Ag.;nt are unavailing, 
and that their treaties are only intended todup 
Ute military authorities, so that they may rentM 
their depredations under m-ire favorable auspicei 
He has therefore determined to punish them so e 
iectually, that they will in future either remain 
open enemies, or be deprived of the power 
mil depredations. We understand that as 
the spring open«, a campaign will l>e made directly 
irito the Indian country, and the savages will b* 
\ isiti'd in their own hunting grounds. The Sem 
mole chief Wild Cat, is now waging v\ar with th< 
Camanches in the neighborhood of El Paso, and he 
will probably force the western binds to fall back 
towards our settlements on the Colorado. A strong 
military force therefore should bn sent to the Sa: 
Salm, or the upper tributaries of the Colorado, t-
dislodge nnv of the hostile *avngefi it,at may paihe 
there. If the dragoons east of the Brazos should 
also be concentrated on the upp r part of that rive 
these p3ffidious tribes would be hemmed in i 
effectually, that they would he compelled to sue f 
peace. These savages boast that they have nevi 
been conquered, and the course Gen. Brooke hi 
hitherto pursued, hss only served to flatter the 
self esteem. He has treated them with so mut 
respect, that the cowardly scoundrels imagine, like 
the ragged King of the Musquit' *», that they 
great nation.

«teal from the neighboring settlements. She ci 
not speak any English, but converses freely w 
the Africans on the neighboring plantations. Tl 
is solved the mystery that has hitherto given a 
mantic interest to the story of the wi d woman 
the Navidad.
