The bitter language which passed in debate on 
Friday la*i between Mr. Stanley, of North Caro­
lina, and Mr. Inge, of Alabama, hau led to a duel 
between those two gentlemen. After exchanging 
shots without effect, the partie« were reconciled. 

The bill making appropriations for the West 
Point Military Academy, and the Revolutionary 
Pension Bill, have passed through the Senate, and 
the Post-oliice Appropriation Bili through the 
House. WASHINGTON, February 2b', 1851. 

The House, by resolution, has approved of the 
course of the Secretary of the Navy, in relation to 
the law of the last session of Congress, authorizing 
the construction of a Dry Dock at San Francisco, 
and state that there is no cause for any delay in the 
prosecution of that work. 

The House also passed the new Post Route Bill, 
and the bill appropriating $185,000 to pay the 
Mexican indemnities. During the debate on the 
last named bill, Mr. Allen charged Mr. Webster 
with having received fifteen thousand dollars from 
the New York and Boston brokers. Mr. Ashmun 
vindicated Mr. Webster, and on the authority of 
that gentleman pronounced the charge tobe an un­
qualified falsehood. 

The House then took up the Army Appropria­
tion Bill. 

NEW YORK, February 26,1851.

The orator of the day—Colonel 
Powers—among other things, read Ritchie, Cass, 
Buchanan, and Dallas, out of the Union party. 
He eulogized Clay and Fillmore without stint or 
measure. He also said Bonaparte was soma, but 
he went down to the grave " unwept, unhonored, 
and unsung." Only two delegates from other 
counties are said to be in attendance at the dinner, 
although letters of invitation were sent all through 
the State.

Mr. St. vens, of G*., moved to lay the report on 
the table—lost by feas 67, nays 91. 

Mr. McLean spoke against the bill. 
A motion was made to refer it to the Committee 

of the Whole, pending which the House resolved 
itself into Committee of the Whole, and took up 
the deficiency bill.

The Search for Sir John Franklin* 

Dispatches have been received at the Admiralty 
from Captain Kellett, C. B., of Her Majesty's ship 
Herald, dated at sea, the 14th of October, 18/50, on 
his return from Behring's Straits. The Herald 
had communicated with her Majesty's ship Plover, 
on the 10th of July, atChamisso Island, where the 
Plover had passed the preceding winter. The two 
ships proceeded to the northward until they sighted 
the pack ice, when the Herald returned to Cape 
Lisburne, in quest of Captain Collinson's expedi­
tion, and on the 31st fell in with Her Majesty's 
ship Investigator, which had made a surprisingly 
short passage of twenty-six days from the Sand­
wich Islands. The Herald remained cruising ofT 
Cape Lisburne, and again fell in with the Plover, 
on the 13th of August, on her return from Point 
Barrow, Commander Moore having coasted in his 
boats, and minutely examined the several inlets as 
far as that point from Icy Cape, without gaining 
any intelligence of the missing expedition. Com­
mander Moore and his boat's crew suffered severely 
from exposure to cold. Captain Kellett, having 
fully victualled the Plover, ordered her to winter in 
Grantley Haibor, (her former anchorage at Cha­
nt isso Island not being considered safe,) and then 
returned to the southward, on his way to England. 

Dispatches have also been received from Captain 
Collinson, C. B., of Her Majesty's ship Enterprise, 
and Commander McClure, of Her Majesty's ship 
Investigator, from which the following are extracts : 

44 In the ensuing spring, as soon as it is practica­
ble for travelling parties to start, i should dispatch 
as many as the state of the crew will admit of, in 
different directions, each being provided with forty 
days' provisions, with directions to examine min­
utely all bays, inlets, and islands towards the 
northeast, ascending, occasionally, some of the 
highest points of land, so as to be enabled to obtain 
extended views, being particularly cautious in their 
advance to observe any indication of a break-up in 
the ice, so that their return to the ship may be 
effected without hazard, even before the expendi­
ture of their provisions would otherwise render it 
necessary. 

" Supposing the parties to have returned without 
obtaining any clue of the absent ships, and the 
vessel liberated about the 1st of August, rny objret 
would then be to push on towards Wellington In­
let, assuming that that channel communicates 
with the Polar Sea, and search both its shorn«, un­
ies«, in so doing, some indication should be met 
with to show that parties from any of Capt. Aus 
tin's vessels hail previously done so, when he 
would return and endeavor to penetrate in the di­
rection of Jones' Sound, carefully examining 
every place that was practicable. Sir, should our 
efforts to reach this point be successful, and in the 
route no traces are discernible of the long missing 
expedition, I should not then be enabled longer to 
divest myself of the feelings, painful as it must be 
to arrive at such a conclusion, that all human aid 
would then he perfectly unavailing; and, there­
fore, under such a conviction, I would think it my 
duty, if possible, to return to England, or at all 
ev -ins, endeavor to reach some port that would 
insure ihut object upon the following year. 

