The answer to the first question is to be found 

in the history of the West. We fear our amiable 

friend of the Telegraph has never deemed it 

worth his while to learn any thing of the diffi­

culties encountered by the pioneers of the West. 

Content to contemplate and admire the glory of 

Carolina, the outside barbarians have escaped his 

observation. 

We will call his attention to this interesting por­

tion of our national history. He seems to think 

that the partition of this valley, between several 

different sovereignties, would be no serious injury. 

Let him turn to the administrations of the early 

Presidents, and learn from the past what would 

occur in the future. The control of the mouth of 

the Mississippi by Spain, led to the most serious 

evils. Her vacillating, capricious policy, exaspe­

rated the people of Kentucky and other Western 

settlement«. The action of the Federal Govern­

ment was watched with a jealous and discon­

tented mind. Parties sprang up in the West, 

having for their object separation from the Union, 

and coalition, more or less close, with France or 

Spain. English, French and Spanish emissaries 

infested the settlements, and treason was busily al 

work, alienating the hearts of the people from the 

Atlantic States. The West caused more anxiety 

and threatened more danger, until the acquisition 

of Louisiana, than any other cause. We refer tht-

Telegraph, to Marshall's Washington, to Stoddard's 

and Martin's Histories of Louisiana, to Monette's 

Valley of the Mississippi, to the American Slate 

Papers, to Butler's History of Kentucky. These 

will furnish him with a frightful picture of the con­

dition of the West, while the Mississippi River 

was in the possession of different powers. 

The acquisition of Louisiana by Mr. Jefferson, 

was the crowning glory of his life, and the most 

important act in the history of the United States, 

since the adoption of the Constitution. The man 

who can at this time lalk coolly of the division 
of the Mississippi, proves either his want of pa 

triotism, or his shameful ignorance of the past and 

present condition of the West. 

"Home-keeping youths have ever homely wits." 

" The lethean virtues of the Mississippi " is r. 

most unfortunate term. A river which bears on 

its bosom a commerce of $400,000,000, is en til led 
lo any other epithet. 

The Editor is equally unfortunate in his ailu 

«ions to other rivers. What does he think of thr 

Rhine, with its customhouses at every league, 

levying tribute on every passenger and package J 

Or, perhaps, he reads with pleasure, the sanguin 

ary battles on the Rio de la Plata. The valley of 

that river, is divided am«»ng some dozen States, 

and affords an admirable illustration of the effect-« 

resulting from a partition, by political boundaries, of 
a region evidently intended by physical causes to 

be one. Compare the soils and natural resources 

of the Mississippi and La Plata, and then contrast 
the condition of the inhabitants. Whatever else 

may happen, the Valley of the Mississippi must 

form one nation. The blasphemy is committed by 
him who talks of severance. 

The Telegraph thinks there is no more cohesion in 

this geographical division, than there was between 

the Colonies and Great Britain. Three thousand 

miles of ocean, and aritagonistical interests, are 

likened to the unity of interests and destiny which 

controls this valley. 

The Crescent tells obvious truths. If their effeci 

to strengthen a bad cause, we regret it. Bur  

truth cannot, and ought not, to be concealed. If 

the South can only be sustained by the falsification 
suppression of truth, it must fall. 

But the Telegraph talks of the degeneracy of

•he Union are offenders against sectional rights,
