mortification at this injury to our free institutions, " "* 
it exults at an abolition outbreak. It is false that 
the Crescent has sought to palliate this act. We 
censure the conduct of the police of Boston ; it has 
brought reproach on the fair fame of that city. It 
giTps the secessionists strength in their unholy 
violence. The abolitionists of the North, the 
secessionists of the South, are doing all in their 
power to effect their common and wicked end—the 
separation of these States, the dismemberment of 
this Repoblicsn Empire. We say that not the 
citizens of Boston, but its police is to blame. The 
Delta at one moment blames the Mayor, at another 
the Marshal, and then the<President. The Press 
is usually a fair index of the poßäfor feeling. We 
turn to the columns of the Boston papers, and we 
find thein using the severest language in regard 
to this outrage. The Mayor and Chief of the 
police come in for their share of censure, for their 

ulpable supineness. The Courier says : 

" The disgrace which it brings upon the city, is 
not the whole evil. A great deal of ill blood will 
be occasioned at the South bv this occurrence, 
The impression that the laws of the Federal Gov 
ernment can be defied in Boston, will be greatly 
strengthened by this mob triumph—and the feeling 
of exasperation against the North, will be re n-
forced in a manner which may lead to the most 
deplorable results. We trust that the wisdom, the 
firmness, and the prudence of the Government at 
Washington, will be exerted to prev«nt the possi­
bility of a repetition of these scenes, and to main­
tain the laws of the conntry." 

Thii mob will do more to widen the difference, 
settled by the Compromise. Every lover of the 
Union must feel the deepest sorrow at this act, so 
criminal in itself—so mischievous in ils results. A 
prompt and energetic enforcement of the violated 
laws, will alone restore to Boston the position oc­
cupied before this act.

J. Thomas Stevenson, Esq., is the surety for M 
Davis' appearance.

FOREIGN IMMIGRATION.—Last year there ar­
rived at this port 40,000 immigrants. This is a 
larger ntimber than ever arrived in any one year, 
and it is fair to presume that the immigration in 
future will not fall off Let us then inquire what 
provision is made here for the comfort and health 
of these persons. They are mostly of the poorer 
classes—they engage cheap passages ; and, of 
course, there is close crowding and hard fare 
There can be no cleanliness during the voyage; 
and too frequently the ship fever is generated by 
the filth of the vessel. As soon as they arrive, 
they are transferred from the ship to the steamboat, 
and again the same causes are at work, to produce 
disease and death. 

This evil has attracted the attention of benevo­
lent persons here. We learn that the proprietors 
of the Brooklyn Warehouses, at Algiers, propose lo 
erect a large, airy, and commodious receiving 
house, on an eligible site, in the immediate vicinity 
of their wharves. Here the immigrants will be 
received, furnished with wholesome food, and 
baths, and prepared by cleanliness and nutritious 
food, for their up-river voyage. Father Mathevv, 
who interests himself in every good work, is ex­
tremely desirous to have the scheme carried out. 
Not only will the execution of such a project add 
to the comforts and health of the immigrant, but 
this city will be greatly benefited by it. For every 
year the malignant and contagious form of fever, 
known as the ship fever, breaks out here, adding 
greatly to the expenses of the Charity Hospital, 
and injuring the business, and driving away visit-

>rs. The subject, therefore, is one which appeals 
o the interests of our citizens, as well as to their 
minane feelings. We shall, at a future time, give 
the details of the plan, which are not yet matured

MORE IN RELATION TO THE BOSTON RIOT.— 

The following dispatch from Boston, dated Feb­
ruary IS, gives some further particulars of the 
negro riot : 

A. Tuckerman, the ringleader of the riots, 
arrested in this city, this morning. 

The negro who was arrested this morning upon 
the charge of rioting is named John Fry. He ba; 
been discharged, having procured the requisite 
amount of bail, $3000. 

The fugitive slave case (Shadrach's) was c 
ineuced before Commissioner Curtis this inorn 
Deputy Marshal Riley made his return to the 
Court with a deposition duly executed, which 
counted for the non-appearance of the said fugitive 
slave. 

Seth J. Thomas, attorney of the claimant, sug 
gested to the Commissioner a question as to th< 
propriety of proceeding to establish, by 
dence, the fact of the identity of said fugi 
as the lawrtil propriety of John DeBree. Con 
sidering that the said Shadrach was under arrest 
and arraigned, but had been rescued by a mob and 
had escaped. 

The Commissioner was of the opinion, and mad 
the decision, that further proceedings under the 
warrant should be suspended for the pre: 
Whereupon Mr. Sewell, counsel for the fugitive, 
moved that the Court order a full and formal d 
charge of the .alleged slave—and further move 
that the Court order a full and formal discharge of 
said slave, whose identity as alleged by the party 
claiming, had not been proved. 

The Commissioner interrupted the counsel, and 
said he had already made a positive decision and 
could not hear from counsel any motion whatever 
on the subject. 

The examination of Elizur WTright and Davis is 
now proceeding before the Commissioner.

ENGLISH VESSEL WRECKED IN STRAITS or MA­
GELLAN AND PART OF CREW MURDERED DY NA­
TIVES —The English pa pet s contain full accounts 
of the wret k of the English ship Prince Albert, 
from England for San Francisco. The P. A. was 

•ked on the 15th of October, in the Straits of 
Magellan. She being high and dry, some of the 

I sallied on shore lo procure fresh water. Soon 
after, a party of armed Patagori'ans came on board 
and refused to leave. They sprung upon the cap­
tain, knocked htm over and threatened to murder 
him with their knives if he attempted to move. 
They afterward attacked the crew, murdering 
two and badly wounding another. The natives 
then got possession of the sea stores, includ­
ing the ardent spirits, drank freely, and soon 
were badly intoxicated, Suon after, the captain 
and surviving seamen manngfd to escape from the 
vessel, leaving the wounded man and the mate in 
the hands of the natives, and after six days of suf­
fering reached Sandy Point, one hundred and fifiy 
miles distant, where they procured the American 
steamer W. G. Hunt, to retùrn to the wreck. They 
found the natives still in possession. They refused 
to give up the vessel, when the W. G. Hum 
opened a fire upon them, at which the natives left 
and fled to tlie hills. The mate and wounded man 
were found to be alive, and were conveyed on 
board the steamer ; the man, however, was sink­
ing last. The wreck had been completely stripped 
by the natives. The wrecked crew were subse­
quently conveyed l.y the W. G. Hunt to Valpa­
raiso. After the steamer's departure the natives 
again took possession of the wreck and set her on 
fire. The loss exceeds $100,000.
