NEW ORLEANS MARKETS. 

Ou» FELLOWS' SOIREE —At the last 
the Grand Lodge of I. O. O. F. of Southern New 
York, it was resolved to give a ball, under the 
auspices of the Grand Lodge, and a proper com­
mittee wan appointed to carry the resolution into 
effect. 

The Grand Lodge, I. O. O. F., of Kentucky, 
have contracted with Robert F. Launitz, of New 
York, to furnish a block of marble for the Wash­
ington Monument. It is to be taken from the 
marble quarry near Louisville, Kentucky. 

Several one hundred dollar bills, on the Bank of 
Ohio, have recently been passed off in Nashville. 
They are exactly like the genuine, and are conse­
quently very difficult tosdete«t. The first two or 
three hundred were passed to different brokers. 

A SHORT PASSAGE.—The ship F. P. Sage, 
William H. Robson, master, arrived at New York 
on-Sunday the 15th instant, in the remarkably 
«hört passage of ten days from New Orleans. This 
ship is 1150 tons burthen, had a cargo of 14,000 
bbls. of flour, and drew nineteen and a half feet 

water. 

Letters from Gibraltar state that on the 1st Jan., 
in the Straits, the United States frigate Constitu­
tion ran down the ship Confidence, from Newport 
to Barcelona. Fortunately, although the ship sank 
ia three minutes, the crew escaped. 

AMERICAN AND ENGLISH VESSELS.—The pas 
nage of tlie Americ an ship Oriental in 98 days from 
<'anion to London, although not yet beaten, has 
been nearly, if not quite, come up with by an Aber­
deen ship, called the Counter of Seafield, which 
inade the voyage from Woosung lo London in 102 
days. Our craft will have to bestir themselves.

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ANOTHER FEARFUL RAILI 
The passengers on the Hous 
other narrow escape a short time since. Or 
the passengers furnishes the Albany Evening J 
nal with the following particulars : 

The train was running at a rapid rate around 
curve, a mile below VanDeusenville, and twel 
miles from the State line, when the two passenger 
cars were thrown from the track. In an instant Wei 
the trucks were torn oil' both cars. While in this 
condition, they were dragged some thirty rods, 
when the hind car was precipitated down the bank 
of the Housatonic River—a distance of nearly 
seventy feet—turning a complete somerset in its 
descent. It was followed by the first passenger 
car ; but having fortunately become disconnected, 
it lodged when about its length down the bank, and 
at an angle of about 45 degrees. The locomotive 
and baggage car seem to have become disconnected 
the moment the passenger cars were thrown from 
the track, and ran a mile or more before the acci­
dent was discovered. 

No lives were lost by this accident ; but several 
persons were severely injured. A gentleman by 
the name of White, living at VanDeusenville, had 
one or more of his ribs broken. A a English gen­
tleman, whose name we did not. learn, seemed to 
be injured internally—vomiting violently for some 
time. The conductor had one of his legs broken, 
and several of the passengers were bruised and cut 
considerably. There were only two ladies in the 
train, and neither of them were injured.
