THE RIVER AT ST. LOUIS.—The St. Louis In-
telligsnosr of the 26 th says : 

"The river opposite was again rising slowly yes­
terday. In a day or two a swell of some magni­
tude may be expected, as ail the upper rivers arc 
on the increase, and a five foot rise ia yet to come 
out of the Missouri. Boats of the largest class 
now go down full freighted, there being not lest 
than nine feet water on the principal bars between 
this city and Cairo. 

The steamer Fleetwood Btarted last evening for 
the Merrimec river, for the purpose of bringing out 
a cargo of metal for Messrs. Smizer & Co. Should 
the state of the water permit, she will go to the 
iron works on that stream, situated sixty or eighty 
miles from the mouth. We believe the Fleetwood 
is the seaond or third steamboat that has ever tried 
to navigate that stream. 

By a telegraphic dispatch from Galena yesterday, 
we are inclined to believe that the river in that 
vicinity begins to show some signs of breaking up. 
The dispatch was for the purpose of obtaining a 
crew for a steamer lying up at that point. 

The Lake Providence, La., Republican of the 
1st instant says : 

"We learn by up river papers, that the rivers 
above are all high and rising. The river at this 
point is now full to the top and running over 
açainst the levees, many of which are new, and 
wul have an opportunity of testifying as to their 
efficiency. 

"The weather has still been warm and change­
able, often changing from beautiful, sunny spring 
weather, to heavy showers of rain, that keep our 
streets and roads quite muddy and disagreeable.

Congressional Speeches« 
The proposition of Mr. Davis of Missiraippi, that 

speeches shall be published as delivered, ought to 

be carried out. The people have a right to know 

what is said. It is also an act of justice to all who 

take part .n the debates. Reporting is now arrived 

at perfection. A man's words can be preserved 

precisely as he utters them. It was very different 

in the days when Samuel Johnson was a reporier. 

This amusing anecdote is told in Boswell's book ; 
Of the reports in the Gentleman's Magazine, 

Mr. Murphy says : 44 That Johnson was the auth< 
of the debates, was not generally known ; but the 
secret transpired several years afterwards, and was 

avowed by himself on the following occasi 

Wedderbume, (afterwards Lord Loughborough,) 

Dr. Johnson, Dr. Francis, (the translator of Horace) 

Murphy himself, and others, dined with the late 

Mr. Foote. An important debate towards the end 

of Sir Robert Walpole's administration being men 

lioned, Dr. Francis observed, 4 that Mr. Pitt'i 

speech on that occasion was the beet he had ever 
read.' He added, * that he had employed eight 

years of his life in the study of Demosthenes, and 

finished a translation of that celebrated orator with 

all the deeorations of style and language within the 
reach of his capacity ; hut he had met with nothing 

equal to the speech above mentioned.' Many of 

the company remembered the debute ; and some 

passages were cited with the approbation and ap­
plause of all present. During the ardor of conver­

sation, Johnson remained silent. As soon as the 

warmth of praise subsided, he opened with these 

words : 4 That speech I wrote in a garret in Exeter 

street.' The company was struck with astonish 

inent. After staring at each other in silent amaze, 

Dr. Francis asked how that speech could be written 

by him. 4 Sir,' said Johnson, ' I wrote it in Exeter 

street. I never have been in the gallery of the 

House of Commons but once. Cave had interest 

with the door-keepers. He, and the persons em­

ployed under him, gained admittance : they brought 

away the subject of discussion, the names of the 

peakers, the sides they took, and the order in which 

they rose, together with notes of the arguments ad­

vanced in the course of the debate. The whole 

was afterwards communicaied to roe, and I com­

posed the speeches in the form which they now 

have in the Parliamentary debates.' To this dis­

covery Dr. Francis made answer—4 Then, sir, you 

have exceeded Demosthenes himself, for to say that 

you have exceeded Francis' Demosthenes, would 

be saying nothing.' The rest of the company 

bestowed lavish encomiums 011 Johnson ; one, 

in particular, praised his impartiality, observing 

that he dealt out reason and eloquence with an 

tqual hand to both parties. 4 That is not quite 

rue,' said Johnson ; 4 I saved appearances tolera­

bly well, but I took care that the whig dogs did 

not have the best of it.' 

The speech of Mr. Pitt, referred to, was, no 

doubt, the celebrated reply to Sir Robert Walpole, 

beginning, 44 the atrocious crime of being a yonng 

man," March 10, 1741 ; but there is in the state 

ment a slight inaccuracy, arising, perhaps, from s 

lip of Johnson's memory, who, by Mr. Bos well'» 

list of Johnson's residences, appears not to have 

resided in Exeter street, after his return to London 

in 1737.

drinks of an intoxicating character. Show me a poor, 
broken-heart e» I. houseless wife, and I will show you a 
drunken husband. Show me a poor, ignorant, and vicious 
child, an 1 I will show jon a drunken parent,—for it ia the 
ca«e in ninety-nine cases out of a hundred. 

