LABBM.!*» PLAUTS —The importance of hav-
w aU plunf, including lruit trees, propetly 
BMMdf even in «mall gardens, cannot tie too 
ebirly pointed out. A plant may have beautiful 
Jbttage and flowers, but without a name it yield« 
oompftratively little interest. Every plant had a 
hiftorv of it« own, and the first slop toward obtain-
idf a knowledge of that history is in name; ihe 
next, its native country and year of introduction 
into our garden*. A garden of plants ru :> >ut 
names is like a library of books with ut their exte­
rior superscriptions. Numbers are only useful to 
nurserymen. All garden plants should he properly 
named. The season of propagation is chiefly when 
plants are out of bloom, and the want of diligent 
care in retaining their names too frequently leads 
to a confused nomenclature. The vast numbers of 
new plants which are being continually introduced, 
as well as the host of garden varieties every year 
brought under the amateur's notice, are quite per­
plexing to him unless constant attention to cor 
jrect labelling is ohserved. Then, again, with 
regard to fruits, how much uncertainty would be 
removed by keeping labels of a permanent kind to 
every tree ? Small garden* cannot, or ought not, 
to find room for indifferent kinds of fruits or un­
certain bearers ; h&nce the importance and advan­
tage of knowing every kind we cultivate. How 
much trouble is thereby avoided ; for it frequently 
happens that the difficulty and expense of obtainir g 
the name of a single fruit are much greater than 
the attention necessary in keeping the namss to a 
•mall collection, which the limited space of a su­
burban garden admits. 

With respect to the particular kind of Jabel 
which is most desirable to employ, there is a good 
deal of uncertainty. Some persons prefer pome of 
the new kinds now in existence, while others ad­
here to the old wooden Übels, which, after all, 
bave not yet been very satisfactorily sup . veiled ; 
whatever kind-of material is employed, however, 
the names should be accurately and distinctly 
written.
