The decinion in the cane of The Stute vs. R»atl, 

which we publish below, is important to District 

Attorney» having to frame indictments under pe­

nal and criminal statute«. Instead of merely re­

citing the words of the statute, it is necessary to 

mak« averments of what constitutes the crime or 

oBènc"—and to p.ll«»ge and prove that the act «lone, 

or words ppoken, were felonious, or done with a 

criminal intent. This is of the essence of the 
crime. Beeiden, as in this case, it is necersary to 
allege and prove that the words spoken were ut­

tered in the presence of colored persons, or slaves, 

which were calculated to produce discontent, or 

insubordination ; otherwise, no injury could result, 

and no crime is committed. In the present case, 

a poor fellow is convicted and sentenced to five 

years imprisonment in the penitentiary, for certain 

words spoken, w hich, for aught that appears, might 

have been uttered in the most obscure corner, in 

the presence of a citizen of the parish, who was 

the only }«ersnn hearing the obnoxious words, and 

at the same time, the colored and slave population, 

or any individual of them, remained as ignorant 

of what passed, as if no words had ever been 

littered or spoken on the subject. There was no 

crime in this—and it would have been the height 

of cruelty, tyranny and injustice to incarcerate a 

freeman in the penitentiary in such a ense. 1 

was a proper case for the arrest of judgment, be­

cause, from the face of the record, it appeared no 

crime was committed.

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LATE INTERESTING NEWS. 

By the steamship Union, Capt. Budd, we have 

the New York Commercial Advertiser of the after­

noon of the 8th. This paper contains particulars 

of the arrival at New York, that morning, of the 

steamship Empire City from Chagres, via Kings­

ton, Jamaica. The Empire City left Chagres on 

the night of the 25th ult. and Kingston on the 1st 

inst. She carried to New York about 160 passen­

gers—$7-10,000 in gold, and a full budget of foreign 

intelligence. There is also a sprinkling of farther 

news from California. 

The adventure to the Gold Bluffs gave discoura­

ging prospects. Here is the last reflection by a 

passenger on the Chesapeake : 

If the sand yield any thing like the quantity of 
gold which has been represented, we cannot doubt 
the ultimate success of the Company, if their af­
fairs are managed prudently. But for individuals, 
singlehanded, we have no word of encourgement. 

The expense of reaching the (.«old Bluffe is nearly 
or quite one hundred dollars, and the cost of get­
ting provisions there about fifty cents per pound. 
Even suppose the »uccess in getting large quanti­
ties of the aa-called black si nd, without souic eco­
nomical method of separating the gold, it wtil be 
valueless. We saw men in the vicinity of the BluiTs, 
who had expended all their means in getting there, 
and are now unable to return. 

The schooner Capacity, with 140 passengers, 
arrived at Trinidad on the 28th January, proceeded 
next day to the Gold Bluffs, to land her passengers. 
The steamer Sea Gull touched at Trinidad on the 
30th, left a few passengers, and continued on her 
trip to Oregon. The steamer Goliah was going 
into Trinidad as the Chesapeake left, on the after­
noon of the 30th. 
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The counsel appointed by the Court to defend the acoused, 
moved to arrest the judgment on the grounds that the crime 
was not rjuffioiently end positively stated in the indictment;

of and uttered the following language, in substance, and tc 
the effect, etc." 

The motion to arre;t the judgment was overruled, and the 
ease has been argued before us by the Attorney General, and 
the counsel for the accused, on the grounds urged in support 
of the motion in the Court bdlow. 

