The S:ate can rnanaue the lands at a much lens 
than the United States. There is no need 

rveying the lands, which are totally worth-
lets; and the State can more easily than the Uniet' 
States ascertain what lands are useless. This is? 
grant in which the State feels a great interest 
undone which is fair, just and equitable. Tin 
principle involved in the toll is the same as that 
of the hill passed in 1849, which was approved b 
Mr. Polk, as consistent a democrat as any man 
There can be no doubt as to the constitutionality 
of it. 1 believe the United Stat« - will be benefited 
by making th's grant, while it will lie advantageous 
to Louisiana.. 1' is entirely in harmony with the 
general subject of the distribution of the land 
The very able report of the Committee on Publi 
Lands at the last session respecting the final dis­
position of all the public lands which had be 
long in the market, and from which the g od lat. 
had bet n taken out, recommends that after a series 
of years the lands should be ceded to the St 
l'i.at Committee, finding this bill perfectly îr 

cordance with that general principle, reported fa­
vorably upon it. The sub-agent sent out to 
amine the land-, and who is on the spot, rer 
mends it in a report which he has sent to the Land 
Ollice. So that, from every consideration, it seems 
to me that the grant ought to be made, if tin 
to be any doubt at all upon the subject, it would 
seem to be whether Louisiana would accept the 
grant.

If the Senator will allow me, I 
can give the exact amount of unsold lands. It is 
32,^51,000 acres. 

Air. Downs. That quantity, however, is reduced 
very greatly by laws already passed by Congress. 
The bill passed in IM9, and another bill extending 
that law, passed at the last session of Congress, 
granting swamp lands to the States, embrace a 
large portion of the unsold lands in Louisiana. 
The amount remaining is not yet ascertained, but 
it is being ascertained at the Land Ollice. An ap­
proximate idea of it may be had by looking at this 
map, [holding up to the view of the Senate a large 
map of Louisiana,] upon which the swamp lands 
are colored, although it must be borne in mind that 
a great deal of land is entered within that. I have

The central executive power is on (he point of 
being established, and Prince Schwarzenberg and 
Baron ManteulTcll, are preparing for another inter­
view at Dresden.

It is to be hoped that 
the allegiance of our slippery vassal is well assured. 
Sir Charles Napier was daily expected at Bombay 
on his return home. The report from Canton is 
that Commissioner Lin, who seized the Knglish 
opium in 1839, is dead. Murders and piracy seem 
to be as rife as ever in the Indian seas, notwith­
standing all the alleged severity of the authorities 
in that quarter. The exports of tea to Great 
Britain up to 30th Dec., 18-30, were -11.000,000 lbs. 
against 30,000,000 lbs the previous year. 

IRELAND. 

THE NEW PENAL LAWS. — The agitation 
against the ministerial measure is becoming more 
rampant. Parish and club meetings, requisitions 
for aggregates, and all the other appliances for 
getting up the steam have been set in full motion, 
and as the Roman Catholic clergy have naturally 
entered heart and soul into the movement, there is 
no reasonable probability of the excitement dying 
out for want of the necessary stimulants to give it 
life and energy. Petitions condemnatory of Lord 
John Russell's anti-Papal policy were on Sunday 
last placed at the doors of all the Catholic Chapels 
In Dublin, and a vast number of signatures were 
obtained in the course of a few hours. On Tues­
day next, the Roman Catholic Pi elates will assem­
ble in Dublin with a view ot taking counsel as to 
what course should be taken in the present emer­
gency in the alTairs of their church. Upon this 
special occasion, the Freeman assures the public 
the most admired unanimity will characterize the 
deliberations of the prelatical conclave. 

The authorities of Southampton have received 
official information that a number of exiles, de­
tained in Turkey, would shortly arrive ai that 
port ; but if we understand rightly the intelligence 
from Constantinople, they will be chiefly Poles, as 
ai the last moment, the Hungarians could not be 
induced to go on board, having been led to believe 
that there would be a demand for fighting labor in 
consequence of impending troubles in France. All 
these men had received gratuities to pay their pas­
sage, with a small surplus to provide for their im­
mediate wants. 

We have very little news from Rome and Naples, 
but all the private letters sjieak of increasing anxie­
ties respecting the movements of Mazzini and his 
confederates. 

The speech of the Marquis d'Azeglio, in opening 
the business of the Chambers al Tnrin, was well 
received. It is said thai Siccardi is at the point of 
death. 

Gen. Prim, now that Narvaez has turned his 
back, lias fulminate«! a fierce attack upon his 
memory, and his tyrannical administration. No 
progress has been made in the adjustment of the 
foreign debt. 

HEREDITARY MISFORTUNE.--A gentleman in 
fpeaking of the wife of a certain nobleman, la­

sted very much that she had no children ; upon 
which a medical man who was present observed, 
that to have no children was a great misfortune, 
but he thought he had remarked it was hereditary 
in some families, 

STEAMBOATS ON LAKE 
Green Bay Advocate enumerates seven new svara-
boats on the stucks, design d for the Fox River 
and Winnebago trade. This, with those already 
in the trade, will make twelve steamboats next 
season, on the line from Fort Winnebago to Green 
Bay. As the business only began last Spring, the 

increase is without a parallel in the commercial 
history of the United States. " We are a great 
country, and daily growing greater," may be a 
very trite, but it is a singularly true saying.

Advertiser of December 23, 1824, we find the first 
notice of this eminent Louisiana Naturalist, taken 

from the Feliciana Asylum : 
" Ornithology.—Mr. J. J. Audubon has just 

returned to this place, (of which he is a resident,) 
alter a tour through various parts of the United 
States and the adjacent territories, in which he has 
been engaged in collecting drawings of the 
birds which abound on the American continent. 
His collection already amounts to between four and 
five hundred, added to which is a copious descrip 
tion of the bird, its habits, character, elc., which 
Mr. A. intends to have published as an index 
accompany the drawings, as soon as the whole 
shall he completed, which he expects will be in the 
course of another year. His object, if practicable, 
is to have the work published in the United States ; 
which, for the honor of our country, we sincerely 
hope he may be able to effect. Mr. Audubon has 
been upwards of twenty years engaged in his 
present undertaking, and, in its prosecution, has 
undergone toils and suffered privations which must 
have required more than an ordinary fortitude and 
resolution to endure, and for which he can only rely 

merit of his work to obtain a just remunera-
We have been favored with a view of several 

of the drawings, all of which are as large as life, 
and are striking and correct representations of na­
ture. Each plate is ornamented with a drawing of 

curious plant or shrub, upon which the bird 
appears perched, many of which are very beauti­
ful, and have hitherto been wholly unknown to hot-

The work very far exceeds in magnitude 
anything of the kind we have ever seen, or, we be­
lieve, that is anywhere in existence. When com­
pleted, it will afford a proud evidence of American 
genius and enterprise, and will form an important 
addition to the natural history of our country."
