«tatuM, monument», building?, all remind one of 
war—the erections of the great Frederick to com­
memorate his victories, or of the people, in memory 
of military heroes. One sees nt once that lie is 
among a people whose history has been a history 
of war. There, by the Lust Garten—hin uncovered 
head whitened by the snow, as it might have been 
on many a stormy night in his rough campaigns— 
stands a noble bronze statue of Blucher. Opposite 
him, near the Guard House, is the figure of Scharn­
horst, in a reflecting attitude—the great reformer 
of the army. Near by is another General, and 
farther away, in another quarter, is Schroein, the 
steady old General of Frederic the Great, who 
stood firm on occasions when even Frederic him­
self fled. On all the palaces, there are forms of 
prisoners in chains, or figures of Victory and 

Jè Fame, and the whole, wherever public ornaments 
are used, has the stamp of a place built up by war ; 
a city whose memories and whose history are ol 
fierce contest and battle and victory. Yet, mu*t 
one say, despite the many and splendid public or­
naments, and despite ail that Frederic did to make 
it a beautiful city, the first impression Berlin 
makes, is not a pleasant one. There are some 
wonderftil points of view, and many of the besi 
models of buildings, which can be found in Europe 
and the great private houses, which Frederic in­
sisted should be made, give a somewhat grand 
effect to some of the streets ; yet, on the whole, 
the city ha* a rusty, worn-out look. There are no 
great quarries in this part of Europe, and in conse­
quence, it was built mostly of brick, which has 
been stuccoed. Whether from climate, or Borne 
other cause, the stucco does not last well, and the 
place being a very dusty one, the whole has come 
to have a rather crumbly, dirty appearance. It 
has all the sooty look of Liverpool, without its 
solidity. 

A Pawnbroking Establishment.—The city 
of Barcelona, in Spain, posses es a peculiar pawn-
broking establishment, where loans are made with­

vanced, the difference is given to the original 
owner. The Marquis de Lila is President of this 
charitable establishment ; and he has just addressed 
a letter to the clergy of the diocese praying them to 
make their advantage» ':nown. It bears the name 
Pawnbroking Establishment of our Lady of Hope 
In the year 1849, 5666 persons availed theoiselvei 
of its generosity. [Galignani's Messenger.
