The Police Committee, to whom were referred 
the complaints of James O'Brien and Owen Kearns, 
gainst Lieut. Hughes, of the Watch, beg to sub­
mit the following report: 

The Committee have carefully examined the 
nature of the charges, and heard testimony on both 
sides. It appears that personal animosity had 
existed between the parties for some time previous 
to the difficulty occurring, which has resulted in 
bringing the matter before the Council. There is 
no doubt, in the opinion of the Committee, but 
that the watchman, Kearns, used highly offensive 
and improper language to Hughes, in his capacity 
as an officer of the Watch; but the Committee do 
not think he wasjustified in hand-cuffiing Kearns, 
nor in striking him on the head with his club, 
which it is evident he did. The Committee do not 
deem any circumstances an excuse or palliation for 
such conduct. And they would here take the 
occasion of reprobating this course of proceeding 
by any member of the Police, or Night Wath, of 
the Municipality. If prisoners are unruly, or dis­
posed to be obstinate, a sufficient force of wa'eh-
men can be brought together, almost immediately, 
to overpower and secure them, without 
recourse being had to blows. In this case, suit 
has been brought by Kearns against Hughes for 
assault and ba'.tery, and the Committee do not 
deem it proper, pending the investigation, to recom­
mend his dismassal ; but are of the opinion that he 
should remain suspended until the case is disposed 
of, one way or the other, by a proper tribunal.
