WASHINGTON, March 12.1851. 
SENATE.—Have rejected Mr. Goodrich as Con-

nui to Paris. 
A motion was made to adjourn sine die to-mor­

row, and laid on the table. 
Mr. Mnngum called up his motion that 2000 

copies extra of the ProfenKor's report on meteorology 
l>e printed for the Senate, and be placed at the dis­
posal of the Professor to enable him to supply hin 
correspondents. Laid ori the table. 

A letter was received from the President with 
the correspondence with0Tutkey, relative to the 
Hungarian refugees. The most of this correspond-
ence hàs already been published. One letter t'» 
Webster informs him that the time the Sublime 
Porte promised to retain the refugees expires in 
May. Another from the Hon. Daniel Martin to 
Mr. Marsh, Consul at Constantinople, urges him 
to prevail on the Por'e not to renew the stipula 
lions with any power for the detention of theHun 
garian refugees, and to say to the Porte, if he 
allows Kossuth and his companions to ieave, that 
they will find a vessel ready to carry them to the 
United Stales ; the letters and documents wen* 
ordered to be printed. The Senate then w*nt into 
Executive session, and confirmed the following 
nominations : Thomas A. R. Nelson, Consul to 
China ; T. Butler King, Collector, San Francisco , 
Mr. Pendleton, Appraiser at San Francisco and ut 
Sacramento ; Robert Gardiner, Collector at Bev 
erly ; Allen T. Owens, Charles Bradly, and C 
Edgur, Appraisers at large ; Geo. S. Washington, 
Register at St. Augustine, Florida; Samuel Re-
kol, Consul to Chili ; Thos. Wolff, Collector at 
Memphis; Mr. Wilson, Collector at Oregon ; 
Simpson P. Moore and Wm. N. Matthews, Ap­
praisers at Oregon ; George B. Netial, Collecta 
Pacific city, Oregon ; Alonzo Lellànd, Survey« 
at Milwaukie ; Edward C. Ward«, Collector at 
Columbia, IN C.; F. N. Beiden, Collector at Cor­
pus Chrinti, Texas ; Burnett ami Brown,Consuls for 
ports in South America. The nomination of Mr. 
Easthy, as Commissioner of Public Buildings, wa; 
under consideration when the Senate adjourned.

Johns, N.B. They were urged to remain 
by the citizens, who promised them protection, 
ttiey were living in constant fear, and preferred 
to go into safety while all was yet quiet. A 
number of fugitives still remain at Portland, de­
claring that they will never be taken alive."
