Webster, asking him to accept-a carriage, harness 

and horses, which had been selected for hii 

small token of their estimation of his long course 

of patriotic public services. The letter is very 

modest, although the accompaniments are said to 

be rather gorgeous. The letter is dated February 

M, 1851. 
On the 21st of last month, Mr. Webster ac­

knowledges to have received the communication,

pleads the pressure of public business as the reason 

why he did not thank his friends for " their costly 

and handsome present," at an earlier day. A de­

votion to the Union and the Constitution, and an 

eloquence worthy of the writer's boldest concep­

tions, are breathed in this letter of Mr. Webster. 

The letter of presentation having paid special com­

pliment to him for his noble course in the late 

national crisis, he thus vindicates his course : 

" I was not unaware, gentlemen, on tlie morning 
ol the 7th of March of last year, that I was enter­
ing upon a duty which, as you suggest, might 
. ring into peril that favor which had been long 

'1 wn me, by that political party whose general 
"inc hes 1 had for a long time steadily maintained. 

A crisis* arrivet^ 'n which it did not become 
me as I *h°uglit, to be indifferent, and to do 
nothing. SO" lew did it become .ne to act a part 
which should in ' '»me «actional animosities, tend to 
destroy all genuine American feeling, and shake 
the fabric of the Government to ils lonndatiou 
was willing to trust an.'l *>» st '" willing to trust, 
lor the vindication of my motive», to the intelligent 
men of my own party, and of all parties. 1 should, 
indeed, have been wholly uuworthy ol that charac­
ter which it is my highest ambition to maintain 
among my countrymen, if I had allowed my per­
sonal peril to bear, with the weight of a leather, 
against my profound sense of public duty. What­
ever may now happen, 1 shall meet it with a clear 
conscience, and a fixed purpose ; and while actinj 
in full co-operation with the great mass ol our fel­
low citizens, who hold the saine sentiments that 
you hold, 1 »hall fear nothing."
