Loss of the Steamer Lowell,

A dispatch from Pittsbury, in the Baltimore pa-
pers, gives full details of the loss of the steambont
Lowell, by collision with the Vinton, near Catina
Island, below Wheeling, at half-past 10 o'clock on
the wight of the 24th ult. 'The night was very
dark, and as woon as the pilots of the boats pee-
cetved each other, the bells were tapped; but
throagh some unfortunste mistake or sceident, the
Lowell run noross the bow of the Vinton, whioh
struck her aft of her boiler.

The force of the collision was xo tremendou,
and the Vinton being a large boat carrzing about
900 tous, and having probably the strwngest hall of
any boat on the river, that the Lowell sunk in
about thirty scconds after the collision, the eabin
parting (rom the hull und Ieft floating. The eabin
passengers and the crew escaped (many of them
in their night eolothes) o the top of the hurdeane
deck.
