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NBW ORLKAHS AND JACKSON RAILROAD.—A meeting 
of the committee appointed by the Council« of the diIF.rent 
Municipalities of NewOrleans and Lafayette, lor the purpose 
of considering the propriety of proceeding with the ahove line 
of Railway, was held last night, in the (Jon noil chamber of 
the First Municipality, Its especial object was to receive the 
Report of the Engineer, Mr. Augusins Phelps, and to make 
any arrangement* neeetsary for the receiving of the delegates 
at the great convention, to lie held on ihn 16th inst., in the 
Lyceum llall. There wert present, Mem, Clurk and 
Lauglilin, of the First Municipality ; Yancey and Marks, of 
the Second Municipality ; and Hooper, of the Third Munici­
pality ; and Burke and Huddicker, of Lafayette. 

On the meeting being called to order, Mr. Yancey moved 
that the Rei>ort of the Engineer be read, which was adopted, 
and will shortly lie priu+ed for the purpose of distributing 
among the member« cf tue general convention. 

The report recommends a route running along the western 
border of the Lake Maurepaa, and in the tir<t sixteen mile« 
strikes th« river twice. It then goes in ft direct, line through 
the centre of the State, and in the neighborhood of the princi­
pal plantation» and populated towns in the Parishes of Jeffer 
son, St. Charte*, St. John the Baptist, Livingston, St. 
Helena, St. Jmnes and Assension, striking the Sta'e line in 
ninety-two and a liHlf miles troin New Crleans. The whole 
distance from the West bank of the New < 'anal to Jackson, 
is by this route one hundred and uinety miles, and the coat of 
the construction of the works f rom New Orleans to the State 
»ine, will lie ai out *8.454 12>* cents per mile. Ten miles and 
a half of the road within this Slate is across cypress swamps, 
but the remaining portion is over good ground. 

A conversation arose as to the propriety of recommending 
the report just read,'and the route propounded, to the general 
convention. It was acceded by all prerent, that this route 
wim much superior to the Madiionville route, and as it was 
the duty of that committee to do all that was in its power for 
NewOrleans and the valley of the Mississippi, it was agreed 
to recommend the route as the bet that hud been propounded, 
bui not with a view to prevent full and fair investigation into 
die claims of other routes, if such were proposed.
