HUM KINU MURIUCR IN CANAL STREET.—It ig our la. 
mentable duty to record another di«graceful murder, which 
threw the nei«liliorhooU of Canal Hlreet into a «tat« of great 
eicitement on Saturday night. The victim of tiie deadly 
practice «1* using the knife wan a cabman, named John 
Thomas Royal», who armed in this city about fourteen or 
fifteen months ago from Carolina. He is aged 22 years, and 
the non of respectable parenU. living at Montgomery, Ala­
bama, and is «aid to be n steady industrion» young man. 

An inquest wan held on the body yesterday morning, at the 
Second Municipality Watch house, from which we learn the 
following particular«: 

About 7 o'clock on Saturday night* two Omnibusses drove 
up to the UBUUI stind in Canal street, and the men who drove 
them began to quarrel ; one was named " Toney" and the 
other Royals, and words ran very high between them, and at 
last they began to push each other. After this, an omnibns 
starter called to Toney. who went on one side, and they both 
returned, the starter telling Royals that Toney shonld fight 
him, Royalssaid come tflong, and they struck each other, 
the omnibus starter standing behind and urging Toney ou, by 
tapping him on the baok. Soon after, and when blood was 
scouting from poor Royals, the omnibns starter cried out, 
" Co it, Toney, you are well able to whip him»" and then 
stepi»ed back, and directly after the deceased man fell on his 
laco with a very heavy fall. A man named fienry Carrol-
ton. who saw a «mall knife in Toney's hand, ran and turned 
him over on his back, and said to Toney, " Friend, yon have 
kill«! him." The starter then cried out to Toney, who had 
got on top ol' the omnibus, " Drive oll'quick," which he did, 
and the body wa* then taken to the Planters' Hotel, to see if 
anything could lie done for it. The poor man was beyond all 
human aid, and his body was removed to the Watch House 
of the Second Municipality. 

* TIIH medical gentleman who made tC postmortem, examin­
ation of the body, yestesday morning, Mr. Lemonnier, found 
«even wounds upon the person of the deceased, only one of 
which wa» mortal, by cutting through the carotid artery, on 
the right side of the neck. The remaining wounds were sit­
uated on the neck, back part of the shoulder, on the right side 
of the head, and on the left arm. 

The jury returned a verdict to the effect that the decease«! 
died from a wound inflicted upon the neck, which severed 
the carotid artery, and that such wound wss inflicted by u 
man named " Toney." 

It appears that Royals has been engaged a* a sub-omnibus 
driver, upon the line of J. H. Slawaon & Co., and Toney 
was regularly employed as a driver of an omnibus belonging 
to Hart, Thomas & Co. 's line. The disturbance commenced 
about Royals driving past Toney. on his road to the Canal 
street stand, and was of no moment when it first began. A f-
ter leaving Uansl street, Toney drove to the stables at La 
fayette, and there be told one of the proprietors that he did 
not know whether he shruld he able to drive on Sunday, as 
he had had a noise with a cabman down town. When the 
next omnibus came up to Lafayette, he learned that Royal« 
was dead, and immediately decamped. 

Yesterday, about noon, the omnibus starter, who inter­
fered m the affray, was arrested and brought to the watch-
house. His name it Emile Auvray, and he denies all knowl­
edge or participation in the matter. 

MPRPBR NIAI DRYAPKS STREET MARKET.—Another 
of those awfnl occurrences, which of late have so frequently 
engaged our attention, and disgraced our city, took place on 
Friday night, near Dryades Street Market, by which a poor 
man was hurried, without warning, and in a few houra, into 
another world. The name of the murdered individual is 
Evan Baker, a man about thirty-five years of age, was a 
cari»enter by trade, and kept a grocery store, at the corner of 
Euterpe and Dryades street, and has left a wife and two 
children to In ment Iii« untimely fate. It appears from the 
evidence, which was tuken before the Coroner yesterday 
morning, that poor Baker, in company with Mr. Silas Boi­
ler, met a man named Thomas Brady, in Dryades street, 
between night and nine o'clock on Friday night. Baker told 
him that he was indebted to him a dol'ar and a half for groce­
ries. Brady in reply called hiin a liar, with other hard 
names, and Baker said he could whip him, and took off his 
<:oat for that purpose. Several persons tried to prevent them 
fighting; and a young man, named Meads, said to Brady, 
" Put tiiat up, and take oil'your coat, and fight like a man." 
They then approached each other, and Brady made a mo­
tion at Baker, after which he said to Brady : " You havn 
tabbed me, have you ? Centlemen. I am «tabbed." He 
was then conveyed home, and on removing his clothes, a 
desperate wound was found upon the abdomen, through 
which the entrails protruded. Medical assistance was imme-
diately obtained, but the poor man lingered until six o'clock 
ou Saiurday ovening, and then died. A watchman, who 
came up at the time of the occurrence, seized Brady, but he 
threw the watchman down ; anil a dog, which belonged to 
him, seized the watchman and forced hiin to forego his hold, 
upon which hfescaped. 

The certificate of the medical gentleman, who made a post 
mortem examination of the body, and which was presented 
to the jury, stated that a wound was found on the le A side 
three quarte» of inch deep, and the knife, taking an oblique 
direction, had severed the large intestine in two places, divi­
ding in its course the omentum, its arteries and veins, and also 
the lower margin of the left lobe of the liver. The jury 
returned a verdict to the effect that the deceased died of a 
iN-netrating wound in the abdomen, on the left side, which 
wound, in the<r opinion, wss inflict«! by Thomas Brady. 
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It is obvious from the forego/a* that this Grand Jury stand« 
charged t>y James ft. Caldwell, Recopier of the Second Mil-
mcipülity, with uttering cniiuniiieus and positive falsehoods 
in trie p- 'ort they ha>l tue honor t.i make to thU Court.