In the event of this being our last communica­
tion, I would request you to assure their lordships 
that no apprehension whatever need be enter­
tained of our safety until the autumn of 1851, as 
vvu have on board three years of all species of pro­
vision , commencing from the 1st of September, 
proximo, which, without much deprivation, may 
be made to extend to a period of four years ; as, 
moreover, whatever is killed by l unting parties, I 
intend to issue in lieu of the usual rations, which 
will still further protract our resources. 
" gives me great pleasure to say that the good 

effects of the fruit nnd vegetables (a large quan­
tity of which we took on board at Oahu) are very 
perceptible in the increased vigor of the men, who, 
at this moment, are in as excellent condition as it 
is possible to desire, and evince a spirit of confi­
dence and r-heerlulness of disposition which 
beyond all appreciation." 

WHEELING BRIDGE CASE — Washington, 
February IS.—Chancellor Walworth's report to 
the Supreme Court was as follows : 

441 have arrived at the conclusion, and do accord­
ingly decide and report thus : 

44 That the Wheeling Suspension Bridge is an 
obstruction to the free navigation of the Ohio river 
by vessels propelled by steam, which are now en­
gaged in the commerce and navigation of that 
river, and by such vessels as will undoubtedly be 
engaged in such navigation and commerce here­
after. And I further decide and report that the 
change or alteration which can or should be made 
in the construction and existing condition of the 
bridge, to remove the obstruction which now ex­
ists to the free navigation of the river by steam­
boats, is to raise the suspension cables and the 
flooring of the bridge in such a manner as to give a 
level headway at least three hundred feet inside, 
over a convenient point in the channel, not le&s 
than one hundred and twenty-eight feet above the 
level of zero on the Wheeling water gauge. This 
elevation is twenty-eight, feet above the highest 
point of the present bridge, and sixty feet above 
the elevation of the bridge at the water abutment. 
It will give over eighty feet headway on the usual 
high floods of the Ohio, and its estimated cost is 
$208,600."

Internal Improvements* 

I hose who have paid any attention to the his­
tory of this measure, are surprised at the attempts 
made of late years to treat, it as anti-democratic. 
On February 4th, 1817, John C. Calhoun made a 
peech on the subject—from it the Republic makes 
hig extract. We do not profess to be a better 

democrat than Mr. Calhoun was at that time. We 
are ready to stand by his creed of that date : 

Tjius situated, to what can we direct our re­
xes and attention more important than Inter­

nal Improvements? What can add more to the 
wealth, the strength and the political prosperity of 
the country 7 The manner in which facility and 
cheapness of intercourse adds to the wealth of a 
nation has been so often and ably discussed, by 

ters on political economy, that I presume the 
House to be perfectly acquainted with the subject. 
It is sufficient to observe that every branch of na­
tional industry, agricultural, manufacturing, and 
commercial, is greatly stimulated, and rendered by 

ore productive. The result is that it tends to 
diffuse universal opulence. It gives to the interior 
the advantages possessed by the parts most eligi­
bly situated for trade. It makes the country prices, 
whether in the sale of raw products, or in the pur­
chase of articles for consumption, approximate to 
that of the commercial towns, in fact, if we look 
into the nature of wealth, we will find that nothing 
can be more favorable to its growth than good 
roads and canals. An article to command a price 
must not only be useful, but must be the subject of 
demand ; and the better the means of commercial 
intercourse the larger is the sphere of demand. 

" The truth of the position is obvious, and has 
been tested by all countries where the experiment 
has been made. It has particularly been strikingly 
exemplified in England ; and if the result there, in 
a country so limited and so similar in its products, 
has been to produce a most uncommon degree of 
opulence, what may we not expect from the same 
cause in our country, abounding as it does in the 
greatest variety of products and presenting the 
greatest facility for improvement? Let it not be 
said that internal improvement may be wholly left 
to the enterprise of the States and of individuals. 
I know that much may be justly expected to be 
done by them ; but in a country so new and so ex­
tensive as ours, there is room enough for all the 
General and State Governments and individuals in 
which to exert their resources. But many of the 
improvements contemplated are on too great a scale 
for the resources of the States, or of individuals, 
and many of such a nature that the rival jealousy 
of the States, if left alone, might prevent. They 
require the resources and the general superinten­
dence of this Government to effect and complete 
them. * * * Uninfluenced by any other con­
siderations than love of country and duty, let us 
add this to the many useful measures already adopt­
ed. The money cannot be appropriated to a more 
exalted use. Every portion of the community— 
the farmer, the mechanic, the merchant—will feel 
its good effects, and, what is of the greatest im­
portance, the strength of the community will be 
augmented, and its political prosperity rendered