Many people aay that there is such a th'ng as using and 
abusing the beverage ; but that was an error, for nothing 
con Id be used to advantage that was j.n unmitigated evil 
Did they ever se* a man who had been ill. take brandy |o 
raise himself up ; he never Anew such a curiosity. If a man 
wanted energy, rum drinking caused him to lack it; and a 
man did not get more respectable by being a drunkard, or oh-
tain a more happy hearth-stone, or comfortable home. Did 
they 6ver hear of a man getting rich by dr:nking ; he never 
did, and as he was fond of looking up old curiosities, he 
wonld go a good way to find one of this sort. (Clnersand 
Laughter.) Such a curiosity would be a great attraction 
either in the American Museum or any other place, and 
tnera would be no humbug about that. (Cheers and greal 
Laughter. ) A man never got rich by driuking, or got on in 
business, and if a business msu did drink and get on, it wa> 
because he had a sober partner who attended to bus nets 
Temperanoe lecturers generally told their exi«rience, bu' he 
was not one, and did not often do it, yet he would then tell 
something of his experience. He commenced business foi 
h m«eli when he wasmteen years old, in 18. ti, and at first lit 
had many ups and downs, but waa generally down. (Laugh­
ter.)

Mr* Barnum's Temperance Lecture, 

The Lyceum Hall was crowded last night to its 

ltmost capacity, to hear Mr. Barnum lecture on 

emperance ; and we have never seen a more en­

lightened and discriminating audience assembled, 

on any occasion, in this city. A very large num 

ber of the first ladies of our city were there, to 

grace the occasion by their presence, and to give 

their countenance and encouragement to the efforts 

to promote this noble cause. Many of our most 

prominent and influential citizens were there, and 

listened with profound attention to the overwhelm­

ing arguments and astounding facts presented by 

the lecturer. The cause of temperance has made 

less progress in this city, we believe, than in any 

community in the United States. The reason is, 

that our men of position and influence have stood 

aloof from it, and withheld encouragement and ex­

ample. It is hoped they will do so no longer. We 

regret that we cannot give the entire lecture, but 

our limited space will only allow us to present a 

meagre and very imperfect sketch of it : 

Mr. Barnum, on being introduced to the sudience, said 
that be had been indutred from two reasons to appear before 
them on that occasion—the first of which was the univers 
»ahty of the evil of intemperauce. The Rev. John P.er-
pont, at a meeting in Tremont, couimeucd hia address by 
aaking, if there wua any man in tbat meeting, who could 
rise up and say tbat he had not been more or less alfncted in 
peron, or in circumstance*, either as regarded himself, or hin 
friends ; but no one ri>«e in answer to his call. He shou'd 
like to see such a person, for it would lie a great curiosity, 
•md if he could find one, he would like to exhibit him. The 
man who waa injured by intemperance was not the miser, tor 
lie would turn a s xpence over twenty times, and look at it, 
betöre be expanded it ; but it was the kind and sociable man, 
the b»at hearted member of society, who would call upon 
his fellow man, and aay : " Here's to you " and treat him 
with the best of wine, and other things of that character. 
We all have our duties to perform, as well as to take oui 
pleasures, and aa drinking was a stupend >us evil, it was the 
dnty of every one to endeavor to prevent it spreading, or 
iiûnring the human race. 

.f men would look at it a« it is, they wou'd find that it WH* 
no more proper for thein to drink these drinks, than to drink 
a delicious beverage diluted with prussic acid, or an ' other 
deleterious poiaon One great object of human existence was 
to look tor happineas ; and if any one oould show thfit intox 
eating drinks were good, lu would take them. According 
tohis opinion, they were one unmitigated evil, and if m n 
could be convinced thai there were no pleasures in drinkir.g 
these intoxicating drirtks, they would not drink them,or fol-
uw the practice. He hoped to give fncta to prove that he 
took a correct view of the case, tor a>though the evil t;f 
drinking had its thousand disciples, it hud no advocate in any 
man who hid a reputation to lone. He then 100k a sketch 
of the expensive character of drinking, and said that from a 
report which had been pieeented to him of tke money »pen 
IU intoxicating drinks in New Orleans, in 184S, it appeared 
ibat upwards of seven millions of dollars had bc-en wa-
thia maniH-r. It they would give him on« -sixth ot the 1 
spent inlutoimating drinks, in New Orleans, he wou 
ail their taxes, support all their hospitals, and hencvol< 
stituiiona in the city. It was not those who toM the* 
drinks that paid the police, or kept ihe vagrants sei

THE ST. Lotus ROAD TO THE PACIFIC.— 

While New Orleans hesitates to build a hundred 

miles of railroad, the people of Missouri are about 

building three hundred, at a cost of $6,000,000. 

Mr. Allen, of St. Louis, lias made a very able 

speech in the Legislature, iu aid of this work. 