We understand that the rules concerning indictments at 
Common Law, relate, generally, to indictments for crimes un­
der statutes, and that whatever precision is required in the 
on-, is necessary in the other ; and thai it is often insufficient, 
merely to pursue the description of the offence gKen in the 
statute by whicli it is created. It is laid down in general 
terms, in elementary works on the Criminal Law, that all in-
dicUnenta under statutes, especial.y the most penal, must 
state all the circumstances which constitute the definition of 
the offence on the act, so ÎIS to bring the defendant within it. 
Fide the King vs. Ntill and others— Hth East Reports, 417-

The indictment coulains no charge of any criminal intent, 
and the word feloniously, which is necessary in indictments 
for felony, is omitted ; nor is there any equivalent word to be 
foutid in this indictment; nor is it charged that the words 
were ntt-red in the presence or hearing of slaves or persons ot 
color. This may not be essential in all cases under the statute, 
but under the very naked charges of this indictment, which 
repeat merely the words of the statute, nn allegation ot this 
kind would be necessary in order to constitute an offence. 

The statute makes it criminal lo "make use of language 
having a tendency " to produce certa'n evils. 

Our impression is, that besides setting forth the wordä 
made u<e of in the indictment, it ought to contain such aver­
ments and inuendoes an establish its tendency, and the rein-
tion in which they were spoken ; rendering the language in­
telligible. aud its application to the evil intended to be reached 
by the statute, evident. The words of the statute, " having 
a tende icy," a:e FO coinprehensi • e and vague without proper 
avernienis, indicating the tendency and sufficient explanatory 
statement* and reference« as to the words spokeu, the accused 
would not have the means of deleiico. which an indictment 
drawn with the precision and certainty which the law re­
quires, would afford to hint. Our inquiries have not let! us to 
discover any precedent of an indicltuenl like this having been 
sustained. 

The requisites of indictments for seditions words, aril for 
)ihel, afford us examples which we consider as sa fog unk« 
although the cases are not identical. 

It is urged on behalf of the tâtate, that the statute does not 
require any orinunul intent to constitute the offence ; and that 
it is not necessary to allege it, inasmuch ob malice ma/ be 
intVried from the languuge itself, without averment or extrin-
sfc proof of it. Hut in this ense there are no averment«, reter 
races «»r inuendoes, concerning the language used, which 
establish the inference. We understand the rule to be that 
the charge must he sufficiently definite and explicit to support 
its-lf, and no latitude of intention can be allowed to include 
auy thing.more than is expressed. Jd H 
Maule & Sfelwyn, 381 ; Chilly's edition of Hlackstone,4th 
vol., p. 30u : and notes.

The Attorney General contends that the words "insu 
stance and to the effect," may be considered as surplusag«

It appears to us that the sui»pression of these words would 
violute the sense of the indictment, and that these words w 
intend. il to qualify those which precede lliem. The indict-
ineut certainly does not purport to give the language uttered, 
but th« substance and effect of it. 

When a man's liberty and life are put in jeopardy for lan­
guage made use of, we think the language used ought to be 
charged in the indictment ; where word* are the gist of the 
offence, they must be set forth in the indictment with the 
same (.ariicularity as for a libel Where words are 
an ov< rt act of treason, it is sufficient to set forth the sul 
ol ill-ill ; for they are not the gist of the offence, bul the 
orevidejioe of it.

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THE SLEET or PLANTS .—The way in which 
jep is shown in the vegetable kingdom is inj 

itely more variable than among animals. Man 
throws himself prostrate ; some kinds of monkey: 
lie down on their sides ; the camel places its hea»l 
between the fore-legs ; and birds roost their heads 
beneath the wing. Beyond these there are few 
remarkable differences. Butin plants, then 
end to the curious and beautiful diversity which 
rewards the f-eekor after nature's mysteries. Some 
plants droop their leaves at night, the flat part 
becoming flaccid and pendulous. Others of the 
kind called 44 compound," as clover and vetches, 