THE NAVIGATION LAWS.—The repeal of the 
navigation laws, the act for which came into opera­
tion at the beginning of lS^O, has not produced the 
ruinous effect upon our shipping interests which 

predicted by its opponents. The foreign ves­
sels entering the ports of the United Kingdom 
during the ten month ending November •'), 1850, 
have been 11,059, measuring 1,749,091 tons— 
while the British shipping entering in the same 
period have been 15,570, measuring 3,3G5,033 tons. 
The foreign vessels clearing in the same period 
outward were 9,952 of 1,661,252 tons, and the 
British ships, 15,503 of 3,439,713 tons. Our ship 
builders and ship owners do not seem to fear the 
competition of foreigners ; or, if they do, they are 
taking the most sensible way of meeting the diffi­
culty by building vessels in which every improve­
ment suggested by science or experience has been 
adopted, and which will undoubteiy vie with any 
ships in the world. Freed from the old absurd ton­
nage laws, our builders are now at liberty to build 
from models such as have for years given the 
Americans the advantage over us, which advantage 
will now be speedily lost if the example of Messrs. 
Wigram, Green, Blyth, and many others equally 
eminent in Liverpool and Scotland, is followed up 
with equal energy. [Morning Chronicle. 

THE MoNTEsuuioua.—A gentleman of St. Louis 
has furnished the Republican with the following 
extract from a letter written by Raymond de Mon-
tesquiou, in Paris. It is of recent date : 

44 You nsk me about the health of Gonzalve. It 
is not good. When he arrived in Paris, they put 
him in a hospital, (Muison de Satite,) where he still 
remains. There is no change in him. He con­
tinues in the same condition of mind he was when 
he left America. I speak thus according to the ad­
vice of the doctors, for they do not permit me to 
visit him. 1 have not seen him since he departed 
from St. Louis.

When you arrive in 
Paris, I will not probably be there, which gives 
me very great pain, as I would have taken great 
plea.-ure in viewing Paris with you—but I expect 
in a very short time to leave for Spain, as Attache

BRITISH MISCELLANIES. — Reduction of Taxes. 
A great difficulty with the Chancellor of the Ex­
chequer will arise, not from a deficiency of revenue, 
but from the many claims which will be made 
upon him respecting the disposal of the surplus! 
That surplus will probably be about £"2,500,000. 
Already is he asked to repeal the window tax, 
amounting to about .£1,800,000 anriuallv; the ex­
cise duty on soap, amounting to about XI,000,000; 
that on paper, about X800,000. 

The World's Fair.—The business of the Great 
Exhibition is going on very favorably. The build­
ing is nearly completed. Prussia has furnished her 
list of exhibiters, amounting to upwards of 1600. 
The Prussians have got over their difficulty about 
the non-exhibition of prices to the articles. A list 
of 1700 exhibiters is furnished by Switzerland ! 
The Hanse-Towns and Northern Prussia enumer­
ate nearly 1700, of which Hamburg supplies about 
120. Belgium has a list of 509, and Austria and 
her Italian possessions 1600. 

Among the curiosities is a mammoth decanter 
from France of cut crystal without a flaw. This 
wonderful thing is of such dimensions that three 
persons of ordinary size may sit with ease inside, 
and eat a comfortable dinner at a round table a 
yard in diameter; entrance and exit to and from 
this decanter to be provided by a double ladder. 
Its height, from the base of the shoulder, is three 
yards, and its greatest circumference nine yards. 
The stopper weighs 40 pounds, and the whole de­
canter 12 cwt., and it is capable of containing 
eight hectolitres and a half, or one hundred and 
eighty-seven gallons of wine.

A NEW MOTIVE POWER —Prof. Saloman, of 
Harrodsburg, Ky., has successfully applied the en­
tire power of carbonic acid gas as a substitute for 

m in propelling enginery for every purpose. 
The power of this gas has long been known to 
chemists, but their inability to regulate and govern 
it has prevented its use as a propelling agent. Pro­
fessor Saloman claims to be able to control it with 
perfect safety, and that it will afford a power equal 

steam, in one-fiftieth of the space, and one-hun-
dredth part of the expense, dispensing with both 
furnaces and boilers. Experiments have recently 
been made in Cincinnati, which are said to be en­
tirely satisfactory. 

ROCHESTER FLOUR TRADE.—There are at pres­
ent, according to the Rochester Advertiser, twenty 
flouring mills in that city, in which are invested 
$450,000. They run 103 stones, and produce 
daily, when employed, 5H85 barrels of flour. The 
yearly manufacture is estimated at nearly 562,000 
barrels. The annual consumption of wheat 
about 2,500,000 bushels. The flouring business of 
Rochester is believed to be nowhere equalled. 

The Mormons in the Great Salt Lake Valley 
estimate the population of Utah at about 30,500. 
It was expected that this year's emigration would 
swell the number to 40,000. The wheat crop of 
the last season in the Salt Lake Valley is estimated