From St. Louis to the western line of the State is 

300 miles. The road runs through the coal region, 

which last year furnished 118,000 tons. It strikes 

the iron region, where they already have iron works 

in a prosperous condition. The country is rapidly 

settling, as the lands are good. The present popu­

lation, to be influenced by the road, is 236,100. 

He thus estimates the commerce of the Missouri : 
" The commerce of the river is increasing at the rate of 

about ten p.r cent, per annum. In 184H the number of 
steamboat arrivals from that river, at .Jt. Louia waa35ô. 
I l^, tbe number WHS 3W. It is estimated that these ho*tn 
carry generally about 150 tone up stream, and 300 tonadown 
stream; and lerhnpa average 35 pas«engera, it not more 
They truispiirt, then, at least 156,000 tons, aud near .10,UÜ0 
passengers annually.''

Mr. Jefferson on Secession, 
In the Southern Review of February, 1830, 

find on pages 128 and 129, the following notice of 
Thomas Jefferson's opinions on the question of se­
cession of one or more States from the Union, 
which it seems had been proposed as a remedy for 
existing evils, even in the days of this great apostle 
of republicanism ! We give a few remarks of the 
reviewer of " Jefferson's Memoirs," by way of pre­
face to the extracts from Mr. Jefferson's letters on 
this subject, which are quoted by the former. 
These letters were written during the four years of 
Mr. Jefferson's Vice Presidency, and have 
propriateness at the present time 
questions, which will repay the careful attention of 
the reader : 

''We know that in these times of great excite­
ment, one of the modes in which the minority 
show their sense of injustice from the dominant 
party, and their consequent alienation from them, 
is to threaten a separation of the States. Such 
sentiments seem to have been broached in a letter 
Irom a leading politician in Virginia to Mr. Jeffer 
son, in 179S, and there is so much good sense ai 
well aa patriotism in his reply, that we cannot for 
bear to make from it the following extracts. After 
stating that we were 'completely under the saddle 
ot Massachusetts and Connecticut, and that they 
rode us very hard,' and that there must always be 
opposite parties in every free and deliberate society, 
he adds : 

" But if on a temporary superiority of the 
party, the other is to ret-ort to a secession of the 
Union, no federal government can ever eiist. It 
to rid ourselves of the present rule of Massachu­
setts and Connecticut, we break the Union, will 
the evil stop there? Suppose the New England 
States alone cut off, will our nature be changed ? 
Are we not men still to the South of that, and with 
all the passions of men? Immediately we shall 
see a Pennsylvanian and a Virginian party arise 
in the residuary confederacy, and the pinblic mind 
will be disordered with the same party spirit. 
What assurance, too, will the one party have in 
their hands, by eternally threa enine the other, 
that unless they do so and so, they will join their 
Northern neighbors ? If we reduce our Union to 
Virginia and North Carolina, immediately the con­
flict will be established between the representatives 
of these two States, and ihey will end by breaking 
into their simple units. Seeing, therefore, ihat an 
association of men, who will not quarrel with on 
another, is a thing which never yet existed, froi 
the greatest confederacy of nations down to a tow 
meeting, or a vestry; seeing that we must hav 
Homebody to quarrel with, I had rather keep our 
New England associations for that purpose, than 
to see our bickerings transferred to others." 

From which it appears that Mr. Jefferson thought 
that nothing but a subversion of all the principles 
"f our government could warrant a dissolution of 
the Union. 

We make the followiag extracts from a letter 

dated at Astoria, Oregon, and published in 

Washington Republic : 

" The list ot vessels which have entered arid de­
parted the river Cqiumbia, in 1830—amounting 
ad to one hundred and sixty sail and of over eighty 
thousand tons burden of American shipping, (sail 
and steam,) and which I send to our delegate ir 
Congress for the inspection of the Committee on 
Commerce—is quite too long to expect you to pub­
lish it. Suffice it to say that this large fleet has 
passed the bur in entire safety, in all the months o. 
the year, with nearly an equal number in each 
month, without a solitary accident to a vessel or 
cargo, nor an hour's delay to those who took pilots 
for the south channel. In several instances the 
captains piloted themselves equally without dan­
ger. Of this number, of one huadred and sixty 
sail of vessels crossing the bar of the Columbia, one 
hundred aud forty-four, or all but sixteen, took the 
south channel ; among them the ship Magnolia, 

a draft of seventeen aud a half feet ; the United 
States ship Massachusetts, Captain Knox, U. S. 
navy, seventeen feet ; the United States ship Fal-

>uth, seventeen feet, and other large vessels, both 
1 and steam. 
4 Of the sixteen sail which used the old north 
annel, four only passed the bar under sail, the 

other twelve being ateamers—thus proving what 
long since predicted, 4 that the bar of the Co­

lumbia would be found very easy of navigation 
when steam should be applied to it.' 

44 During the last year two steamers, th'i Colum­
bia and the Whitcomb, have been built for the river 
trade, and are now actively employed. 

The first was built at Astoria, and launched 
July last.