; their leaflets together in pairs, and occasion­
ally the whole leaf droops at ihe saine time. The 
three leaflets of clover bring their faces to the out­
side, and so form a triangular pyramid, whose apex 
is the point of union between the leaflets and their 
stalks. Lupines, which have leaves resembling a 
seven lingered hand without a palm, fold them to­
gether like a lady's half-closed parasol. Chick-
weed raises its leaves t-o as to embrace the stem 
an«l some species of lotus, besides many of its eie 
gant family, the Leguminosœ bring them togethe 
in such a way as to protect the young flower-buds 
and immature seed-vessels from the chill air of 
night. These are only a few out of the many 
cases which could be instanced of change of posi­
tion in leaves, whilst in flowers there seems to be 
no limit to variation. The greater part shut the 
lietals at night, the sialks declining on one bide ; 
hut there are some which roll their petals back, 
aud curl them up like miniature volutes. The 
sleep of some plants is probably unaccompanied by 
any external change. The same may he said of 
Campanulus, and other bell-shaped flowers. The 
four pelaled flowers of Cruciferw, it should hav 
been observed, are remarkably careless of repose. 
Their sleep never appears sound, or even constant, 
loi many successive nights they seem restless, and 
in the morning always look dozy and uncomforta­
ble. When flowers are over-blown, or the plant, 
if an annual, is near its decay, ihe phenomena 
sleep are very considerably diminished. In fa. , 
they are only seen in perfection when the growing 
powers of the plant are in tlieir full energy. Deci­
duous trees-—that in, such as cast their leaves in 
autumn—are in a sort of trance in the winter 
months. Flowers, too, lose their sensibility alto-
gether w hen the period of fertilization is parsed, as 
may be readily seen by inspecting a Held of daisies 
early in the morning, before the dew is ofF the 
grass. The over blown ones will be found wide 
open ; those in the younger stages all14 crimson-
tipped," and sound asleep.

Tlie uflicer8 of the Empire City report that the 

Isthmus is as healthy as could be expected. The 
Panama Star of the 18th, however, says : 

41 During the past two weeks we have had two 
heavy, and several light showers of rain. Such 
things being unseasonable in this climate, have had 
the effect of producing much sickness, which, al­
though in no case that we heard of resulting fa­
tally, has nevertheless been generally of a severe 
nature. We are glad to announce that olmost all 
whom we have heard of being attacked are fast 
convalescing, and miking their appearance agai 
in ihe streets. Our city is entirely free from any 
disease of a malignant type."

" We have now to record the loss of the Amer­
ican schooner George Washington, on her way 
from hence to New York. She got on the North-

plete wreck. 

44 Several boats had returned from the wreck 
bringing in ceroons of cochineal and indigo, and 
also a portion of the materials, which have been 
put up at auction, and brought in re.nunerating 
prices, considering their condition, for nearly all 
were saturated with salt water. 

" The George Washington was wrecked on the 
most exposed part of that dangerous reef, the 
Northern Triangles, and must have tilled within 
a few hours after she struck. At three P. M. of the 
24th took the sun, and found his longitude per 
chronometer to be 87 deg. 30 inin. west, when he 
tacked and stood in for the main land. At five p. 
M. a inan stationed at the mast-head could not dis­
cern either reef or land, and about half-past seven 
she struck on the reef, at the south east end of the 
Triangles, the Captain on deck looking out at the 
time."

From Hoiuluras. 

We have files of the Honduras Watchman to 
February 15. Advices front Guatemala to the 18th 
of January had been received at Honduras. From 
private sources the Watchman has ihe following 
particulars ol the proceedings of the military forces 
of Salvador and Honduras. 

On the 1st inst. the tribes of those States arrived 
at a village called San JOSH, about three leagues 
from Chiquiinula. General Carrera wts at that 
time in the latter place, and soon marched lo meet 
them, though they numbered about four thousand 
men. On the'id inst., about nine o'clock in the 
morning, the batllu commenced, and continued, 
with many changes of success on both sides, until 
half-past, three o'clock in the afternoon, when, by 
an able manœuvre of General Carrera, the forces 
of Salvador and Honduras were completely de­
feated, leaving on the field many dead, wounded 
and prisoners, together with arms, baggage, etc. 

The pursuit of the enemy, who were flying in all 
directions, still continued by the last accounts, and 
in ail probability Carrera will now march upon 
San Salvador. When the battle commenced, it is
